PRIVATE telegrams from Cuba re-
reived in Madrid, on the 14th, failed to
confirm the official statement that the
rebellion had been ecrushed, but de-
glared that the insurgents were gain-
ing strength daily.

TeE steamship Olivette, arrived at
Tampa, Fla., on the 14th, from Ha-
vana, bearing intelligence of the
formation of a provisional government
in Cuba with Gen. Marti as president
and Gomez as general-in-chief.

It was reported from Washington,
on the 14th, that Secretary Gresham
had determined to give the Spanish
government the alternative of apolo-
gizing or fighting for the insult to our
flag in firing upon the steamer Alli-
anca.

Tue will of Mr. S. M. Burroughs,
svho died at Monte Carlo on February
8. bequeaths £4,000 to Henry George,
the tax reformer. Mr. Burroughs was
born in Medina, N. Y., and was senior
partner in the firm of Burroughs &
Wellcome, wholesale pharmaceutists,
in London.

OxE nUNDRED employes of the Cleve-
land (0.) Ship Building Co. went out
en strike on the 5th. The company
proposed to pay the old hands $2.37
and new men 32.25 perday. The strike
was for a $2.50 per day rate. The
strikers were employed In the boiler-
making department.

OwisG to the refusal of the owners
of the great manufactories at Pantin
and Aubervilliers to accede to the de-
mands of their employes for increased
wages, ete., the labor union to which
the men belong, on the 13th, ordered
the employes of all the match facto-
ries in France to cease work.

Two R10TS, in which white men were
the aggressors, and negroes, as a rule,
the victims, occurred in New Orleans
on the 12th. Six men were killed and
eight seriously and many slightly in-
jured. Among the dangerously
wounded was Purser James A. Bain, of
the English steamship Engineer.

TuE information received by the sec-
retary of state that Baron Fava, the
Italian ambassador, had addressed
Gov. McIntyre of Colorado directly on
the subject of the Walsenberg affair,
created somewhat of a surprise at the
state department, on the 15th, as being
guite contrary to diplomatic usage.

Pror. E. StoNE WiGceixs, of Ottawa,
Ont., speaking of the late lunar eclipse,
said: **The moon passed squarely over
the earth’'s shadow, and it was of a
dark brown color and distinctly visi-
ble during the eclipse. If it had no
atmosphere to distribute the solar
rays, and as there is no light in space,
it would have been as black as ink.”

Carr. CrossmMaN of the American
mail steamer Allianca,which arrived at
Quarantine, N. Y., on the 12th, from
Colon, reported that, on the Sth, when
his vessel was off the east coast of the
island of Cuba, she was fired npon by a
brigantine-rigged man-of-war flying
the Spanish flag, and chased for 25
miles, when she distanced her pur-
suer.

Tae National Afro-American Typo-
graphical association was organized in
Chicago at a meeting of colored print-
ers and journalists of both sexes from
the north and south on the 14th. It is
the first colored printers’ uaion in the
world, and will include in its member-
ship printers, bookbinders, stereotyp-
ers, reporters, apprentices and all
colored tradesmea.

A casBLE dispatch to the American
board of commissioners of foreign mis-
sions in Boston announced, on the
14th. the death of Rev. George Cushing
Koapp, at Bitlis, eastern Turkey,
where he had lived as a missionary for

. forty years. Mr. Kaapp's death was

not eansed by any violence, but his last
days were filled with anxiety for the
country and the people to which he
had devoted his life.

SoMe time ago Seeretary Morton
turned over to Delegate Flynn 5.000
packages of seed for distribution
among those suffering from the
drought in Oklahoma. Mr. Flyaa ar-
ranged for the distribution through
certain agents in various parts of th.e
territory, who have compeled appli-
eants for seed to pay twenty-five cents
each for making afidavit that they are
mot able to purcbase seed.

NEWS AND NOTES.

A Summary of Important Eventa.
PERSONAL AND GENERAL.

THE coronation of the czar will take
place in Moscow during the latter part
of May.

