MANITOBAN AFFAIRS.

The Attempt to Break Up tbe Public School
System by the Home Government at Ot-
tawa Strongly Resisted by the Orange
and Protestant Population of the Prov-
inceThe Resolution to Adjourn the Lo-
cal Legislature.
Winnipeg, Man., March 29. The

surprising and sensational feature of
the school question difficulty, was the
announcement, yesterday, that the
government had decided to adjourn
the legislature to-da-y until May 9. It
had been considered certain that con-
sideration of the remedial order would
be proceeded with yesterday or to-da-y,

but Premier Greenway announced in
the house yesterday afternoon that ad-

journment had been decided upon. He
declared that the government did not
see any reason whatever to change
its position or its opinion in regard to
the school system of the province, de-

spite the order to do so from Ottawa.
The remedial order issued by the gov-
ernment raised for the first time con-
stitutional questions exceeding in
gravity and importance any constitu-
tional question that has heretofore

MISSOURI STATE NEWS.

Craycroft Said to Be la Mexico.
Ex-May- or Frank Craycroft, who fled

from Sedalia seven years ago, with a
shortage of several thousand dollars,
due the McCormick Harvesting Co., for
which he was general western agent,
and who hat. been missing since, was
seen and recognized and talked with in
Austin. Tex., recently, by Hugh Fitz-
gerald, a former Sedalia newspaper
man, who had been intimately ac-
quainted with Craycroft for years.
Many believed that Craycroft had com-
mitted suicide, but the belief now is
that he has been engaged in mining in
Old Mexico, and has prospered. His
family has resided in north Missouri,
with relatives, ever since his departure.

A Hard Man to Hold.
Says a dispatch sent from Dexter:

Sherman Woodrey, who escaped from
the Bloomfield jail Snnday night and
was caught Monday afternoon and re-
placed in jail, escaped again Tuesday
night. He pretended to be sick, and
when the jailer opened his cell in the
morning a dummy was found in Wood-rey- 's

bed. Woodrey, after placing it
in his bed, concealed himself in an un-
used cell. After the jailer locked up
the dummy Woodrey picked the cor-
ridor lock and crawled out through
the hole he had made .in the wall Sun-
day night. He is charged with having
robbed a jewelry store in Dexter of
sixty-si- x watches.

Silas Durban Pardoned.
The governor pardoned Silas, the last

of the famous Durban gang of outlaws
to leave the state's prison. He was
convicted at the March term, 1885, of
the Lafayette county criminal court,
with his four brothers, Pius, Pres.
Amos and William, of burglary and
larceny, and sentenced to fifteen years.
The other brothers got shorter terms,
and have all served their terms and
gone out. The governor says that there
is no reason why Silas should suffer
more than the others, and, inasmuch
as he has been an exceptionally good
convict, he grants the pardon.

Murder and Arson.
Seven miles south of Cuba the par-

tially charred body of David Hilder-bran- d,

a farmer on the Meramec river,
was found in the ruins of his burned
house. It is evident that he was mur-
dered and then thrown into the build-
ing and the house burned. In the up-
per part of the trunk buckshot were
found, showing that he had first been
shot and then his throat cut. Bloody
clothing was found, and tracks of his
murderers discovered. The verdict of
the coroner's jury was "murdered by
parties unknown.

Injured In a Runaway.
A horse ran off with a buggy at

Nevada in which were seated Bert
Kinney and Misses Nannie Kinney,
Josie Greenstreet and Maud Watt. All
of the occupants were thrown out.
M iss Watt's right leg was broken be-
tween the knee and hip. Miss Green-stre- et

suffered a sprained wrist, and
Miss Kinney was hurt about the head
and back.

NEWS AND NOTES.
A Summary of Important Events.

PERSONAL AND GENERAL.
Ix the United States court in Boston,

on the 26th, Maj. John McDonough,
who pleaded guilty of stealing from
the mails, was sentenced to five years
in state prison. Maj. McDonough was
assistant superintendent of delivery in
the Boston office, where he had served
in various capacities for thirty-on- e

years. He was a prominent mason
and enjoyed a spotless war record.

Barry Mixes, the former confiden-
tial clerk of J. Pierpont Morgan & Co.,
of 2sew York city, charged with
the embezzlement of 810,000 from
that house, pleaded guilty to an in-
dictment of grand larceny before Jus-
tice Fitzgerald, on the 26th, and was
sentenced to three years' imprison-
ment.

