The Phenomenon Explained.

Ed. Register An unusual phenome
non was witnessed last night by persons
in the vicinity of the courthouse. Dur-
ing the slight disturbance of the ele-
ments, about eight o'clock, electric
sparks and flames were seen playing
up and down the lightning-ro- d that as
cends the dome of the courthouse.
They were quite frequent and more or
less brilliant, and those who were near
enough to hear, say they emitted a
sharp, crackling or snapping sound.
A little brush of flame would play along
several feet of the rod and then cling
to a fixed point like a glowing star.

The explanation is this: The air
and the earth are constantly charged
with opposite electricities, but in a
state of equilibrium the air in fair
weather being charged with positive
and the earth with negative. In foul
weather moving clouds and winds, by
the friction they cause, rapidly change
this condition, and the air gives up its
positive for negative electricity. The
particles of air near the pointed lightni-

ng-rod become polarized, are attract
ed, and give up their negative electri
city for positive, and thus a current is
established. The value of the light
ning-ro- d lies in its power thus to es
tablish, or restore the equilibrium be-

tween the earth and the air, and the
display witnessed last night was only
an unusual phenomenon of its usually
quiet work.
