About one o'clock Mondayv afterhoon,
September 2d. Johin A. W. Russell was
shot and killed near his bome on West
Fork of Black Eiver, in Reyuolds coun-
ty, 20 miles southeast of Salem by
some unknown assassin.

Mre. Russell ieft his house on hoese-
back, soon after noon of that day, o
go to J. D. Jounes store two miles down
the creek. At the same time his two
boys started to the ficld with their
teams to hreak stubble land. Belore
the boys reachod their plows they
heard the report of & gun and heard
some one cry cut Ok Lora!” several
times.- They rode back 1o the hosse
rapidly and then down the road in the
directivn their futher had gune.

They found their father in the road
dead. and his horse standing by him,
about 300 yards from Lis house. A
coroner’s inguest was held by a justice
of the peace and a jury. Toe inguest
disclosed the fact thal Russell had been
shot in the back with a Winchester ri-
fle or a revciver, of about 41 ecaliber,
in the hands of some person unkoown
to the jury.
