A Bummary of Important Events.

PERSONAL AND GENERAL.,

war with a foreign nation; but it is
also true that no foreign nation cares
to tackle us and take the chances of
what we might do in this respeect on
short notice.

the once-famous renegade ‘‘Hatch,”
who was killed several years ago.

A DOUBTFUL report from Havana, on
the 19th, said the insurgent leaders
had expressed willingness to surrender
if granted autonomy.

TeHE sultan has made an appeal to
the pope for the intervention of the
vatican in an effort for the pacification
of Armenia.

RusTEM PAsma, the Turkish ambas-
sador to Great Britain, died in London
at 3 o'clock on the mosning of the 20th.

A SERIOUS rear-end collision between
trains occurred on Brooklyn bridge,
on the 19th, owing to the dense fog.
Several cars were telescoped., and Con-
ductor Thomas Cooper and several
passengers were severely hurt. The
conductor’s legs were cut off, and he
cannot recover.

THE cruiser Boston, which was
placed in commission on the 18th, at
Mare Island, Cal., will be sent to the
China station to relieve the gunboat
Concord.

A GREAT NORTHERN train was held
up by eight or ten men three miles
west of St. Cloud, Minn., on the night
of the 18th. Therobbers cut the train
in two and ordered the engineer to go
ahead. On its arrival in St. Cloud a
posse was organized, and a special
train was made up and left for the
scene of the hold-up. The amount
taken is not known.

Fast MAIL train No. 6, east-bound,
on the New York Central railroad.
was ditched by train wreckers mnear
Rome, N. Y., earlyon the morning of
the 19th. There were about fifty pas-
sengers in the three sleepers, and not
one of them was hurt. Engineer Hager
was killee. Three men were arrested
on suspicion, one of whom confessed.

JupGE RINER, in the federal court, at
Cheyenne, Wyo., on the 2ist, released
under a writ of habeas corpus Race
Horse, a Bannock Indian, arrested for
violaticn of the Wyoming game laws
in Jackson’s Hole. The court decides
that the Indians have the right, under
their treaty. to hunt in Wyoming.

A mEporRT of the sex and number of
the pelagic fur seal skins landed at
the port of San Francisco this season
has been prepared by Deputy Collector
Wise for transmission to Washington.
The report shows that 1,539 males,
4,298 females and 295 skins of which
the sex conld not be determined were
landed.

THE battery of dynamite gunswhich
stretches along the bluffs south of
Fort Point, San Francisco, for nearly
a mile, is now reafly to deal out de-
struction to any invading navy that
may appear within 3 miles of the Golden
Gate. The great guns stare up at the
sky from behind steep bulwarks, look-
ing mot unlike great frogs ready to
spring into the ocean.

Ex-Gov. Georce T. ANTHONY, of
Kansas, who is state insurance com-
missioner, recently denounced the
gtate officers as two-for-a-cent states-
men. Anthony made a junketing trip
to Mackinac last summer and charged
up $109 as expenses to the state. State
Auditor Cole, by direction of Gov.

Work Havoc at Another Great
Fire in Ohicago.

Four Firemen and One Girl Killed—A
Dozen Other Men, Women, and Chii=
dren Hurt — Forty-Sevea Firms

Cricaco, Nov. 28.—A fire, disastrous
tolife and property, swept through
the dry goods and woolen exchange
this morning. Five firemen, while in
the active discharge of their duty un-
der orders and totally unconscions of
dunger. were carried through a floor
and buried under tons of wreckage
from the five floors above. Four of
the men lie dead, but the fifth wasnot
seriously injured. One girl fell from
& window, and received injuries from
which she died. A dozen other wmen,
women and girls were hurt or over-
come by smoke, and many were res-
cued from imminent death.

The dead are:

Patrick J. O'Donnell, lientenant of
engine company No. 2, 2840 Wallace.

Thomas J. Prendergast, pipeman,
3023 Butler street.

Martin Sherrock, 2838 Lowe avenue,
pipeman.

John Downs, pipeman, 2858 Wallace
street.

Kate Landgraff, 802 North Halstead
street, employed in A. Stein & Co.’s
garter factory.

All the dead and injured firemen
were members of Engine company No.
2. Their captain, Lewis Fiene, es-
caped the awful plunge to death only
by hanging to the wall of the window
on the second floor until released from
his perilous position by firemen on a
ladder.

The owners of the burned building
are Kuh, Nathan & Fischer, the cloth-
ing firm, whose factory and warehouse
is at Van Buren and Franklin streets,
opposite the scene of death and de-
struction. -

Forty-seven firms were burned out
in the L-shaped building, which was
one of the most fireproof and orna-
mental in the wholesale business dis-
trict.

The loss on the building is $100,000,
amply covered by insurance. The ag-
gregate loss of the many tenants is
placed at $300,000, the heaviest indi-
vidual losers being Stein and Biers,
$75,000.

Ths fire started at 9:15 o’clock on the
fourth floor of the seven-story build-
ing, in the garter factory of Stein &
Co., where many girls were at work.
They ran sereaming and half fainting
from fright to the windows on the
Van Buren-street side of the building.

The frantic girls were determined
in the half-crazed mental eondition to
hurl themselves to the stone flagging,
but were partly restrained by the
shouts of the citizens on the street
and the qunick work of the firemen.
Oue extension ladder was run up and
a fireman mounted it, but when his
feet touched the rungs of the second
section, either his weight or some de-
fect in the ladder caused it toslip back
to=its original position, bringing. its
top four or five feet below the sill of
the fourth-story window, where alarge
number of girls had gathered. Either
crowded from behind or fremzied by
fear, Nellie Turner, Kittie Landgraf
and Harry O’Neill made a wild at-
tempt to lower themselves so that
they counld touch the top rung of the
ladder. In doing this the foolhardw
ones slipped and fell headlong to the
pavement.

Capt. Hermanson tried *to grasp the
dress of Kittie Landgraf as her body
flew past him, but he failed, and she
struck the sidewalk.

A few seconds elapsed, and the same
spot where Miss Landgraf’s body had
struck was covered with the uncon-
scious form of Nellie Turner, who had
taken the terrible plunge in an effort
to save herself. She was saved from
death, however, by being momentarily
heid by three firemen in her descent,
thus breaking the force of her fall.

Three other girls, who had more
presence of mind succeeded in reach-
ing the ladder by dropping from the
window sill

Shortly after 1 o'clock ecame the
econd tragedy of the fire. The flames
had been practically extinguished and
the firemen of Engine company No, 2
were ordered to the fourth floor in the
rear to put out any incipent blaze that
might be found, much of the contents
in that part of the building
only being water soaked. No ono
of the veteran firemen. from Chief
Swenie down, imagined there was any
danger from falling floors. The un-
fortunate men had taken their hose
from the fourth to the second floor,
and no fire being found Capt. Fiene
went to the window on the north, and
was in the act of shouting to Peter
Hart, the driver of the company, to
shut off the water when the fatal
crash came,

From the top floor came an avalanche
of tons of timber, fire-proof tiling,
merchandise, safes, radiators, fixtures
from the different offices and a mass
of other stuff on the heads and on all
sides of the firemen, who put duty be-
{ore fear for safety.

Capt. Fiene clung to the window sill
until rescued, and then bravely joined
the small band of rescuers whom Chief
Swenie sent to the debris. Only one
faint voice was heard, that of Me-
Nally. All the others had probably
been killed instantly.
