The syndicate expects to secure the
entire $100,000,000 four per cent. bonds
on February 5.

Mr. Morgan will bid for theentire is-
sue and expzets to be awarded the en-
tire $100,000.069. He will take all or
mone, The reason for Mr. Morgan's
eonfidence of entire success is that he
will make an offer so advantageous
that no other proposition can
stamd in his way. This offer is to
purchase the eatire $100,000,000, pay-
ing principal and premium in gold,
and, in addition, furnish an amount in
gold cqual to one-third of the issue, or
$33.255.223.33, in exchange for green-
back:. The government gold rescrve
will thus not only be broughtup tothe
recognized limit, but will have a large
surplu= for its protection.

The price which the syndieate will
offer is not exactly known by any one
beside Mr. Morgan. It will be consid-
erably more than £104'¢ paid last

Pebruary. This low preminm was
paid Lecause of the provision in the
contract cempeiling thag syndicate to
protect the treasory reserve. No such
contract will be made this time.
Therefore, a higher price will be paid.
The figure is believed to be 8103,

The syndicate is now accumalating
gold from every available scource.
Members of the syndicate will , be at
liberty to malke individual bids besides
the syndicate bid.

Thisisthestateofaffairsto-day. The
position will probably hold until Feb- |
ruary i, withont any change of impor-
tant details. The president and secre-
fary of the treasury have noagreement
private or public, with the syndicate.
They know. however, what are Mr.
Morgan’'s intentions and knew it when
the public call was issued.

WILL STAND BY THE TREASURY.

National and Private Bankers Offer to
Furnish Gold to Maintain the Reserve.
Caicace, Jan. 10.—A Washington

“Secretary Carlisle hasreccived from
mational banks and from private bank-
€rs in every section of the country as-
surances that they wiil come to the re-
Llief of the treasury with goldifitis
necded before February 5, the date of
the bond issue.

* The secretary said to-day that
there was no probability of his being
reqaired to avail himself of these of-
fers, but he will not hesitats to do so
if the gold reserve dwindles to the
danger point. Sceretary Carlisle re-
lies upon these offers to avert the ne-
cessity of another private bond sale
before the opening of bids February 5.

Aside from the gold bonds, the treas-
ury is in very fair condition, and de-
cidedly stronger than it was 12 months
ago, it is said. Theavailable cash bal-
aace is now £178,000,000, including the
gold fand, against $159,000,000, held
one year ago. The net amount of le-
gal tender notes now held is $79,445,-
457, against $36,879,949 held last year.
Deducting the gold fund, the available
balance is now $120,000,000, against
$73,000,000 on the corresponding day of
1895.

The current business of the govern-
ment also shows a vast improvement
over that of last year. The receipts
for this ycar are $3,000,000 in excess of
those for last year, while the expendi-
tures show a saving of $5,000,000 in fa-
wor of the current year. Thus the net
gain in favor of the current year is
$13,000,000.

Yesterday's statement of the eondi-
tion of the treasury shows: Awailable
cash balances, §178,536,169; gold re
=serve, $58,354,101.

A WEAK POINT.

4t Will Take Millions of Money and =a
¥ear's Time to Perfect any
Coast Defenses.

Wasmxcroy, Jan. 10.—At a meeting
yesterday of the senate committee cn
«<oast defenses, of which Senator
Squires is chairman, it was shown by
statements made before the committee
iby officers of the bureaun of engineers
‘that there is immediate need by the
department of $2500,000 to be ex-
pended for torpedoes and torpede
mines and for land defenses. The dis-
cassion of the torpedo system by the
commitiee demonstrated that the tor-
pedoes are of little value unless they
aredefended by guns, as they can easily
‘be removed by an enemy unless pro-
tected by urtiliery.

In case of a sudden emergency it
would takeat least a year, if the appro-
priation were made, to procure the ma-
terial, manufacture the torpedoes and
put them in place at the principal ports
of the United States.

The chief of engineers advo cated
the expenditure of $12.000,000 during
the fiscal year ending Jane 30, 1397,
“This sam, it is said, would not provide
the money necessary to be expended
by the ordnance bureaun for guns and
gun carriages, but woald cover the
<ost for emplacements for guns and of
torpedoes.

The hearing is conducted in regard

LIGHT IS BREAKING.

The Tension In the Relations Between I'n-
gland and Germany Thoaght to be Gracd.
unlly Eelaxing - Meantime Preparaticas
for the Worst are Being Rapidly Fashad
Forward—Freparing to Strike a Swuift
Blow Against Any Enemy.

