--of Mrs. Klaetke alone, of all the vic-
tims, presented any indications of a
struggle. Her hands were scratched
and her clothing torn.

Little Emma and her mother were
found in the rear room, while in the
front room the aged grandparents lay
in one bed and the remaining two
children in another. Klaetke's body
lay on the floor. Beside, on a chair,
were a whetstone and two sharpened
knives. He had emptied his revolver
and reloaded it.

Klaetke had been out of work since
Chrifttmas. A pathetic feature of the
tragedy is that two neighbors called at
the Klaetke cottage after the tragedy,
each with the glad news of employ-
ment for him.

AN EMPLOYE'S CURIOSITY.

Predominating" Propensities of the Profli-
gate Republicans.

The republican party, as it chooses
to be represented in congress, has two
propensities which are, perhaps, more
strongly marked than any others. One
is the propensity so to legislate as to
enable a few people engaged in pet in-
dustries to get rich out of the earnings
of other people. The other is to make
prodigal expenditure of the money con-
tributed by taxpayers for public pur-
poses.

The latter propensity was illustrated
sfgnally by the republican congress
which in 1800 so increased the expend-
itures as to convert a surplus of over
$100,000,000 a year into a deficit before
the expiration of Harrison's term. That
prodigal congress did its work so well
by providing for continuous expend-
itures which cannot be reduced without
breach of faith that the deficit con-
tinues. It was so skillful in its prodi-
gality that the receipts are still below
the expenditures, although they arc
more than sufficient to meet the ex-
penditures of any year after the union
army was paid off and disbanded until
the Beed-McKinl-ey congress made the
money fly.

We have the same kind of a congress
now with Heed at the front and the
same propensity manifests itself in
spite of all efforts at repression. From
a republican source comes the pro-
posal to spend $100,000,000 as fast as
possible on coast defenses, and no tell-
ing how many millions more for big
guns and battle ships and all the other
means and implements of wholesale
murder."

It is Mr. Reed's chairman of commit-
tee who tells the public that there will
be liberal appropriations for river and
harbor improvements. Everybody
knows what that means. Everybody
knows it means the appropriation of
many millions for useless "improve-
ments" useless for any other purpose
than to enable congressmen to "make
themselves solid with constituencies
who measure a man's statesmanship
by his success in getting an appropria-
tion for his "deestrick."

This eminently republican chairman
proposes to be liberal because he says
we have $175,000,000 in the treasury and
are about to have $100,000,000 more, bor-
rowed money. With this great pile in
the treasury he professes to see no rea-
son why congress should not be liberal
in its appropriations.

AN AWFUL WRECK.
Bristol Bridge Carried Away-- by the Floodand Fourteen Human Lire Lost Partof the Structure Gave way First andthe Greater Disaiter Occurred "While

Brave Workm-- n Were on the WreckTrying to Repair the Damage.
Bristol, Mass., Feb. 7. A most ap-

palling disaster occurred here shortly
after nine o'clock last night in which
20 working men were precipitated into
Pequabuck river from the east Bristol
bridge and from ten to twelve of them
are probably lost.

The structure was found to be shaky
and the 4:42 train on the Xew England
rotA nad a narrow escape from wreck
as it crossed on the way to Hartford.

For some time the bridge had been
looked upon with suspicion, and at the
present time a new bridge was m pro-
cess of erection, andr.vas almost com-
pleted. It was close alongside the
old bridge which was carried away.
After the east-boun- d passenger train
had passed last night, one side of the
old bridge gave way to the current,
and with a crash went boiling down
stream. The managers of the road
immediately dispatched a wrecking
train from Hartford, which arrived
on the Forestville side of the Pequa-
buck at 5:45. There were 40 men on
the train all of whom had come from
Hartford. They were immediately set
to work to make the new bridge passa-
ble and work was progressing satis-
factorily by the aid of lanterns up to
nine o'clock. To facilitate the work
half of the men were located on the
remaining portion of the old struc-
ture. At nine o'clock they were pass-
ing iron girders to another gang of
men on the new bridge.

The waters of the Pequabuck had
been continually rising since morning,
and at nine o'clock were higher than
ever known. The water had risen two
or three feet since the first crash at
five o'clock, and the remainder of the
bridge was really tottering while the
men were courageously standing upon
it. The outer end suddenly sank with
a crash, with its human freight, and
was carried off in the boiling current.
The cries of the men, the creaking oi
timber and the falling of the ironwork
made a combined noise which was
heard half a mile away.

The half of the gang which had
been resting on more solid foundation
were horror-stricke- n to see their work-
ing companions so suddenly precipi-
tated to death. In an instant, how-
ever, they were resolved into a rescu-
ing party, and every effort was made
to save the drowning men. Two men
were fortunate enough to reach shore
by their own exertions, immediately
after the fearful fall. A third was
saved by a workman, who plunged in
after him and brought him to the
shore. Finally a fourth, a fifth and
then a sixth were saved by the heroic
efforts of comrades.

