Ix the senate,on the 5th, the foreign rela-
tions committee reported a substitute for that
committee’s former concurrent resolution on
the Cuban question. recognizing a condition of
actual war and according to each party thereto
all the rights of telligerents in the ports of
the United States. The joint resolution di-
recting the secretary of agriculture to carry
into effect the provisions of the agricultural
appropriation bill for the purchase and distri-
bution of seed, etc., was discussed during the
morning hour, but went over without action.
...... In the house the District of Columbia ap-
propriation bill was defeated by a vote of 143 to
135 A bill was passed forbidding prize or ball
fizhts in any territory of the United States or
the District of Columbla. The report of the
committee on ways and means recommending
nonconcurrence in the sepate free-coinage
substitute for the house bond bill was takenup.

IN the senate, on the Gth. Mr. Quay modified
his resolution to recommit the house tarif
bill, with the free colnage substitute, to the
finance committee, with instructions to report
them both as separate propositions, but strik=-
ing out the latter phrase and inserting the
words “for further consideration.” Mr Quay
also consented to let the resolution lie over a
few days. Resolutions of inquiry were agreed
to in relation to the bond bids received on the
5th. and to discrimination aguinst Amerlcan
cattle, meat and other agricultural products
by Germany, Frunce. Belgium and Denmark.

Senator Frye.of Maine, was
chosen president pro tem. The Dubols reso-
lution. on motion of Mr. Allison, was referred
to the committee on rules by a vote of 40 to 28,
...... In the house Mr. Talbert (dem.. 8. C),
arising to a question of personal privilege,
referring to the criticisms of the press upoa
remarks previously made by him, reiterated
that e believed secession to be right. and de-
clared that underthe same conditions, he would
repcat his former action. Mr. Barrett (rep..
Mass.) asked that Talbert's words be taken
down, and offered 2 resolution denouncing them
as seditions and treasonable, The matter was
later referred to the committee on the judi-
clary. The remainder of the session was de-
voted to the discussion of the bond-silver-
ecinage bill .

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CAPITOL REMOVAL CASE.

The State Supreme Court Denies the In=
junction Asked by Jefferson City, aud
the Question Will Be Declided by the
Feople at the Polls Next November—
Great Rejolcing at Sedalia.

JEFFERSoON City, Mo., Feb. 6.—The
eapital removal injunction case was
decided by the supreme court in bene
Tuesdey morning, the opinion being
written by Judge George B. Macfar-
lane and concurred in by Judges Brace,
Sherwood, Barelay and Robinson.
Judges Gantt and Burgess did not sit
in the case.

The court finds that it is for the peo-
ple and not for the courts to pass upon
amendments to the constitution, and
therefore the supreme court has no
authority to interfere in this instance.
This places the capital removal gues-
tion before the people to be voted upon
at the November election, provided, of
course, that Sedalia complies with the
provisions carried by the resolution as
to bond, ete.

Says Judge Macfariane :

There ean ve no doubt that the guestion of
the establishment of the seut of government is
one which is u proper subject for amendment.
If the people had seen fit they could have
givena power to the general assembly to change
the seat of government upoa aoy termsid
might request. Indeed, the power might have
been delegaied to the goveroor, or this courts*
or to commissioners. as was done by the con-
vention of 1%20. But no such power was
grunted, nor did the people remain silent on
the subject, and thus leave the matter to the
discretion of the assembly, but negatived such
power by declaring: The general assembly
sthall have no power to remove the seat of gov-
ernment from the City of Jefferson. (Sec. 5,
art. IV., constitution 1875.)

It is plain that in order to secure a removal
of the capital an amendment to the constitu-
tion is necessary. The general assembly
devmed it proper that the expediency of re-
movul to Sedalia should be submitted to the
people. Itis not seriocusly insisted that am
unconditional proposal for removal would not
huve been valid. But it is insisted that the
amendment as proposed is, and though adopted
by the people, would be invalid. on account of
the conditions annexed thereto, and the powers
delegated to certain officials.

