G NEWS COMPILATION.

FIFTY-FOURTH CONGRESS.

The Proceedings of the First Semslon.

Washington, Feb. 25.—A bill grant-
ing a pension of $100 a month to the
widow of the late Walter Q. Gresham
was passed n the senate yesterday.
Seunator Morgan spoke in favor of recog-
nizing Cuban belhgerency. In the house
it was decided by a vote of ¢3 to 64 that
none of the appropriations on the In-
dian appropriation bill for Indiae
schools should go to sectarian schools.
A bill was introduced to take from the
free list of the tariff bill silver bullion,

them dutiable at 50 per cent. ad valorem.
Washington, Feb., 26.—Senator Mor-
riil offered a resolution in the senate

but it was defeated by a rote of 33 to
22, The Cuban guestion was taken up,
and Senators Morgan, Lodge, Stewart
and Call spoke in favor of recogmzing
Cuban beiligerency. In the house the
Indian appropriation bill was passed
and resolutions were reported from the
foreign affairs comuittee ceusuring
Ambassador Bayard for portions of
speeches he delivered n Engiland.
Washington, Feb. 27.—In the senate
vesterday Senator Allen (Neb.) offered
a substitute for the pending Cuban
resolution. It authorizes and requests
the president to issue a proclamation
recognizing the independence ot the
republic of Cuba. Scnator Carter
(Mont.) in speaking on'the tanif bill
charged the republicans in the senate
and house with deserting the repub-
lican national platform on both the
tariff and money questions, and with
taking their orders from the white
house, where a demoeratic presidens
is in command. He said he belicved
that the protection of American indus-
tries was necessary to American pros-
perity, but the free coinage of silver
was equally essential and the two
would hereafter go hand in hand. In
the house a bill was iztroducerd for the
erectior of a national mint at Chicago.
The Van Horn-Tarsney contested elec-
tion case from the Kansas City (Mo.)
district occupied most of the session.

THE STUDENTS WEAKENED.

A Little Rebellion at the State University
Squeiched by the Council-The Counsil
Had the Names of 136 Engaged In the
Disorder, but There Were 196 Apologies.

There were threats of serious trouble
at the Missouri state university, Co-
lumbia, a few days ago. On February
14 trouble arose between the students,
and there was considerable disorder.
The faculty were rather reticent, but
a few days ago they made their first
important move. They issued a notice
stating in most emphatie terms that if
all the stvdents who participated in
the recent disturbance did not come
forward before 5 o'clock the following
afternoon and sign a pledge, promis-
ing good behavior, they would be
promptly dismissed from the uni-
versity.

The following was issued:

Order of the Council: The council of the
university of the state of Missouri, at a meet-
Iing held on February 21, 1808, unanimously
passed the following order:

The councll of the university of the state of
Missouri, belng apprised of a concerted move-
ment on the part of a conslderable number of
the students of the university, to take and en-
force an exemption from their regular duties
on the 14th of February, 1886, under the name
of a holiday, without assent of the councll and
in defiance of the authorities of the umiversity;
and that said movement oculminated in dis-
respectful and disorderly c¢conduct in the 1li-
brary room, in a noisy procession around the
quadrangle In front of the departmental build-
ings and through the city of Columbia during
the hours devoted to study and recitation, and
in willful absence from class duties, by reason
of all which the regular exercises of the uni-
versitly were greatly disturbed and inter-
rupted; and the council having referred the
matter to the committee of discipline and re-
ceived its report thereon. wherein the names
of students participating in said movement ap-
pear to the council, now, therefore, the coun-
cil, having considered the report aforesaidand
the evidence bearing on the matter, makes the
following order:

1. That all further action of the authorities
of the university be discontinted as to all the
students participating in sald movement upon
condition that they make and furnish to the
president on or before Tuesday, February 25,
1806, at 5 o'clock, p. m., & pledge upon their
Yhonor, in writing. that they will not during the
remainder of their course engage 10 any move-
ment against the action of the authorities of
the university, except in a legal and proper
manner.

2. That the president be and is hereby au-
thorized and required to dismiss from the uni-
versity all students participating in sald move-
ment who shall refuse or fail to make and fur-
nish the pledge and promise aforesald.

At about 4:30 some of the students
began to assemble in the lower halls of
the university, in front of the presi-
dent’s office. All knew that the office
would be closed promptly at five
o'clock. Some suggested that all unite
in singing “Blessed Be the Tie that
Binds” at the last stroke of the bell.
Others suggested other modes of mak-
ing some sort of demonstration, but
when the bell sounded and the presi-
dent’s office was closed, there were to
be heard only a few faint cheers from
the 100 students, who then dispersed.