JoserH PIERRE DROUILLARD, a vet-
eran of the war of 1812, died, on the
12th, at his home in Gallipolis, O., his
demise leaving but four surviving vet-
erass of that war. Mr. Dronillard
fought in eighteen pitched battles in
the war of 1812. Had he lived until
September, he would have been nine-
ty-nine years old.

ONx the 12th Secretary Herbert re-
ceived a cablegram from Capt. Crom-
well, commanding the Atlanta, at Co-
lon, stating that all was quiet at
Boeas del Toro and all well on board
his vessel.

Ix London, on the 12th, the new
American loan opened at 5 per cent.
premium and closed at 54.

WirLiax W. Tavior, the fugitive
treasurer of South Dakota, was traced
by a Pinkerton detective to Havana,
where he had gone from Tampa. Fla.,
on the steamer Olivette. He had a
month’s start, and got away from Cuba
before the detective could lay hands
on him. He was last heard of in the
City of Mexico, under the name of
Mason.

AT Stringtown, Okla., on the night
of the 11th, robbers entered the store
kept by M. Pounda, and, loading the
safe on a pair of trucks, secured at the
station, hauled it several miles into
the country and blew it open with dy-
namite. They secured about $150.

PoSTMASTER-GENERAL BISSELL re-
turned to Washington, on the 13th, to
close up the urgent business of the de-
partment prior to his retirement on
April 1.

WuiLe assisting the Ward line
steamer Seneca, from Havana, to make
her dock at New York, on the 13th, the
tug M. P. Starbuck was capsized and
her ecrew thrown into the water. All
were picked up little worse for their
immersion except the captain, Joseph
DBrandow, in whose case the efforts at
resuseitation proved unavailing.

Mges. KaTuerixe Topnp CRITTENDEN,
widow of the late Maj.-Gen. Thomas
L. Crittenden, of Kentucky, died, on
the 13th, at the home of her nephew,
Edmond H. Taylor, of Buena [Park,
Cook county, lll., after an illness of
two weeks.

AceExTS WaITNEY and Dennett, of
the Parkhurst society, were arrested
in New York city. on the 13th, on
charges of conspiracy to prosecute De-
tectives Jacobs and McManus. War-
rants were also out for Samuel Cohen,
who figured in the cases.

GeorceE Grippann and Maggie
Wachter, witnesses for Harry Hay-
ward, the defendant in the Ging mur-
der trial in Minneapolis, Minn., ar-
rested for perjury. were liberated, on
the 15th, because the grand jury re-
fuse to indict them, believing econviec-
tion impossible on the evidence sub-
mitted.

Tue Spanish eruniser Reina Regente

with 420 souls on board, was three days
overdue at Cadiz, on the 13th, and
much anxiety was felt for the vessel’s
safety.
NEws was received from Shanghai,
on the 1i3th, that Col. Von Heneken,
the Germnan commander, had left the
Chinese service.

IN London, on the 13th, the new
American loan opened at 5% and closed
at 5i<.

ARTHUR SAUER, the bookkeeper and
cashier of the Defiance (0.) national
bank, who disappeared January 18,
was arrested, on the 13th, in the Bre-
voort house in Chiecago, by Central de-
tectives who had longz been on the
lookout for him.

JupGE BAERER, of Chicago, on the
13th, discharged the last panel of twen-
ty-three jurors, after rendering a de-
cision that the system in vogue of
drawing citizens for jury service in
Cook county is illegal, and that every
jury serving in the courts to-day is do-
ing so on an unlawful basis, and that
all verdiets rendered by them are,
therefore, illegal.

By the burning of a hotel at Mae-
keysville, W. Va., early on the morn-
ing of the 13th, three persons lost
their lives and four others were so
badly injured as to make their recov-
ery doubtful.

Firg in Kansas City, Mo., on the
13th, destroyed a four-story building
oceupied by the English Supply Co.,
dealers in engine supplies and wrought
iron materials, and a five-story build-
ing occupied by the Western Newspa-
per Union and the Great-Western type
foundry, causing a total loss of over
£300,000, about one-half covered by in-
surance.