Arthur B. Chase, a retired theatri-
cal manager, of Holyoke, Mass., com-
mitted suicide, on the night of the 26th,
in his apartments in New York city,
by shooting himself in the head. He
was well known among the profession,
having been manager for Edwin Booth
and others of note.

The department of state was noti-
fied, on the 26th, by cablegram from
Osaka. Japan, of the sudden death at
Hiogo, of Consul Enoch J. Smithers.
Mr. Smithers was appointed from Del-
aware June I, 1889.

The secretary of war, on the 26th,
issued an order placing Paymaster-Gener- al

William Smith on the retired
list of the army, by operation of law,
with the indorsement that he retires
with a complete record of service well
performed. Col. Thaddeus M. Stanton
was appointed by the president to fill
the vacancy.

"Ixjcx" Joe, once a prominent chief
of the Ottawa Indian tribe, died in
Grand Haven. Mich., on the 25th. He
was 75 years old.

It is reported that John Y. McKane,
the old-tim- e political boss of Graves-en- d

township, Kings county, N. Y.,
who is now in Sing Sing prison, is in-
sane. His particular hallucination is
that he is to be released from prison,
always on the morrow.

Twenty-thre- e prisoners werelodged
in the United States jail in Guthrie,
Okla., on the 26th. They were cap-
tured by deputy marshals in various
parts iof the territory. Among them
were three murderers, ten counterfeit-
ers and six horse-thieve- s. There are
now twenty-eigh- t people in the federal
jail charged with counterfeiting.

Six tall, roughly-dresse- d mountain-
eers held up No. 3 south-boun- d passen-
ger train on the Cincinnati Southern
railway, about a mile above Green-
wood. Ky., at 2:30 o'clock on the morn-
ing of the 27th. There were three de-

tectives on the train, and in the fight
which ensued, two of the train rob-
bers were killed and one wounded, the
detectives coming off without injury.
The three uninjured bandits made their
escape.

At 10:35 p. m. of the 27th Iron Moun-
tain train No. 54 was held up at Wil-liamsvil- le,

Mo., by two masked rob-
bers, who ordered the express messen-
ger to open the safes. The messen-
ger did not have the combination to
the through safe, an the local safe
contained no money. At this point
the robbers became frightened and
left, having first possessed themselves
of Conductor Webb's gold watch.

The newly-electe- d president and
vice-preside- of the German reichs-ta- g

decided, on the 27th, not to apply
for the customary audience with the
emperor for fear of still further strain-
ing the situation, but to merely leave
their cards at the palace in the hands
of Court Master Hompesche.l

The Commercial bank of Cincinnati
made an assignment, on the 27th, to W.
H. Campbell, its cashier, payment on
its paper having been suspended by
the clearinghouse. It was the oldest
banking institution in that city, and
its failure is said to be due to long- -

The body of Michael Salmon, 70
years old, who had been missing from
his home in Cleveland, O., since Christ
mas, was found, on the 28 th, com-
pletely encased, excepting one foot, in
a huge cake of ice floating in the lake
near the shore, which at .times had
been driven many miles out into the
lake and back again by reverse winds.

William P. Chalfaxt and wife, who
left Pittsburgh, Pa., recently on the
return trip to Ichow-Fu-, China, and
who were to have sailed on the steam-
ship China, from San Francisco, were
ordered by the mission board to re-
main in this country until matters
have become settled in China.

The celebrated oil painting by Cas-sid- y

Adams, "Custer's Last Fight," was
presented to the Seventh cavalry at
Fort Riley, Kas., on the 28th, as a gift
from Adolphus Buscb, of St. Louis.
The. painting was acquired by Mr.
Busch several years ago, and is the
same that was exhibited for about ten
years in nearly all the large cities of
the country.

The proposed loan of 3,000,000 yen
by Japan to Corea was finally ar-
ranged, on the 28th, the latter govern-
ment agreeing to Japan's terms that
the loan shall be repaid in five years.

Is an interview, on the 28th, in Mad-
rid, Senor Castillo said that the Span-
ish government was satisfied with the
attitude of the United States in the
Allianca affair, and had ordered the
commanders of Spanish cruisers and
the colonial authorities to observe in-

ternational usages in regard to mari-
time action, with a view to avoiding a
conflict with the United States and
other powers.