Loxpox, Jan. 9.—Dispatches frem
Cape Colozny continue to dribble in. tut
ihe freshest of them received te-day
was two days old, showing that the
telegrapii and cable companies are
either clearing np the accumulation of
olil business or that the gmovernment
still refuses to allow the transmission
of news dispatches.

Much interest is manifested here in
the receipt of intelligence that will
show the attitude of [Ilon. Cecil

thodes, lately prime minister of Cope

Colony, who is strongzly suspeeted of
having mueh to do with the dispatch
of Dr. Jamieson’s force to the Trans-
vaal. But until the rormal condition
of the telegraphic service is resumed
nothing on this point can be stated
definitely, and nothing but specula-
tion can be indulged in.

On the contrary, it is openly charged
that not only was Mr. Rhodes fu.ly
cognizant of the movements of I,
Jamieson, but that the Dritish govern-
ment was also aware of what was jro-
ing on. Had the raid been successfnl,
Ureat Dritain, according to the popu-
lar belief in Europe, would harve
steppel in and occupied the country,
ostensibly to protect her subjects. bat
really to establish an occupztion sia-
ilar tg that in Egypt, which is tanta-
mount to the annexation of the coun-
try. As the raid resulted in a most
miserable fiasco, the Dritish govein-
ment is accused of attempting to fore-
stall condemnation by emphatica.ly
denying any prior knoswledge of the
matter, and of taking measures to pre-
vent the departure of the expedition
after it knew it had departed and Fad
resulted in a failure.

Of course these statements are le-
nied here. and the government news-
papers insist that Mr. Chamberlain,
the eolonial  seceretary, has  acted
throughout with clean hands., At any
rate it can be said, so far as the Trans-
vaal is concerned that the government
has dose every thing in its power to
prevent the raid from affecting any
more than possible the relations be-
tween Great Diritain and the South Af-
rican republic.  But that the troubles
have affected British foreign relations,
more particularly those with Germany.,

there is no  dGemizl. Since the
fact became known that Emporer
William had, before the Jamnieson
raid. declded to ntrervene in the

Transvaal, the feeling agzinst Ger-
many has greatly inereased in bittor-
ness. The naval preparctions ngw be-
ing marle meet with the fullest pops-
lar approval., and the more fiery of
those whe are in favor of war deelare
that the time Lkas come for Great
Britzin 1o assert herself in her might
and teach Germany that she will brook
no interference with her suzerainty in
the Transvaal.

Those of calmer blood hold that
court interference against any hostil-
ity towarids Germany will be sufl-
ciently powerful to prevent an out-
break. But coart interfercnee does
not and cannot control the popular
demand, which is decidedly in favor of
war.

A dispassionate view of the situation
leads to the belief, however, that the
excitement will soon die away and
matters resume their normal condi-
tion.

The naval preparations, however,
are proceeding apace. In addition to
the flying squadron which has been or-
dered to be put in readiness, instrue.
tions were issued yvesterday for the im-
mediate commission of 20 torpedo boat
destroyers. ;

All these preparations. together with
the mobilization of the land foreces do
not necessarily mean that there will
be a war. In well-informed circles it
is belicved that they simply mean that
the government is on the alert azainst

any emergeney that may arise, and
should conditions demand it, will be

ready to strike a swift blow against
any cnemy.

CANADA'S CABINET CRISIS.

Bir Mackenzie BDowe!l Will Attempt to Ee-
organize the Government.

OrTaws, Ont., Jan. 10.—In the house
of commons yesterday, Sir Adolphe E.
Caron announeced that Premier Bowell
had several interviews with the gov-
ernor general Wednesday. which re-
sulted in the premier offering his res-
ignation to his excellency. The latter
intimated that he was not ready to re-
ceive it, because he thought parlia-

ment should {rst have an op-
portunity of considering . and

assing an  opinion wupon the
speech from the throne, which was

now before it. Under these circum-
stances, Sir Mackenzie Bowell has, as
the head of the administration. eonsid-
ered it his duty, as far as in him lay,
to reorganize the government, and,
therefore, he (Caron) moved that the
house adjourn wuntil next Tuesday.
An exactly similar statement was read
in the senate by the premier.

Mr. Laurier, the libgral leader, ob-
jected to any adjournment of more
than from day to day, as the constitu-
tion provided.

DBeside reading in the senate the
same statement which was read before
the commons Premier Boswell said he
was willing to leave to the judgment
of the people his own action and that
of his colleagues, who had attacked
him. ‘

GERMANS IN AMERICA

Speculate on the Prospect of War Between
Their Country and Engiand.