Others could ba seen struggling
away in the mass of debris, clinging
to it and crying frantically for help,
while a number never came in sight
after the bridge went down.

The stormy night was darkness it-
self, and, with the boiling stream over-
running its banks on both sides, ef-
forts to rescue in the darkness were
fraught with the greatest danger.

ft. Terrible Calamity Overtakas Bound
Brook. K. J. The Rising Rarttan Floods
the City The Imperilled Citizens
Placed Doubly la Peril by Fire Hun-
dreds of Buildings Carried Away One
Life Known to Be Lost.
SOMEBTH.LE, N. J., Feb. 8. Bound

Brook Thursday night experienced the
most dreadful calamity in its existence.
It was swept by both fire and flood.
The water from the Raritan river ran
through the streets ol the village, and
at 3 a. m. the water was nearly ten feet
high in the main street of the town.
' The three main streets in the village
were flooded with water, and while
the citizens were trying to rescue men,
women and children from houses that
were in danger of being swept away
by the flood, a fire was discovered in
the lumber yard of L L. Cook & Co.,
started by slacking lime. An alarm
was turned in, but the volunteer fire-
men of Bound Brook thought more of
human life than property, and they
sent word to Somerville and Plainfield
for assistance.

No attention was paid to fighting the
fire by the residents of the village, and
all of them directed their efforts toward
rescuing those who were imprisoned in
their houses by the flood. Row boats
were secured and attempts made to
take persons from the second story
windows of their houses, but they
could not be gotten out.

All communication between Bound
Brook and outside places was cut off,
and the last report received from the
town was at 5 a. m. Then it was stated
the fire was still raging and that the
Presbyterian church, the Annex hotel,
J. G. Ferris' house and store, and other
residences and business places had been
destroyed. One man was known to
have been drowned while trying to res-
cue a family who were at an upper win-
dow all night. His name was Miller.

The damage is fully 8150,000, but only
one life, that of Miller, is known to
have been lost.

Hundreds of fragile structures were
torn from their foundations and float-
ed down toward the ocean in the seeth-
ing current, and great numbers of
animals went down in the torrents.
No trace could be found of Miller after
his boat was overturned.

The volunteer fire department was
unable to use their apparatus, owing
to the flooded condition of the streets,
and in half an hour the whole business
section of the town was on fire. The
outside fire companies were nnable to
be of assistance, as they could not get
anywhere near the fire on account of
the submerged streets. The fire final-
ly died out, after devastating a large
section of the town. A large number
of families were made homeless.

Twenty-Fiv- e Missing.
Morkistowx, N. J., Feb. 8. The

dam at Pocahontas lake has broken
and the lower part of this city is in-

undated. The water rose ten feet in
the streets in ten minutes. Twenty-fiv- e

persons are missing.

The Bridge Gave Way.
Eastox, Pa., Feb. 8. Heavy rains

and melting snow are causing the riv-
ers and creeks to rise rapidly, resulting
in much damage.

The bridge crossing Saylor's lake, on
the Lehigh & Lackawanna railroad
gave way while a mixed train was pass-
ing over it, but no one was hurt.

A Corpse Found.
Somerviixe, N. J., Feb. 8. The

storm has raised the Raritan river 25
feet. Bridges are being swept away,
railroads washed out and a large
amount of property destroyed.

One man was found dead near the
track of the Central railroad of New
Jersey, near North Beach. Two men
who attempted to cross a high bridge
at this place with a horse and wagon
were swept into the stream. They
were rescued.

Mills Flooded.
Norristowx, Pa., Feb. 8. The

Schuylkill river has risen 25 feet and
is still rising. The bridge at Port Ken-
nedy has been closed to travel, and the
structure is expected to go down the
river at any minute. The lower floors
of the Wyoming mills are flooded.
Their losses will foot up in the thou-
sands.

Boston Cellars Flooded.
Bostox, Feb. 8. The terrific gale

predicted by the weather bureau has
reached here. Several wharves along
the river front were inundated. Cel-
lars along Atlantic avenue were flood-
ed to the depth of several feet, and con-
siderable damage resulted.

Tunnel Cave-I- n.

Lambebttiixe, N. J. Feb. 8. The
heavy storm caused several washouts
on the Lehigh Valley railroad in this
vicinity. There was a cave-i- n at Long
Tunnel, about ten miles east of Phillips-bur- g.

RUSSIA OPPOSES
The Entry of an American Dispatch Boat

to the Dardanelles.
Coxstastixopi-e- , Feb. 8. The porte,

in response to the request of Hon. A.
W. Terrell, American minister, that the
United States be granted permission to
have a dispatch boat at Constantino-
ple, maintains that the Dardanelles be-
ing regulated by an international
agreement, the United States should
apply for the desired permission to the
six powers that signed the treaty of
Berlin.