The objection is directed against the wisdom
of the measure and its expediency. As has
been said, these are guestions upon which the
courts have no power. The amendment derives
1ts fored#fzom the people and not from the leg-
islature. If ratified. it shall be valid and bind-
log, to all intents and purposes. as a part of
this constitution, is the langusge of tnut in-
strumenst.

The court holds that there was noth-
ing in the ordinance of admission or in
the proceedings connected therewith
irrevoeably binding the state to main-
tain the permanent seat of govern-
mnent at Jefferson City, and that the
peuvple of Jefferson City have not se-
cured swch vested rights as will pre-
vent the removal of the capital.

Sedalla’s Jollification.

SEDALIA, Mo., I'eb. 6.—The decision
of the supreme court on the capital re-
moval injunetion suit set Sedalians
wild, and yesterday was pnanimously
voted o have been the greatest in the
city’s history.

I'he news was bulletined at all of the
newspaper offices, and 2 few minutes
later fire, school and ehurch bells were

rung, steain whistles blown, flags and.

bunung came out like magic, cannon
crackers and the szlute of anvils rent
the arr, sechools were dismissed, and the
entire city was given up to rejoicing
over the result.

After the noon hour two bands of
music made a ecircuit of the city in
street cars, wiile hundreds of men and
boys. and in many cases school girls in
their teens, made the town ring with
tin horns of all sizes. Extra editions
oi the rewspapers sold like wildfire,
ana the situation in all respeets was
unlike anything ever before witnessed
in Sedalip.

Capt. John M. Glenn and a squad
from the Sedalia Republican Flambeau
club gava a pyrotechnical display on
the courthouse square, while thousands
of spectators crowded around and
shouted the glad tidings of victory.

Sedalia’s bond, guaranteeing the tax-
payers of the state that not a penny’s
czpense would attach to them in case
the removal proposition is carried at
the polls, is prepared, and will be put
up withoutdelay through a well-known
trust coinpany.

A public meeting was held last night
at the opera house, and it was the most
enthusiastic ever heldin Sedalia. Many
were un:.ble to enter the building, but
were content to stand in front and
help swell the applzase that came irom
within.

Owing to the illness of Mayor Has-
tain, K. H. Moses, president of the
board of trade, and cashier of the
Third national bank, presided.

Senator Yeater was the first speaker,
and was followed by Representative
ex-Mayor XE. W. Stevens,
Judge W. 5. Shirk, Col. J. B. Quigley
and Judge D. C. Metsker. Each con
gratulated the people of Sedalia, but
not a sentiment was uttered condemna-
tory of defferson City or her citizens.

Speaking of the decision, Senator
Chas. E. Yeater said:

*'I'he cluim made by Jeflerson City was revo-
lutlonury snd destructive of the principles of
American constitutional government. 1t would
bave been u dark day in the history of the
whole American peopie, in this and every other
stale of the Union, to have announced the dan-
gerous precedent that the people of Jeflerson
City demaunded iu this case. For the court to
have said, as they maintained. that the people
can not chauge their own constitution,
which the peuple themselves created and
breathed ioto life apa existeoce, would have
been & monstrous docsrine. This is not & mat-
ter thet Sedalia alone is interested in, for it is
coexiensive with the most sacred and solemn
rights of every citizen and every voter in the
sState. It disposes of the autocratic claim of
Jeferson City that it owas the capital, instead
of the people of Missouri, and has vested rights
in it. 1t mieans that the people of Missouri
uione have Lhe sovereign control of the seat of
goveraicent, und can locate it at such place as
Wili best subserve the general interests of tais,
Lhe grestest swate of the Massissippt valley aod
the great west.”” -

Representative J. H. Rothwell said:

“The decision of the supreme court is ex-
actly as I expected and predicted it would be.
I nuve uever lost fuith in the bigh intelligrnoe
and wbsolule honesty of our supreme courk
judges. Capitul removal has now passed f~om
the courts to the people. Sedalia will fery
svon deposit socurities with the governor that
will guarantes the performcance of overy
promise znd condition of the propsed
umecdment, aund the capital ecan be re
moved to >edalia withouu costing the taxpay -
ers of thie stale asingleuwvllar. It only remalos
tfor us and our friends to explain the proposi-
tion clearly to the voters of the state, in orgder
to insure the ratitication of the amendmeut.