The discipline committee only had
the names of 136 students, while 196
signed the required pledge. Only two
students, whose names were in the
possession of the discipline committee,
have failed to comply with the counn-
ecil's terms, and it issupposed that they
will present some good excuse.

In an interview with Dr. Jesse, after
the difficuity had been settled, he
stated, in answer as to the guestion as
to how the parents of the students re-
garded the affair, that he had not re-
ceived a single letter that did not in-
dorse the stand of the faculty and was
not in favor of discipline. This state-
ment is also borne out by the telegrams
and letters received by the students
from home, some going so far as to
state that if the boys left the univer-
sity they need not return home.

THE SALVATION ARMY

In the United States Will Remaln Loyal
to the General-In-Chief.

New Yorg, Feb. 27.—Col. W. M,
Eadie, one of the leaders of the Salva-
tion army in this country, announces
positively that all danger of a seces-
sion by the supporters of former Com-
mander Ballington Booth is now past.

~ Wasmixerox, Feb, 28.—The possibil
ity of war with Spain as a result of
the Cuban resolutions reported from
the foreign affairs committee yester-
day, is not seriously regarded by well-
informed members of the house. I:is
argued that the resolutions do not, in
the first place, recognize the belliger-
ency of the rebels; but simply show
that.a state of war exists thers, leav-
ing it to the president to make a bellig-
erent ition by proclamation
when desirable. That a state of war
does exist there, they say, is manifest
both from the reports of American con-
sular officers in the island and the sev-
eral proclamations of Gen. Weyler, is-
sued since his arrival in Caba.

So far as our right to interfere to
protect American property in Cuba is
concerned, such right, it is claimed,
exists under international usage, and
the necessity is still stronger since the
state department has taken a position
which virtually stops us from claiming
damages under present conditions.

It is asserted that no matter how ir-
ritating a recognition of belligerency
might be to the Spanish government,
they are in no position to enter into a
war with the United States, and wonld
not seriously entertain such a propo-
sition. It is pointed out that when

Spain and Great Britain recognized

the belligerency of the confederates
during the war of secession we could
not resent it because the energies of
the government were taxed to their
utmost to suppress our own people.
Spain, it is asserted, is less prepared
for a foreign war at this time than the
United States was 34 years ago.

ANOTHER BIG FIRE

Bpreads Devastation Through the Town of
Florence, 8. C.—Cremated in His Room.

CHARLESTON, 8. C., Feb. 28.—A dis-
patch from Florence, S. C,, to the News
and Courier says: Florence suffered
another serious conflagration at four
o'clock yesterday morning. The ap-
proximate loss on buildings and mer-
chandise is $100,000. The fire started
on the second floor of the Ellis block.

The following establishments were
burned out: Sligh & Tucker, three
immense stores; Sulzbacher & Sons,
jewelers; F. U. Take & Co., drug store;
Charles Bullman, shoe store; Florence
dispensary; the Banner and Messen-
ger newspaper oilice; Western Union
Telegraph oftice; Knights of Pythias
Castle hall and contents; Order Rail-
way Conductors, division room; H. F.
Gee, dentist; Dr. F. H. McLeod's cf-
fice; Farrell & Edwards, photograph
gallery; Launghlin's barber shop; 0. S.
Ellis, office and rooms; Mrs. Morgan,
millinery store.

The post oftice and the mail matter
was saved. The Central hotel caught,
but was saved without damage by fire.
Chase & Huldrow, general merchan-
dise, and the Central block were badly
damaged by water.

To add to the horror of this confla-
gration, George Williams, a printer, of
Darlington. who was sleeping in the
Ellis block, up-stairs, was eremate d.
The searchers found the charred body
at oneo’eclock. Insurance was butone-
half. Cause of fire unknown.

AN IMPROMPTU DUEL.

One Man Instantly Killed and the Other
Sent to the Hospital,

St. Lotis, Feb. 28.—In a ¢uarrel be-
tween Dr. Edward A, Dill, dentist, and
his assistant, Dr. J. J. Seaman, at the
rooms of the former, 503 Broalway,
yesterday. Seaman drew a double-
barrelled pistol, and almost with-
out warning shot Dill, the ball
taking effect in the latter's breast.
Seaman then fled down the stairs lead-
ing to the street. Dill, drawing a re-
volver, followed to the head of the
stairs, where he fired three shots at
his retreating antagonist, one of
which, taking effect in the small of
the back and entering the kidneys,
killed him.

The dead man was scht to the
morgue, 2nd Dr. Dill was taken to the
dispensary, and afterwards sent to the
hospital.

The story told by the survivor was
identical with that previomsly given
by Mrs. Lilian A. Carline, the only
witness of the affray, and seems to put
the blame upon Seaman.