Six ITALiANs and one American lad,
were killed (the last-named accident-
ally), on the 12th, by a mob in retalia-
tion for the murder of a saloon-keeper
at Rouse, Col. It is thought the Ital-
ians were all naturalized citizens.

Ax order issued by Supt. James E.
White of the railway mail service
denies postal clerks the privilege of
free transportation except over their
own routes. All commissions and
passes which have heretofore been is-
sued allowing clerks to ride free over
other lines have been called in.

Gov. McIxTyRrE of Colorado received
a telegram from Washington, on the
14th, asking him to proceed at once
against the murderers of the Italians
at Walsenberg.

A~ amended bill to abolish capital
punishment passed the Nebraska sen-
ate on the 14th. It had a good pros-
pect of passing the house, and the gov-
ernor was said to favor it

Forr men were buried under the
walls of the Commercial Trading Co.’s
building in Laramie, Wyo., which was
destroyved by fire on the 14th. James
Foster was taken out dead. and George
Cordinier, a university student, was
fatally injured.

A PHENOMENAL vote was cast at the
republican primaries in Cleveland, O.,
on the 13th, the total reaching 23 2r2
Many women took advantage of their
recently-acquired franchise and at-
tended the primaries.

Cart. LEONARD G. SHEPARD, chief of
the revenue marine division of the
treasury department, died in Washing-
ton city of pneumonia, on the 14th, af-
ter an illness of ten days, aged 52.

A CONCURRENT resolution, proposing
an amendment to the New York con-

stitution giving women the right to
vote, passed the assembly, on the 14th,
80 to 21.

A SYNDICATE is forming in Belgiom
to import Canadian horses into that
country.

Tuae American loan opened in Lon-
don, on the 15th, at 5}§ per cent. pre-

Jroege L. E. McKisick, acting as
special counsel for the government, on
the 15th, filed his claim, involving §15,-
000,000, in the case of the government
against Jane L. Stanford, executrix of
the last will of the late Senator Stan-
ford, to recover from the estate the
pro rata of taxes due the United States
from the Central Pacific Railway Co.

THE women of Orange, N. J., will is-
sue, on April 1, an extra edition of the
Orange Chronicle for the benefit of the
Orange free library. Preparations for
this edition are being made on a very
extensive scale and it is expected that
this sample of purely women's work
will be one of the most unique of its
kind.

Tue failures in the United States,
for the week ended on the 15th, as re-
ported by R. G. Dun & Co., were 266,
against 264 for the corresponding
week last year. For Canada the fail-
ures numbered 57, against 55 last year.

Avrois ForpL killed himself on Logan
avenue, a fashionable thoroughfare in
Denver, Col., on the 15th, by exploding
a dynamite cartridge about an inch
and a half in diameter and four inches
long. The entire left side of his body
was blown into fragments.

QuEEN VicroriA arrived at Nice,
Italy, on the 15th, and was received
with a great display of ceremony by
the mayor and other municipal author-
ities.

THeE Red Star line steamer Fries-
land, Capt. Nichols, having on board
450 American excursionists, arrived at
Smyrna on the 14th.

THE California senate, on the 15th,
defeated the woman suffrage bill,
glhich had already passed the assem-

ON the 15th the Nebraska senate
passed the Watkin's bill, abolishing
capital punishment, which had already
passed the house.

SECRETARY GRESHAM, in spite of his
sickness sand the inclemency of the
weather, resumed duty at the state de-
partment on the 15th.

L Huseé Cnasg, China's peace en-
voy, sailed from Shanghai, on the 15th,
for Japan, with his suite of forty per-
sons.

Tue Hygiene sanitarinm at Kalama-
zoo, Mich., owned by a stock company,
of which Dr. C. A. Fletcher is president
and chief owner. caught fire, on the
15th, from a defective flue, and was
completely destroyed. The fire depart-
ment could got no water within a thou-
sand feet. I'he patients were all re-
moved. Loss, 88,000; insurance, about
25,064,

SECRETARY HerpeErT has finally de-
cided that he will recognize and con-
firm the nominations of naval cadets
received by him from outgoing mem-
bers of congress under the special pro-
vision contained in the naval appro-
priation in those cases, numbering six-
teen, which were handed into the de-
partment before noon on March 4 last.