The venerable Mrs. Haughey, moth-
er of Theodore P. Haughey, president
of the wrecked Indianapolis national
bank, who is now serving a five years'
term in the northern Indiana prison,
died in Chicago, on the 28th. Mrs.
Haughey was 96 years of age. She
never knew of her son's disgrace.

Lieut. Ybarra has been relieved
from command of the Spanish cruiser
Conde de Venadito, which fired upon
the American steamer Allianca, Capt.
Mateus has been appointed to succeed
Lieut. Ybarra,

Ix the Brooklyn city court of oyer
and terminer, on the 29th, Justice
Brown entered an order dismissing
all the pending Gravesend indictments
found at the time John Y. McKane
was indicted for offenses against the
elective franchise, except those against
McKane and Kenneth F. Sutherland.
A number of Brooklyn indictments for
similar offenses were also dismissed.

Failures in the United States for the
week ended on the 30th, as reported by
R. G. Dun & Co., were 234, against 238
for the corresponding week last year.
For Canada the failures numbered 42,
against 30 last year.

It was learned on good although
not official authority, on the 29th, that
the differences between the Canadian
premier and Sir Charles H. Tupperhad
been amicably adjusted. Nothing could
be learned as to the exact nature of
the differences or the terms on which
the adjustment was reached.

A mass of dirt and rock in the
Sleepy Hollow mine at Central Citv,
Col., fell, on the 29th, and crushed to
death two miners named Alfred Mar-
tin and Henry James.

Reikhold Sadler, lieutenant-governo- r

of Nevada, was arrested, on the
28th, in Eureka county, on the charge
of embezzlement.

A gasoline stove explosion in Chi-
cago, on the 29th, caused the destruc-
tion of four buildings and a loss of
310,000.

A dispatch was sent, on the 29th, tc
the department of the interior at
Washington by Gen. J. A. Smith, su-

perintendent of the Yankton reserva-
tion in South Dakota, stating that he
was unable, with his small force ol
Indian police, to dislodge the squatters
who refuse to leave the reservation.

Walter G. Scott, a wealthy Chicago
real estate dealer, committed suicide,
on the 29th, by shooting himself in
the breast. Scott had been drinking
Jo sjcess for a month and was crazed
with liquor.

State Senator Robert Turner, of
Clear Creek, Col., a prominent politic
cian of that state, died on the 29th,
aged 55.

LATE NEWS ITEMS.

Hostilities to be Suspended Darin a Tem-
porary Armistice Promptly Ordered by-t- he

Mikado Upon the Shooting of LI'
Hang Chang by the Japanese Fanatic
Japan' Importance in Eastern Affairs
Sufficiently Demonstrated.
Washington. March 3a ThefoUow-.n-g

telegram was yesterday afternoon
received by the Japanese legation from,
the Japanese foreign office:

"On the onenine of the negotiations- -

the Chinese plenipotentiary proposed.
tn armistice, wnicn tne Japanese gov
srnment was willing to accept on cer-
tain conditions. While this negotia
tion was going on the untoward event- -

happened on the person oi tne Chinese-- -

plenipotentiary. His majesty having,.
in view of this unhappy occurrencer
sommanded the Japanese plenipoten
tiaries to consent to a temporary
armistice without conditions, this
was communicated to the Chinese
plenipotentiary."

Minister Kunno says that tne effect.
rf th . emneror's order will be the im
mediate cessation of aggressive hostili- -
ties, and that the Japanese armies will
make no further advance as long as.
the armistice lasts. Some fighting
may occur if provoked by the Chinese,
but the second step toward peace has --

been practically taken, the arrival of
Li Hung Chang, the satisfactory char-
acter of his plenipotentiary credentials --

having been the first.
The minister is of the opinion that .

the action of the emperor was influ--enc- ed

by the confidence his majesty re- -
posed in the successful conclusion of
the peace negotiations through the ul-

timate acceptance by Li Hung Chang-o- f

the terms stipulated by Japan.
"It was immediately after the close

of the second session of the peace plen-
ipotentiaries," said the minister, "that
Li Hung Chang was prostrated by a
fanatic, and up to that time nothing-ha- d

been considered but China's re-

quest for an armistice pending the con-
sideration of the terms of peace. The
proposition had been met by the pre-
sentation of certain conditions from,
the Japanese plenipotentiaries. The
discussion of the terms of final peace-ha-

not been entered upon.
"The emperor's command of tempo-

rary armistice is also a refutation of
idea that Japan is disposed to humili-
ate China or merely to acquire terri
torv. Janan has cained the end of"
demonstrating Japanese importance in
eastern affairs.