DeTroit. Mich., Jan. 1n.-——The Abend
Post and Volksblatt, the German daily
papers of this city, comment editori-
ally onthe threatened trouble between
Eu.gland and Germany. The Abend
Post takes the view that the English
wont fight—that they will blufTawhile
and then “erawfish.” as when Russia
ocenpied the Pamir, and when France
annexed half of Siam. The Post con-
siders the German torpedo fleet a
mateh for the British navy.

The Volksblatt says:

“The German emperor has made
himself most popular by his unex-
nected move. Germany needs colonies
more than any other nsation on earth
does, and she must have them. The
English have hampered them every
where and the Germans long for re-
venge.

Continuing, the Volksblatt expresses
the belief that a war between Germany
and England would be America’s op-
portunity, and says: *“As long as Can-
ada remains British we never feel at
home in our country.

The proposeid salg of bonds
offers ground for confidence in the
Tuture, but no one is able to determine
what its earliest effects may be on the
maoney market, and for the time it is a
cause of hesitation rather than hope-
fulness. Speculation in products has
not been active, Cotton is unchanged,
although the receipts for the week
have not been very large, but some
slackening zppears in the foreign de-
mand.

\WWheat is about one eent hizher, and
corn the same, without distinet reason
in either case. Wheat receiptsat west-
ern points were almost double last
year's, being 2,505,702, against 1,305,704
last year: but Atlantic exports were a
iittle larzer than last year's, being, flouz
included, 2,337,036 bushels, agaiast 2,
010.755 a year ago.

There is much agi-
tation in the iron business, with some
advance in Bessemer pig iron because
of the expectation that Cennellsville
coize and lake ore will both be dearer,
and yet finished produets of iron and
stecl are on the whole quoted a little |
lower, and the nail association is still
in session to determm:ne whether
it will abandon the effort tc!
maintain a fixed price. 'That branch |
of business is extremely slow, nothing
is doing in rails, and whiie there is a ¢
rather better demand for shects znd |
plates, and several thousand orders |
are reported for struetural works, an-
rles are quoted a shade lower. Every- !
thing turns on the contracts for cre,
which are still unsettled, but the great |
excess in production of pig iron over
the prescat demand is no loager de-
niel, and it is expected that quite a
rnumber of the furnaces will presently
discontizue produetion.

In bemts and shoes the average of )
prices is a shade lower. Louather is al
little lower, but hides are, on the'
whole, about five per cent. stronger at r
Chicago, with seanty offerings. The!
demand for boots and shoes falls far
behind expectations, and many of the
shops have closed for a time.

Sales of wool are large, 6.609,300
pounds for the week, azainst 5,235,715
last year, althouzh alarge part of the
‘purchase is of a speculative character.
The opening of woolen goods shows a
further tendency toward lower prices,
in spite of the prevalent belief that
higher prices would be realized before
long if the revenue bill which passed
the house should become a law.

The cotton mills are. generally run-
ning, though not all with full force.
and some are piling up goods without
regard to the immediate demand,
which is comparatively slack, as they
apparently believe that the short sup-
ply of cotton this year will insure
them profits in the end, as it has dur-
ing the past half year. Nevertheless,
goods have decidedly weakened in
price, quite a number of changes hav-
ing been recorded during the past
wedk. .

The volume of domestie trade indi
cated by pavments through the princi-
pal clearinghouses shows the unusual
large increase of 14.6 per cent. over
last year, but in comparison with the
saine weelk in 1893, shows a decrease of
13.1 per cent. Part of this difference
must be attributed to the shrinkage in
prices, but there is also without doubt
a eonsiderabledecrease in the distribu-
tion of seasvnable goods to the final
=ustomer.

GOV. ERADLEY'S MESSAGE.

A Number of Recommendations Showing
Great Need of Reforms.

F raNEFORT, Ky., Jan. 11.—Gov. Brad-
ley’s message was received at 11:30
yesterday morning and read in the
house., It recommends a new state
capitol building and a new governor’s
mansion. It condemns mob law and
asks for the passage of laws imposing
rigid penalties. It also recommends

new judicial and legislative ap-
pointment laws and the abol-
is*}*m.-nt of the bureaun of agri-

cuiture, register of lands and com-
monwealth’s attorney. It asks for the
passage of laws imposing severe pen-
alties for violation of election rules
and that foreign corporations be com-
pelled to organize under the laws of
this state before being allowed to do
business here. It estimates an in-
creased deficit in the state treasury
next June and indicates that it will be
impossible to reduce the rate of starte
taxation. It proposes a cut in the sal-
aries of state officials and the inerease
of license fees of all kinds in order lo
replenish the state treasury.