It is stated that Russia is opposed to
the entry of an American dispatch boat;
hence the porte 's hesitation to grant
Mr. Terrell's request.

NOT SO BAD AS REPORTED.

Only Six Men Drowned by the Collapse of
the Bristol Bridge.

Hartford, Conn., Feb. 8. There is
no doubt that six men were drowned
in the falling of the railroad bridge
across the Pequaback river between
Forestville .and.: Bristol, Thursday
night. Railroad men are confident that-thi-s

number covers the list of dead.
Daniel J. O'Brien's body was recov-

ered Thursday night and yesterday
morning three other bodies were recov-
ered as they were floating past the For-
estville depot.

CUT TO PIECES.
John C. Emstall Decapitated and Dis-

membered by a Train at St. Louis.
St. Locis, Feb. 8. J ohn C. Emstall,

45 years old, a laborer, was found dead
at 8:45 o'clock Thursday night on the
west track of the Merchants' bridge
approach. Both legs and his head
were cut off. He worked, in Granite
City, HL, and it is supposed he fell
from the train while coming home. He
and his son, Louis, boarded a train is
Sranite City at 6:10 p. m. Louis did
aot miss his father until the train
reached St. Louis.

Slabes Things Lively In and About Sew
York A Brooklyn Cooperage Blown
Down and Several Hen Burled In the
Kuins The Ship J. N. Walker, In Tow,
Blown High and Dry Upon Liberty Is-

land.
New York, Feb. 7. The high wind

prevailing here is causing a great deal
of damage to property. A three-stor- y

brick building on Thirty-nint- h street,
Brooklyn, was blown down by the
storm shortly after 10 a. m. The build-
ing was used as a cooperage. Several
men are known to have been at work
there when the building collapsed. It
is believed that the majority of them
are buried in the debris. Firemen and
policemen, assisted by the people in the
neighborhood, at once began the work
of clearing away the ruins.

The gulf storm that was roaring and
racing up the Atlantic coast all Wednes-
day has reached here and it is the wild
est and most violent that New York
has had for several years.

The American ship J. N. Walker
started from her pier in Brooklyn in
tow of two tugs from the Erie basin to
be dry-docke- d. As soon as she was
clear of the pier the wind took charge
of her and she was blown through
Buttermilk channel, dragging the tugs
along with her. She touched on a
shoal off Governor's island and was
then blown across the bay,being entire-
ly beyond the control of the tugs. She
struck broadside on against the pier of
the Liberty Island Steamboat Co. on
Liberty island, where she now lies
port side on, high out of the water,
and would roll over were she not held
up by the pier. Boatmen say they
have never known the waters of the
bay to be so angry. The Walker is a
sister ship of the General Knox, which
burned last year at her pier in the
East river. One of the tugs lost her
smokestack, it being blown out by the
wind, and she was towed by the unin-
jured tug to the Erie basin.

CUBAN RECOGNITION

Not Regarded with Favor by the Chair-
man of the House Subcommittee.

Washington, Feb. 7. The question
of recognizing the belligerency of the
Cuban insurgents was freely discussed
at the meeting yesterday of the house
committee on foreign affairs. Mr.
Pearson, of North Carolina, precipi-
tated the debate by suggesting that
the house should formulate a resolu-
tion recognizing the bellisrerency of
Cubans without waiting for the data
from the state department which the
committee called for severaljweeks ago.
At that time the general subject of
Cuban affairs was referred to a sub-
committee of which Mr. Adams, of
Pennsylvania, is chairman.

When Mr. Pearson had finished, the
question was asked of Mr. Adams
what ought to be the attitude of this
government with reference to Cuban
recognition.

Mr. Adams obviously was not over
friendly to the proposition. He
thought the United States ought to
proceed slowly in the matter. He went
on to say that he had inquired among
the larger business houses of Phila-
delphia as to the conditions in Cuba,
and that his replies had not been satis-
factory. He proceeded from this
point to define the legal status of the
United States with reference to Spain
with whom we have treaties of amity
and commerce, and with whom, also,
friendly relations exist.

Other members of the committee
questioned Mr. Adams upon phases of
the situation, and the suggestion was
advanced by Mr. McCreary, of Ken-
tucky, that recognitions of this char-
acter were purely an executive func-
tion.
TO PREVENT PRIZE FIGHTING.

Text of the Bill Rushed Through the
House Wednesday.