With such a Yevolution in business
suddenly effected, the customary rec-
ords of the past week and month are of
less value than usual. But there have
been signs of changes in iron manufac-
tures, although the average of price
is nearly one per cent. lower this week,
and orders for wire nails are stimulated
by a decision to advance the price again
March 1. There is alsoa more active
demand for plates and sheets. South-
ern competition lowers cole iron ai
Chicago, and prevents advance at the
east, while sales of last year's specula-
tors in the Pittsburgh region still de-
press Bessemer.

Speculation has raised copper to 10X
cents, with sales of 6,000,000 pounds,
and tin to 13)¢ and lead to three and
one-tenth cents, with large exports of
Mexican.

The boot and shoe manufacture does
not gain as yet, leather being about
one per cent. lower for the week.
Hides are depressed by tight money,*
though in light demand, and about four
per cent. lower for the week.

Sales of wool have been 4,500,000
pounds, against 5,192,000 last year, and
with reported reduction in clay
worsteds and mixtures, the orders for
other woolen goods are still unusually
delayed.

The ecotton mills continue generally
active, though talk of decreasing the
production still continues; print cloths
do not rise above 2% cents and some
goods tend lower.

Speculation in wheat has again lifted
prices. The specunlative market has
been largely influenced by rumors of
injury to the coming crop and by foz-
eign advances.

Corn has been comparatively quiet.

HON. WM. H. ENGLISH,

The Indians Capitalist, Politician and
Literateur, is Dead.

IsprAxaroris, Ind., Feb, 7.—At 12:35
p. m. Hon. William H. Englhish, capital-
ist, politician and literateur, died in his
rooms at English’s hotel, after an ill-
ness of six weeks. He was uncon-
scious for an hour ©before his
death. Around his death bed were
his son, Will English, his daughter,
Mrs. Rose Walling, of Chicago; Mr.
and Mrs. Hall, Mrs. Hodges, Mr. En-
glish’s stenographer, and Dr. Franklin
W. Hays, who attended him.

[William Hayden*English was anative of In-
diansa, He was born at Lexington, Scott
county, August 27, 1822, His father, Elisha G.
English, one of the ploneers of the state, was
honored with many publie trusts durinz a
period of 40 years, and his mother wus the
daughter of Phillp Easton, an officer in tue
war of the revolution. Mr. English was edu-
cated in the common schools and at Hanover
coliege: studied law and eatered upon the nc-
tive duties of life young. When he was anly
18 years of age he was one of the two delegutes
from his county to the democratic state con-
vention at Indinnapolis, January 8, 1840. The
other delegate was his father, then 2 member
of the legislature. For over half a century he
was actively identified with about all the dem-
ocratic state conventions held in Indiana.

He was licensed to practice law before he
was 21 years of age, and before he was
23 had been admitted to practice in the Indiana
supreme court and the United States supreme
court. He was four times elected to the con-
gress of the United States, serving during the
eight years of intense excitement immediately
preceding the great civil war and was the
suthor of a compromise measure in relation to
the admission of Kansas as a state, which be-
came a law and was a prolific theme of contro-
versy in the heated political contests of that
day under the name of the “English bilL." He
was ever a friend of the union of the states
and was always a demoerat in politics.

In 1861 he declined a re-election to congress
and since that time engaged in banking, street
railroad and wvarious other enterprises, and
thus added the reputation of a first-¢iass
financjer to the reputation he had previously
acquired as a statesmen.

In 1880 Mr. English was unaaimousiy nom-
inated for vice-president of the United States
on the ticket with Gen. Hancock. Although
the ticket was defeated, it received a greater
number of votes in Indiana than the state
ticket of the democratic party recelved at the
election held only & few weeks before.