Tur trial of Deputy Marshal Me-
Eswan, arrested at Meridian, Miss., on a
charge of “‘extortion in oflice,” came up
in the Urited States court on the 15th.
The prisoner pleaded guilty to the
charge and received a sentence of six
months in the Lauderdale county jail
and a fine of 100 and costs.

A SPECIAL train of 100 farmers and
all their belongings left Clyde, Kas.,
on the 16th, for Edmonton, British Co-
lumbia, where all will settie. The

emigrants are French colonists, who

located in Kansas many vears ago. A
small colony left last yveur and all now
follow. Some are very wealthy.

T'ue body of an unknown man was
found on Fourteen-Mile creek, 12 miles
northwest of Tahlequah, I. T., recent-
ly. Hogs were devouring it when dis-
covered. Parties from there think the
body is that of Peddler Haggerty, who
is missing and is thought was mur-
dered for his money.

Tnomas Darras, son of a wealthy
steamboat owner of St. Louis, died at
San Antonio, Tex.. on the 15th, of con-
sumption. He was a very eccentric
man throughount life and spent about
21.000 a month over gaming tables.

Jases LANCASTER, a brother of Stat
Senator L. D. Lancaster, committed
suicide at his home in St. Lounis, on
the night of the 14th, by taking a dose
of “Rough on Rats.” lle died in terri-
ble agopyv, after suffering fully eight
hours.

LATE NEWS ITEMS.

A cosTRACT was closed in BufTalo,
N. Y., on the 16th, between the New
York Central & Hudson River railway
and the Buffalo Car Manufacturing
Co.. which calls for the construction
of 1,500 box cars of the latest and most
improved pattern, fully equipped
throughont with air brakes, auto-
matic couplers and Street trucks. The
contract price amounts to £500,000, and
the job will give employment to 1,000
men for five months.

NEWS was received, on the 17th, of
an attack on Puerto, Colombia, by the
rebels under Gol. Castillo. All of the
officials of the customhouse were made
prisoners, the rebels retreated toward
Iiaraone, where a desperate battle last-
ing four hours was fought. Nearly
three-fourths of the town was burned,
including the barracks and church,
and fifty persons were killed.

BY the falling of a wall during the
burning of the Wabash railway round-
house at Toledo, 0., on the 17th, three
men were killed and a large number
of others were more or less seriously
injured. Six locomotives were ruined,
and the total loss was estimated at
from §75,000 to $100,000; fully covered
by insurance.

Up to the 17th forty-three dead
bodies had been taken from the mine
owned by the late Archduke Albrecht
at Troppau. Arckduke Frederiek or-
dered that an annual pension of 100
florins be paid the widow of each vie-
tim, the first paymeuat to be made at
once.

ISTELLIGENCE from Cuba, via Key
West, Fla., onthe 17th, state that from
a few isolated bands of marauders, the
rebels have crystallizeda well-armed
force of 6.000 men. All reports of gov-
ernment victories are declared to be
unfounded.

THE newspaper building cn Ontario
street in Cleveland, 0., occupied by
The World, the A. N Kellogg News-
paper Co. and the United Press, was
completely destroyed by fire on the
17th. The total loss was about $150,-
000,

PAssSENGERS arrived at Key West,
Fla., on the 16th. reported the sinking,
off the coast of Cuba, of an American
schooner by a Spanish gunboat and
the loss of the entire crew of sixteen.

GEN. BARATIERI, commander of the
Italian troops in Italy’s east African

ions, occupied Adigrat, on the
17th, without encountering opposition.

THE whole Spanish cabinet resigned,
on the 17th, and Gen. Martinez de
Campos was appointed captain generail
of Madrid.