Minister Kurino promptly notified-Secretar-

Gresham of the armistice,
and it was made known to President.
Cleveland, who expressed his gratifica-
tion.

LOOKS SUSPICIOUS.
John M. Annls, Whose Sick Wife was

Bnrned to Death, Thoug-h-t to Have Start-
ed the Fire Before Setting Out on His Al-
leged Trip for a Doctor Remarkable-Stor- y

Told by HI Daughter
Who Escaped.
Feston, Mich., March 30. Frank M. --

Annis, who is accused of causing the
fire which resulted in the death of his
wife on his farm near here a few days
ago, has been arrested. The arrest
has caused talk, and gossip says that
there are grounds for the belief that
his little daughters should also have-perishe-

in their burned home. Laura
is 9 years of age and Mabel 4.

Laura says she was awakened by a
noise, and listened. A moment later
she heard a gurgling that sounded
like liquor escaping from the neck of a
bottle. This was followed almost im-

mediately by the sound of a parlor
match being scratched and igniting.
She then heard hurried footsteps, fol
lowed by the closing of a door.

A moment later she saw a little blaze
at the foot of her bed, another in the
sitting room and a third in the center
of her mother's bed. She says she
screamed and called to her mother but
getting no answer, went to the bed of
the sick woman and tried to awaken
her. Getting no response and being
warned by the approach of the flames
to hasten, LaurA says she returned to
her own bed and picking up her little
sister, carried her out of doors. A mo
ment later the neighbors began to ar
rive, but the house was in flames and
all efforts to save Mrs. Annis, were
fruitless.

In a few minutes Annis drove up on.
a run, his horse nearly exhausted and
was told the story of the loss of his
wife and his children's escape. He
said his wife was suffering greatly
when she aroused him and asked hire
to go to Fenton for a doctor. He de- -

clared that he left at exactly 2 o'clock,
butas he did not reach here until two-hou- rs

later and the distance does not
exceed four miles, the neighbors
thought an explanation was in order.

Annis had a fast horse and could
cover the distance to Fenton in half
an hour. At 3:30 farmers along the
road heard a man who was evidently
driving furiously shouting fire. It is .

now charged that this man was Annis.
At the point in the road where the
alarm was given, the Annis house
could not be seen, and it is alleged--.

that the flames did not break out of.
Annis' house until some time later.
The couple had not lived happily to-- '

gether. Mrs. Annis had a $1,000 in-
surance policy in the Macabees in her
husband's favor.

Jeffehscn Citt, March 23. Senate Mr.
Freeman's house bill redistrictinjr the state
into congressional districts, which had been
reported unfavorably, was, on motion of Sena-
tor Dunn, postponed Indefinitely yesterday,
sixteen democratic senators voting against
and fourteen republican senators for the bill.

House bill to prevent blindness in children
was reported favorably by the committee on
public health, taken up for third reading and
passed. iThe bill provides that midwives and
nurses, or any others in charge of infants, shall
report to pnysicians or tne ooara oi neana in
eases where the eyes of newly-bor- n infanta
seem to oe affected.

House The senate election bill was defeat-
ed, the republicans voting solidly against it
and the democrats for the measure.

The house accepted the oil painting of David
Barton, presented by Mr. A. P. Barton, of
Kansas City.-an- 850 was appropriated to frame
and hang the picture in the hall of the state
house of representatives.

David Barton was president of the conven-
tion which ratified the admission of Missouri
into the Union by accepting the terms pre-
scribed by the act of congress: and was also
the first attorney-gener- al of the state; was
speaker of the first house of representatives
after its admission; was the reputed author of
the first constitution, and was the first sen-
ator elected to represent Missouri in the sen-
ate of the United States.