A KNOw ANOTHING CONGRESS.

Distressing Ineapacity of the Eepublican
Iloase,

The president urged congress not to
take a holiday recess witheut making
provision for a pressing linancial emer-
wency. Congress did not adjourn. It
recnorizec the need of action at once
if there was to be aetion in time to do
any good. The house passed a tariff
bili and 2 bond bill, neither of which
was of any use whatever for the pur-
pose of meeting the emergency.

Now we are told, after all this show
of alaerity on the part of the house,
that “senators feel there is no necessity
for them to make haste”™ beecause
“neither of these measures ean pass
for many long weeks and perhaps
montis.” Therefore secators preceed
in the most leisurely way to complete
the crganization of their house as a
republican body and then talk of ad-
journing for a week without attempt-
inz to do anything in response to the
president’s appeal,

“hus we have agcomplete and dis-
wessing demonstration of the inca-
pacity of either house of the present
congress to act rationally in a situa-
iron which demands prompt action.
The one thing to be done was to pro-
vide fer the maintenance of gold pay-
ments at a time when the gold reserve
wzs linble to be exhausted in the ab-
sence of power to replenish it at onece
by borrowing. The president asked
authority to borrow on the most favor-
able terms and to protect the reserve
against further raids by canceling the
redevmed legal tenders or at least hold-
ing them in the treasury so they could
not be used again to empty the gold
vaults,

The house responded by passing a
tarill bill, knowing perfectly well that
it couid not be passed and put into ef-
feet in time to do any good, even if it
would bring in any gold when in effect,
and knowing just 9s well that it would
bring no gold into the treasury except
what was drawn cut in exchange for
legal tenders. It also responded by
passing a bond biil depriving the presi-
cent even of the power he now has to
sell honds for rold Jdrawn from sources
outside of the treasury. In short, the
house passed two bills to embarrass the
treasury, not to afford security.

And the senate eonlessed its utter in-
capacity by placidly organizing as a
republican silver body and going to
sieep with the presidenl’s alarm bell
rinTing in its ears,

What sort of a congress is this to
deal with a state of affairs under which
it naay Lecome necesszary te raise large
sums of money? PFuppese war should
suddealy brealk cut between this coun-
try and Great Pritain, ow would we
fore financinily?

AN OUTRAGEOUS TAX.

Dinglaylsm Designs to Defrand the Amerk=
can Feople.

The Dingley robber tariff bill (this
title almost rhymes with the *“Me-
Kinley robber tariff bill”) which the
republican house passed by an almost
unanimous party vote restores wool to
the dutizble list. The proposition is
to again tax the peoplé’s clothing and
Jbiankets—one of the most outrageous
taxes that can be inflicted upon the
consumers of the land—and all for the
benefit of a few raisers of fancy sheep
in Ohio.

The people have been fighting for
free wool for many years, and, now
that they have secured it, they will not
willingly surrender the boon. The
people declared for untaxed wool after
a long and careful investigation, and
there is no reason to suppose that they
have changed their views. The at-
tempt of the republican congress to
reimpose an outrageous tax on wool
will result in the repudiation of that
party at the polls next fall.

Why did the republicans provide for
a heavy tax on wool and woolen cloth-
ing in this Dingley bill? The real
sheep raisers of the country did not
ask for it. It will not benefit them.
It will probably benefit a few men
who are engaged in fancy stock rais-
ing, and who will thereby be enabled
1o rob the public of vast sums of money.
Ilut the general run of farmers who
raise wool for the market will not only
nat be benefited—they will be injured
by this outrageous tax.

The American Wool and Cotton Re-
porter gave an interesting review of
the woolen trade of the United States.
It showed that during the past year
the sales of raw wool in this country
aggregated  $6,000,000 pounds more
ihan the sales of the previous year;
it showed that American wool had in-
ereased in price during the same pe-
riod, precisely as the advocates of un-
taxed wool had predicted it would; it
showed, too, that a remarkable devel-
opment of the woolen industry had
taken place since raw wool was placed
cn the free list.

Good all-wool clothes are cheap now,
cheaper than ever before, notwith-
standine the increase in the price of
native wool. This is accounted for by
the fact that the foreignm wool which
cnters into the goods is obtained with-
cut any tax. It has been demonstrated
that a cheap coal does not mean a
cheap man under it.