. Washisgtox, Feb. . Following ii
the text of the bill to prevent and pun-
ish prize-fightin- g, etc., ia the terri-
tories of the United States, passed bj
the house of representatives Wednes-
day afternoon:

Be it enacted, etc.. That any person who. it
the territories, or the District of Columbia
shall voluntarily engage in a pugilistic en-
counter between man and man, or a fight be-
tween a man anl a bull, or any other animal
for money or for other things of value, or foi
any championship, or upon the result of whict
any money or anything of value Is
bet or wagered, or to see which anj
admission fee is charged, either directly oi
Indirectly, shall be deemed guilty of a felony
and upon conviction shall be punished by im-
prisonment in the penitentiary for not less
than one year nor more than five years.

By the term "pugilistic encounter," as usee
In this bill, is meant any voluntary fight bj
blows by means of fists or otherwise, whethei
with or without gloves, between two or more
men for money, or for a prize of any character
or for any other thing of value or for ans
championship, or upon the result of which an?
money or anything of value is bet or wagered
or to see which any admission fee Is charged
either directly or indirectly.

Passed by the Senate.
Washington, Feb. 6. The Catron

anti-prize-fig- ht bill has passed the sen-
ate, and now only needs the president's
signature to become a law.

WORSE THAN SUPPOSED.

Additional Loss to the Baptist Publication
Society by Sunday's Fire.

Pailadelphia, Feb. 7. It was dis-

Conscienceless Policy of the Bepubllcan

There is a manifest disposition on the
part of numerous republican organs to
denounce the democratic party as witn
out anv settled financial policy.

Harrison signed the infamous Sherman
bill with its silver-purchasi- ng clause
and deliberately plunged the nation
into the financial troubles which fol-
lowed with no higher motive than to
secure the party support of a few sil-

ver states. The whole scheme was con-
ceived with that selfish purpose in view
and was deliberately carried throngh
by men who knew and afterwards ac-

knowledged that it involved a sacrifice
of principle.

Reed has dodged from one side of the
fence to the other. In this matter he is

all things to all men and is governed
entirely by a desire to get all the votes
possible. Allison has no record in this
connection to which he can point with
pride, for he has voted and talked on all
sides of the question with a disregard
for consistency that is simply astound-
ing in a man holding his position and
for years having a covetous eye on the
highest office within the gift of the peo-
ple. Of all these men there is not one

who has shown any of the courage or
the unswerving integrity that has char-ccteriz- ed

President Cleveland. He has
never hesitated to avow his principle
whin the good of the country was in-
volved and has never modified his views
as a concession to policy. The course
of these shifty statesmen who are after
the presidency only foreshadows the
financial plank of the republican na-
tional platform. It will be, as it has
been in the past, a straddle, a cunningly-devise- d

bid for votes which the tricky
campaigner can interpret to suit any
community to which he may be talk-
ing.

Cause Serious Explosion of Flash-Lig- ht

Powder.
CnicAQO, Feb. & Persisting in his

attempts to solve the secret of flash-
light powder manufacture, F. T. Dun-
ning, an employe of the firm of Powell
& Laurence, photographers, at Yale
and Sixty-thir- d streets, Englewood,
succeeded yesterday morning in caus-
ing an explosion which wrecked the
building in which the studio is
located, severely injuring himself
and Mrs. Laurence. Mr. Laurence
is the inventor of the powder, and has
confided to no one the secret of its
composition. He employed Dunning
.merely to mix and pack the material.
He was working with 2-- ounces of the
powder when it ignited and exploded
over two pounds of the stuff is 33
fcoxes near by ready for shipment.

The room is in t'ae second story, and
the explosion tore a door from ancther
apartment, hurled it through a hall
and struck Mrs. Laurence in the head
through an open doorway.

Dunning was found unconscious,
covered with debris and bleeding from
a dozen gashes.

Mr. Laurence was in the gallei y on
the first floor when the falling df-bri- i

almost buried him. The lives o all
the occupants were saved by the walls
mot collapsing. This is the third ex-
plosion in the gallery caused by the
flash-lig- ht powder, the second being
Tuesday. , Vhen the first one oc-
curred, some weeks ago, Mr. Laurence
was forced to jump from the second-tor- y

window and was seriously in-

jured. Many windows in the vicinity
--were shattered by yesterday's explo-
sion.

The propensity to spend money is so
dominating that under its sway all the
fine promises of economy, all the moves
in the game of politics and the actual
fact of a deficit are forgotten or ig-

nored. If this propensity is irresistible
when the treasury is still running be-

hind from $3,000,000 to $4,000,000 a
month, if a republican congress will
be prodigal when the treasury is in
straits as at present, what wouia it do
if the receipts were at the rate of $100,- -
000,000 a year more than the necessary
expenditures? We may learn from the
history of that other Keea congress
which came in with Harrison and by its
spendthrift acts dissipated the large
surplus left by Cleveland and created
a deficit before the Harrison adminis
tration turned over an emptied treas-
ury to it3 successor. Chicago Chron
icle. .'