During the last ten years of his life Mr. En-
glish was engaged in the work of preparing
and collating material to perpetusate the eariy
history of his native state. This work he only
partially completed, but one volume, that
touching on the conguest of the northwest ter-
ritory, being in print.

Mr. English acquired a considerable fortune
during his lifetime. He was married to IMMiss
Emma M. Jackson, of Virginia, in 1847. She
died in Indianapolis, In 1877, leaving two child-
ren. Will E. English, of Indianapolls, and Mrs.
Rose E. Walling, of Chicago, both of whom are
still living.]

JOHN HAYS HAMMOND,

While Released on Excessive Baill, is Un-
der Constant Survelllance. ;
PRETORIA, Feb. B.—The release of
John Hays Hammond, the American
mining engineer, who was set at
liberty on Wednesday, was due to his
illness which was caused and aggra-
vated by hisincarceration.

Most Severe Since the

Plan to Force a Battle with Gen. Maceo,.

and Hasten to the Rellcf of Bele

Towns, and Find All the Fightlag They

Want. . - -

Havaxa, Feb. 8, via Key West, Fla.,
Feb. 10.—The figh ting in Pinar prov-
ince in the last few days has been the:
most severe since the beginning of the
war. The condition to whieh  the:
Spanish forees in the ‘west are reduced
has led Gen. Marin to abandon the at--
tempt to force a battle with Gomez,
delay his return to Havuna and gé to-
the relief of the beleagusred towns.

Maceo's forces include the bands of
Miro, Sotomayor, Delgado, Zayas and
Bermudez. The official government-
report gives them a strength of 600,
probably much greater. The ccmbined.
forces fought a pitched battle with
Gen. Luque at Paso Real Monday.
The latter reported that the rebels
formed in line of battle and charged the
Spanish lines with great valor. Luque
claimed a complete victory and asked
for the San Fernando cross, having re-
mained 1n command though shot
through the leg. Afterthe fight Luque
withdrew his force to the capital of
the province. :

Wednesday the same parties of reb-
els besieged Candelaria, a railrcad
town near the Havana province bor-
der. They had apparently recovered
from the battle with Luque. The vol-
unteers and a small detachment made
2 heroic defense of Candelaria for 26
hours. Maria, who was about leaving
Artemisia for Havana,ordered Canella
to the relief of Candelaria and to at-
tack Maceo. He took all the available
forees and proceeded in person to sup-
port Canalla. The latter -made §a re-
markable march, reached Candelaria.
and found insurgents swarming in the
towns in that vicinity.

The garrison held out, though many
fell. The troops of the Simancia and
Zamoria battalions attacked the be-
siegers, and the fight continued two
hours. The insurgents made several
machette charges against the Spanish
troops. The Ilatter used artillery.
The losses were heavy on both sides.
The troops finally entered Candelaria.
Thursday mnight. The insurgents:
moved west to San, Cristobal. Marin's:
column arrived at Candelaria, and
Canella followed Maceo.

Another battle is expected. It is
impossible to learn the losses at Can-
delaria accurately: The government.
says 26 dead insurgents were found on
the field of battle and 19 more were
found afterwards. Their own losses.
are given as five dead and 48 wounded.
The American correspondent Manning
remains pending the result of the ac-
tion of the state department at Wash-
ington against his summary expulsion.

The government reports Jose Maceo-
wounded in the leg in Santiago prov-
ince, and also Bermudez killed..
Neither report is confirmed,

Shortly after eight o'clock the life
savers started to throw a life line to
the ill-fated vessel, but owing to dark-
ness and the heavy wind no definite
aim could be taken.

About nine o'clock ome body was
w.uhed ashore and shortly afterwards
a"second body was observed in the
surf. At 10 o'clock the life-savers were
endeavering to get a line over Lo the
vessel and they will continue their ef-
forts through the night in the hope of
rescuing the five men who are sup-
posel to be on the schooner.