JEFFERSON CITY. March I4.—SENATE—AL
last the Missouri legislature has honored the
memory of two deceased statesmen whose
names are known in every household. Yester-
day the senate took up and passed Maj. Bit-
tinger's bill appropriating $§12,000 for the
purchase of bronze or marble statues of
Thomas H. Benton aud Francis P. Blair,
to be placed in Statuary hall, at Washington.
The bill was introduced in the house January
24, and the following day referred to the com-
mittee on appropriations. For some reason
the chairman of the committee, Mr. Tutum,
held the bill up until March 1.
It was afterwards called up out of
order and passed. In the senate it
bhad smooth sailing. Years ago efforts were
made to enactSuch o law, hut it remained for
Maj. Bittinger to secure its passage through
both houses. The bill creates a com-
mission out of Gov. Stone, Peter L.
Foy, of St. Louis; Odin Gultar, of Columbia;
O. M. Spencer, of St. Joseph: B. B. Cahoon. of
St Francois county, and Col. James H. Birch,
of Clinton, to contract for the statues and
carry out the provisions of the law.

Hovse—Senator Yeater's bill providing for
a deposit of s=ecurity in relation to the pro-
posed removal of the state capital to Sedalia
was called up under a suspension of the rules
and passed by the house. There was a sharp
debate over its passage. Mr. Bothwell ex-
plained the provisions of the bill and recom-
mended its passage with a very effective
speech. Messrs, Jeakins and Crisp also in-
dorsed [t.

{Under the provisions of the bill it is made
the duty of Sedalia and Pettis county, either
directly or through some person or persons in
lieu thereof, to deposit with the governor such
securities, bonds or  obligations as
he may deem sufficient to guaran-
tee the erection of such buildings
and donation of such ground “'us necessary in
connection with a removal of the state capi-
tal.”” These deposits must be made by the Ist
of May, 1896.

to the life or limb of such child.

DUN'S COMMERCIAL REVIEW.

—_——

A Better Showing in All Branches of Trade,
Although the Improvement is Slow, and
Not to be Compared with the Prosperous
Times of Two Years Ago—A Feeling of
Confidence Gradually Returaning.

New Yorg, March 16.—R. G. Dun &
Co.’s weekly review of trade, issued to-
day, says:

Substantially all indications of the
state of business are rather more fa-
vorable. Farm products are a little
higher, railroad earnings a shade bet-
ter, clearinghouses exchanges a small
percentage larger in comparison with
two years ago than in February, and
most of the industries show a some-
what better front, though their gain
is not large. Money markets continue
undisturbed, the operations of the
syndiate still prevent exports of
gold, and withdrawals from the
treasury have of late practically
ceased. There is not much
enthusiasm about the situation, how-
ever, because the gain is slow, and
business is yet a long way from what
was once considered a prosperous con-
dition. Further, the gain is in some
cases due to obrviously temporary
causes, and in some to causes which do
not make for prosperity.

The higher price of cotton, which
has risen to 6.06 cents, results from be-
lief that the acreage this year will be
greatly reduced. The quantity of
American now in sight, in this coun-
try and in Europe, is about 4,400,000
bales, 300,000 larger than in 1892, after
a crop exceeding 9,000,0000 bales, and
about as much more than half the
greatest consumption ever known of
American in a year.

Wheat has arisen 1§ cents because
government reports only 75,000,000
bushels in farmers' hands March 1,
though practically nobody in the trade
thinks the estimate correct, and the
accepted estimates are about 60,000,000
bushels higher. Western receipts
have again risen above and exports
continue below last year's. Corn has
risen 1 cent, following wheat; pork,
§1.25 per barrel, and hogs 10 anda lard
30 cents per 100 pounds.

Railroad earnings for March compare
better with last year's than those early
in February, when storms blocked
traflie, but are 9 per cent. smaller than
in 1803. The complete earnings for
Pebruary are 1.4 per cent. less than
last yvear, and 15.1 per cent. less than
in 1893. East-bound tonnage for two
weeks has been 114,192 tons against
154,005 last year, and 165,700 in 1893.