Jeftkrsou Crrr. March 25. The Thirty-eigh- th

general assembly of Missouri adjourned
sine die at 8 o'clock Saturday night. As
soon as it became definitely known that the
senate and house could not agree upon an elec-
tion bill, nothing remained but to read ant
compare the enrolled bills and adjourn.

Claiming Her Dower Right.
A legal sensation was sprung at

Sedalia the other day, and further
developments are awaited with
anxiety. In the early history of Seda-
lia the late ex-May- or William P. Jack-
son owned considerable land within
what is now the corporate limits of the
city, among other tracts being the half
block extending from Ohio to Osage
streets, and from Second street to the
alley on the north, now covered
with two and three-stor-y brick
business houses. The property is
among the most valuable in
tbe city, and at a conservative
estimate is worth 150,000. In 1866 this
tract of ground was sold by Mr. Jack-
son to various parties, and a deed to
the same was given by him, but Mrs.
Jackson did not sign the document and
hence retained her dower, or one-thir- d

interests. A few days ago W. D. Steele
was retained by Mrs. Jackson to en-
force her claim and the matter was
laid before Receiver Latimer and his
attorney, Judge W. S. Shirk, who
have in charge the interests of the
First national bank, now defunct,
which formerly occupied the Second
and Ohio street corner.

They at once recognized the justice
of Mrs. Jackson's claim and effected a
compromise with her that resulted in
her relinquishing her dower in that
particular piece of property. As to the
amount paid the parties interested are
non-committ- al. An effort will be made
to compromise with the remaining
property holders in the block, but in
the event of failure suit will be insti-
tuted in the widow's behalf. There
are other pieces of property in Sedalia
in which Mrs. Jackson still retains a
dower, but neither she nor her attor-
ney is ready to describe them at pres-
ent, and it is for this reason that many
realty owners are anxious.

Stiixwatbb, Minn., has established
a 9 o'clock curfew, after which any
child fonnd upon the streets is com-
pelled to give an account of itself.

Ox the 28th the British house of
lords passed the marquis of Ripon's
bill repealing the restrictions upon the
Australian colonies regarding the im-
position of customs, and the measure
received royal assent.

The Minnesota senate passed a joint
resolution, on the 29th, looking to the
annexation of that part of Wisconsin
in which the city of Superior is located
to Minnesota, the object being to con-
solidate the cities of Duluth and Su-

perior.

Five members of the board of Iron
county, Mich., were arrested, on the
28th, charged with collusion and sys-
tematic robbery of the county. A tax-
payers protective association, lately
formed, conducted the investigation
leading to the arrests.

Gex. Martinez de Campos, on the
2Sth, accepted the commission to go to
Cuba at the head of the reinforcements
to be sent there, and declared that
the moment he lands in Cuba he will
proceed with operations designed to
put down the revolt instanter.

Is view of the "untoward event"
that had happened, viz.: the at-
tempted assassination of Li Hung
Chang, the emperor of Japan, on the
29th, declared an unconditional armis-
tice, which it is believed will be effect-
ive until peace negotiations are con-
cluded.

The Italian emigration commission
in Rome have adjudged that the
6teamship agents shall indemnify two
emigrants who were refused permis-
sion to land at New York, and were
sent back to that country by the au-
thorities, for the loss sustained by
them.

All. of the election officers and vot-
ers, nineteen in number, arrested in
New York recently under indictments
found by the extraordinary grand jury,
were called upon to plead, on the 27th,
in the court of oyer and terminer.

dered to protect them.

Rev. William S. Birch, presiding
elder of the Kokomo Methodist Episco-
pal district, died at Logansport, InL,
on the 29th,where he had gone to attend
conference.

Besides the
sword, the emperor presented Prince
Bismarck with a seal which was used
bv his grandfather. Emperor Wil
liam I.

From advices received from Samoa,
under date of the 23d, it is learned
that disturbances were still threat-
ened by the rebellious Tauiets. Chief
Justice Ide had sentenced Charles
Thomas Taylor to three months'

for charging that the
rebels were supplied with arms and
ammunition bv the late Robert Louis
Stevenson.

The alleged existence of pleuro-
pneumonia in Kansas, as recently
claimed by some of the officials of that
state, has been thoroughly aisprovea
by the agricultural department, and
Or. Salmon, chief of the bureau of ani
mal indastrv. authorized the state
ment, on the 27th, that at no time had
there been any foundation for such an
assertion.