No good renson can be assigned why
the American people should wish to go
bhack to the davs of taxed wool.

The wool tax isan outrageous cne.

Dingleyism appears to be only Me-

TWO SHAM MEASURES.

The Scaly Schemes of " Republicans for
Relleving the Treasury.

Some of our republiean friends are
still tryirg to delude themsclves into
the belief that the action of congress
was a proper respoerise to the president’s
request to do something to relieve the
treasury. “The house,” we are told,
“preparerd and passed = bill to inerease

at once the sure way of affording the
gold reserve protertion.”

Did it? On the repubiican theory the
only trouble with the treasury was a
lack of revenue. The Dingléy bill was
offered as the remedy. “It will add
$40,000,000 to the revernes at once,"said
Weli, that is more +han
enough revenue required if the repub-
lican theory were correct. If the only
trouble was lack of revenue. and this
bill supplied that lack, whot more leg-
iglation is necessary?

The republicans. however, give the
lie to their own profes:ions hy immedi-
ately propnsing and passing through
the house a bond bill for the very pur-
pose that the first bi!l was said to be
for. DBut neither the increased tariff
biil nor the bond bill will accomplish
the relief of the treasary. The onnisa
csham weasure, designed to restore 2
portion of MeKinleyism under Ialse
pretenses. The other is an alleged inm-
provement on the present iaw author-
izing the issue of bonds to protect the
rold reserve. But the prospect of the
benefit that might result irom a proper
law authorizing a bond issue is swept
away in advance by the provisions of
the bhill. In defercnee to ths populist
elemeprt in the republican perty, the
provision was inserted for the pay-
ment of the bonds in “coin,” instead of
in gold. Another clause forbids there-
tirement of the greenbacks. The for-
mer provision will prevent the sale
of the bonds for a high price. The
second keeps up the “endless chain ™

The president has investigated and
finds that there is no prospeet of any
helpful legislation whatever. The house
is simply trifling with a growing sitva-
tion; the senate, organized as it is, can-
not be relied upon for anythirg. Therew
fore, the president will proeeed to use
the means that the law authorizes, to
maintain the credit and integrity of
this conntry, 2s Lhe has done since
Aiarch 4. 1894, when the republican ad-
ministration handed over to him a
bankrupt treasury. There will be an
issue of bonds soon, we are tnid, uzder
the law of 1875, to protect the gold re-
serve. The republican congresssimply
passes two sham measures to relieve
the administration.—Uiica Observer.

A TREASURE STORY.

Syndicate Formed to Search for Buried
Wealth.

The Indian Daily News of recent date
rontains a strange story of the indiaa
mutiny, related by an old soldier.which
Las ied to the formation in Calcutia
of a syndicate for the purpose of diz-
ging up a treasure valued at 60 lakhs
of rupees, now said to be buried in a
certain spot in the Unao district of
Oudh. It is alleged that the vetcran,
in the course of one of the many en-
gagements which tool place in Oudh
during 1857-38, shot a rebel leader, on
whose person he found a copper table:
inscribed with some strange writing
and designs. The soldier preserved this
tablet, and after the mutiny entered
the service of the government, from
which he will shortly retire on a pen-
sion.

A few months ago he showed this
tablet to one of the governors of a
certain bank, who, being struck with
the story told in connection with it,
had it translated. The inscription eut
on it proved to be in the old Hindu
character and contained minute direc-
tions as to the finding at a ecertain
place of a treasure in gold, silver and
jewels valued at 60 lakhs. The exact
spot was purchased and a bungalow
built over the hidden hoard, and :n the
course of a couple of months, if things
prove to be as described on the tabler,
the members who form the syndicate
will each receive three Iakhs, the state
being entitled to a third of all treasure
trove, and ten lakhs being the share of
the soldier.—London Telegraph.

The Rock of Glbraltar. p
The rock of Gibraltar, which is one
of the strongest fortresses in th> world,
is connected with Spain by a low safffly
isthmus, which is constantly guarded
by English and Spanish soldiers.
There are many natural caves in the
rock, which are the home of 'arge num-
bers of very small monkeys. It is the
only place in Europe where wild mon-
keys live. The original name of Gib-
raltar was Gebel al Tarik, which signi-
fles Tarik's mountain, and it is =said
that in 711 a Saracen warrior named’

times from the hands of the Saracens,
or Moors, to the Spaniards, and back
again to the Moors, was at last cap-
tared from the Spaniards by the Eng-
lish in 1704, and since that time has re-
mained a British possession.—Detroif
Free Press.