The volume of payments through
clearinghouses for the weel is 5.7 per
cent. larger than last year, but 26.9
per cent. less than in 15893,

Lports are just now running a lit-
tle smaller than in February, while
domestic exports for two weeks from
New York show a decrease compared
with last vear of 11 per cent.

The output of pig March 1 was 156,-
079 tons, a decrease since February 1
of 6,412 tons weekly, and the increase
of unsold stock was 52,900 tons in Feb-
ruary, or 13,225 weekly. Since Janu-
ary 1 theweeklyoutput hasdecreased
11,435 tons, and the accumulation of
unsold stocks has been 125,515 tons.
Prices do not rise, and except at Chi-
cago there seems to be no general in-
crease of demand. There improve-
ment is observed in nearly all parts of
the industry, particularly in materials
for agricultural implement works, and
at Pittsburgh the demand for struc-
tural forms continues large. Bessemer
pig is weaker at Pittsburgh, and while
demand for bar improves, it falls short
of the supply. Sheets are active, and
also wire rods, without change in
prices.

The boot and shoe manufacture is
doing better, not merely in shipments,
which show the rapidity with which
past orders for spring trade are being
filled, 159,175 cases having been moved
in two weeks of March, against 163,-
907 in 1803, but also in obtaining new
orders for fall at somewhat bette:

prices.
In the cotton manufacture there are
signs of improvement, apparently

caused by the advance in raw cotton,
giving greater confidence that present
values for goods will be maintained, so
that the fall in print cloths has been
checked, and there is more buying of
other goods. In the finer and fancy
woolen goods there is a moderate busi-
ness, while agents for low and medium
goods are waiting for re-orders,though
some have already sold enough for the
season if no cancellations come. Sales
of wool were 4,683,200 pounds, against
5,351,700 last year, and markets are
quiet without change.

Money is in better demand, the mar
ket hardens as usual before April 1,
and much more commercial paper is
offered. The west is drawing from its
balances here and there have been con-
siderable sales of stocks on foreign ac-
count.

Liabilities thus far reported in fail-
ures for the first week of March
amount to $1,683,052, against $3,276,202
last year; in manufactures $785,306,
against §973,570 last year, and in trad-
ing $897,656, against $§1,254,938 last
year. The final returns for February
make theaggregate $11,414,374, against
$17,895,670 last year.

Failures for the week have been 266
in the United States, against 264 last
year, and 57 in Canada, against 55 last
year.

WaAsHINGTON, March 16.—Secretary
Gresham, in spite of his sickness and
the inclemency of the weather, re-
sumed duty at the state department
yesterday, and was closeted with As-
sistant Secretary Uhl for several
hours. Mr. Gresham left the depart-
ment at 2 p. m. and returned to his
hotel.

Neither he nor any other state de-
partment official would discuss the
Spanish affair.

MUST BE ROOTED OUT.

No More Secret Socletles to be Permitted
in the Ann Arbor High Sechool.
ANx Arnor, Mich.. March 16.—The
school board yesterday unanimously
a resolution that the fraterni-
ties in the high school mus* be rooted
out. The new rule reads: “Amny stu-
dent who belongs to a secret society
or fraternity or has any connection
thereto, after ten days' notice to with-
draw from same, will be subject to
suspension or forfeiture of diploma at
graduation, or both.” The order goes
into effect next Tuesday.

The First Clear and

“I have traveled through the moun- -
tainous districts constantly since the .

trouble began,” said he, “'and matters
are now in a much worse condition

than at the beginning. The fighting -

started in a desultory and scattered

fashion, but the forces gradually be--

came crystallized, and now there are-
fully 6,000 men under arms.
“They are in a dozen or more de--

tachments, but are giving the govern- -

ment no end of trouble. In many
cases the Spanish troops have been:
beaten back with heavy loss.

“The most deplorable feature of the:
warfare is the pillaging and burning
on the part of the insurgents.

“The insurgents have gained con-
fidence since the beginning of the -
trouble, and matters in that district-.
are in almost as bad a condition as.
during the war of 1868." .