Jifsolved, That we view with the greatest
alarm the state of affairs which exists between
the dominion and the local governments, and
we desire to express our approval of the stand
taken by our representative in the provincial
legislature in Manitoba, in support of
our rights and privileges, in brook-
ing no interference by the central
government in our educational affairs:
and we call upon all orangemen and Protest-
ants to support no candidates for the house o!
commons or the local legislature who will not
openly and unqualifiedly pledge himself to de-
terminedly oppose any and all attempts to-
ward the breaking up of our public school sys-
tem, and the imposing upon us and our chil-
dren of the accursed system of separate and
sectarian schools.

It is proposed to hold a monster con-
vention of all religious and poli tical
bodies in Winnipeg shortly to discuss
the question.

THEIR DOOM SEALED.

Gen. De Campos to Go to Cnba and Pot
Down the Patriots Rebellion.

Madrid, March 29. Gen. Martinez
de Campos has accepted the commis-
sion to go to Cuba at the head of the
reinforcements which are to be sent
there, and has declared that the mo-
ment he lands in Cuba he will proceed
with operations designed to put down
the revolt instanter.

There is a great deal of irritation in
official circles over allegations that
Americans are supporting the insur-
gents by supplying them with money,
arms, etc.

The government yesterday for-
warded 52,000,000 to Cuba. The troops
are rapidly being concentrated at their
respective ports of embarkation. Six
merchant steamers have been char-
tered for use as transports and will
sail from Cadiz, Valencia, Corunna
and Santander with troops and war
material some time between April 2
and 18.

CAPT. CROSSMAN DENIES

Another Report Sent Oat from Havana,
and Calls a Witness.

Pasajia, March 29. The Star and
Herald publishes a report of an inter-
view with Capt. Crossman of the
steamship Allianca, in which he gives
a fiat denial to the story sent out from
Havana about his having the insur-
gent Maceo on board and landing him
at Sandy Hook. Capt. Crossman ex
presses the wish that the pilot who was
on board at the time would say
whether or not a landing did take
place at Sandy Hook. He took the
pilot on board many hours before the
ship reached Sandy Hook. The cap-
tain declares that he has not seen
Maceo and does not know him.

THE BLOOD OF LI HUNG CHANQ

Cheerfully Offered on th Altar of Peace,
for Which Prospect Are Brightening.
Pakis, March 29. The European edi-

tion of the Herald prints to-da-y a dis-
patch from its correspondent in
Simonoseki, who quotes Li Hung Chang
as saying on his sick bed:

"If my blood can aid in bringing
about peace I give it cheerfully."

"This sentiment has produced a good
effect," says the Herald's correspond-
ent. "There certainly are better pros-
pects of peace. All Japan feels the
shock of the outrage, and the con-
demnation of the police is general
among all classes. It is understood
that Li's assailant will be condemned
to penal servitude for life.

ARMS FOR THE CUBANS

Several Shipments Said to Have Been Had
from the United State.

Washtsgton, March 29. The state
department has been advised that
three shipments of arms have been
made within the past few weeks from
the United States to the insurgents in
Cuba. In one case the arms were sent
from Philadelphia to Savannah. They
were transferred at that point to
a small fishing smack of ten or fif-

teen tons burden and carried
to the east coast of Cuba, to tbe
province of Santiago de Cuba.

LAST OF THE COOK GANG.

Eradicated While Bobbing a Store at
Braes, Ark.

Fort Smith. Ark., March 29. Sam
McWilliams and George Sanders were
killed at 8 o'clock yesterday morning,
while robbing T. J. Madden's store at
Bragg, a small town on the railroad,
nine miles east of Fort Gibson. Joe
Morris, clerk for Madden, was shot
through the abdomen and fatally in-
jured. Sam Butler, the only member
of the gang to escape, is thought to be
wounded. MeWilliams was better
known as "Verdrrls KM."

Chose a Horrible Death.
Sam Reed, son of Rev. William Reed,

who died suddenly at Trenton, burned
himself to death in a building he oc-
cupied within 100 feet of the family
residence, where the body of his dead
sister lay. He had not slept for sev-
eral nights, and was probably insane.
His mother, aunt and two sisters were
at the point of death.