*‘New leaders are springing up and
by the force of their intellect and
ability they have induced the insur-
gents not to hold off longer for thear-
rival of old leaders. The general
opinion in Santiago is that if the in-
surgents can hold out until summer-
the yellow fever will help them.
greatly.

‘It is said that both Rabi and Masso-
are confident of taking Santiago be--
fore October. It isas much as a man's
life is worth in Santiago to talk in
favor of the Cubans or to tell the
truth. Several persons have been shot
on account of an expression of opin-
ion.

“Instances where the Spaniards were
defeated have been published as gov--
ernment victories. Four Spanish eruis-
ers were in the harbor of Santiago one
week ago, now there are but two
guarding the eastern coast and onethe
southern.”™

The -a-senrers said the revolt woula
kill business in Cuba for two years.

Nothing official has been received of
the report of a Spanish eruiser firing
on the Allianea. It is understood that
the Spanish officials in Havana claim
the Allianca was within three miles of
shore and that the cruiser had a right
to sink her on her refusal to halt.

ANOTHER OUTRAGE.

An American Schooner Sald to Have Been
Sunk by a Spanish Gunboat and All Hands
Lost.

Key WesT, Fla., March 17.—Passen-
gers on the steamer which arrived from
Havana last night bring news of re-

ports in circulation there of further -

depredations by Spanish cruisers on
American vessels along the Cuban
coast. The latest report is to the ef-
fect that the Spanish gunboat Arcedo
fired into and sunk an American
schooner off Puerto Padre.

It is reported that the crew of the
vessel, numbering sixteen persons,
perished with it.

It isnot known whether the schooner
had arms or carried an expedition for
the Cubans. It was reported in Ha-
vana that the schoomer had sailed
from Key West. Inquiries, howerver,
fail to show that any boat is missing
or unreported except those engaged in
legitimate trade. Many sailed re-
cently for West Indian ports with
fruit cargoes. -

SPAIN'S ANSWER

o the American Demand Eaotirely Satls-
factory to Mr. Gresham.

NEw York, March 18.—The Recorder -

to-day published the following dis-
patches from Washington, D. C.:

“Spain has replied to Gresham's de-
mand. A dispatch was received to-
night that, so far as it goes, is en-
tirely satisfactory to the United
States. It isa response to the last
part of Secretary Gresham's dispatch
in which he insists that ‘immediate
and positive orders be given to Span-
ish naval commanders not to inter-
fere with legitimate American com-
merce passing through that(Windward)
channell and prohibiting all acts wan-
tonly imperilling life and property
lawfully under the flag of the United
States.’

“That part of the dispatch which re--

fers to the firing upon the Allianca is .

reserved for future reply, after an in-
vestigation by Spain into the cireunm---
stances that surround it.

*There is no doubt that in the minds-_
o the president and the secretary of
state that this will receive ‘prompt.
disavowal as an unauthorized act’' and
that a ‘due expression of regret on
the part of Spain’ will be forthcoming.

“Secretary Gresham communicated
the substance of Spain's response to-
the president as soon as it had been
translated, but he was unwilling to-
give it ont for publication.

“It is understood, however, that the:
dispatch conveyed the information
that orders had been issued to the
commanders of the Spanish men-of-
war in Cuban waters not to interfere
with legitimate American commerce.
and to use every precaution to avoid
international complications by an ex-
ercise of undue zeal.”

Awful Fate af Mrs. Amella Schwab, Who
Jumped from a Five.Story Window.

NEw York. March 18.—Mrs. Amelia .
Schwab, of No. 862 First avenue, while
suffering from a temporary fit of mel--
ancholia yesterday leaped from a rear
window of her apartments on the fifth
floor to the ground below. She struck
on the right side of her head, smash-
ing the frontal bone and crushing the
skull to a pancake. In addition half
the bones in the woman's body were
broken. In company with her hus-
band she was to have saile. on the
steamer Saale for her home in Germany
on Tuesday.
