lowing oriental advices were received
here per steamer Empress of China,
which arrived yesterday morning:

The Hong Kong Telegraph has pub-
lished the startling telegram that Rus-
sia has intimated to Japan that sha
must withdraw from Formosa.
Whether this be true or not, it is a re-
markable fact that Russia has massed
at Vladivostock a strong fleet, and
100.000 men and vast stores of war ma-
terial. Russia's course is alluded to
sarcastically in the Japanese press as
a splendid policy of aggression.

The Eastern World says that Rus-
sia has practically turned Japan ont
of Corea and publishes a long article
under the heading of "It is Political
Hjpot ism," declaring that anything
short of hypotism of the most power-
ful order absolutely fails to explain
why all the world stands with folded
hands and in helpless apathy watches
the development of the gigantic plans
of Russia for the dominion of the east.

The guard of sailors at the Russian
legation in Corea has just been re-
lieved by a detachment of Russian in-
fantry. It is reported that Russia
has built a fort on Getsu-Fit- o island,
and that a gun is mounted on the Rus-
sian legation pointed toward the Jap-
anese consulate. This makes the
ignorant Coreans afraid of Russia and
contemptuous of Japan.

Lieut. Thurston, of the United
States cruiser Detroit, died of typhoid
fever at the American naval hospital,
Yokohama, June 10, and was bured
there with fnil naval honors.

A LIVELY BATTLE

at the quarries of the Cleveland Stone
Co. to-da-y resulted in the shooting to
death of Vinton Machusski and the
wounding of John Melosky, who can-
not survive the night. Joseph Wanx-oas- ki

and Antonie Totak sustained
flesh wounds which are not serious.

The battle between Sheriff Leek
with 40 deputies and 200 strikers oc-
curred at Westview, 'three miles from
Berea. The mob had driven ont the
workmen, and when ' the sheriff ar-
rived he ordered the mob to disperse.
They refused, and a shot was fired at
Deputy Carman. The sheriff then or-
dered his men to fire, and about sixty
shots were exchanged before the mob
fled. Machusski was helped to Berea,
where it was found he had been shot
from the back through his left lnng.
He died shortly after noon.

While the sheriff was fighting thl
battle the women assailed another
party of deputies at the scene of yes-
terday's riot, and put them to flight.

The sheriff early in the afternoon
asked for troops, and Co. P, of Cleve-
land, and D, of Berea, were called out.
Col. Kennan of the Ffth regiment be-
ing now in charge.

Henry Smith, the deputy who Ma-
chusski, in his ante-morte- m statement,
accused of firing the fatal shot, was
arrested and brought to the Cleveland
jail.

The streets are guarded to-nig- ht by
deputy sheriffs and the militia. The
people are wild with rage, and it is
feared serious trouble will occur to-
morrow, a3 the company is determined
to make an effort to start men to
work.

Recently the editor of the New York
Financial News printed the treasury
report, the figures of which give the
amount of money in circulation at
about 521 per capita. The editor went
on to say that if the amount of the
currency of the country had increased
in proportion to the business and ma-
turing wealth of the country, the per
capita amount of circulation would be
C100, and everything would be on a
high tide of prosperity.

But a correspondent of the Financial
News ia not satisfied with the treasury
report, which hides the real facts, and
sends to the editor the following,
which we commend to the careful at-
tention of our readers:

"In your to-da- issue in an article,
Our Limited Circulation, on the au-

thority of the secretary of the treas-
ury, you give the sum of 81,540,007,083
as the amount of money in circulation
(our total money stock), and which
would give a per capita of 21, as yon
fignrei t. I submit yon must deduct
from the total named the sum of $571,-000,0- 00

held locked up by law as na-
tional bank reserves. Does not that
reduce the per capita to, say, 14? Then
is there not another $100,000,000 of gold
held locked up by law in the treas-
ury, nominally to redeem irredeemable
greenbacks, but actually to enable the
monarchist governments of the out-
side world to replenish their coffers by
the easy method of exchanging unma-
tured corporate securities for it, thanks
to the New York stock exchange?
Then, is there not always at least $125,
000,000 held by the government? These
three items make the sum of $796,000,- -
000 not in circulation, and, taken from
the total, leaves the per capita circula-
tion $1L

"I will wait long enough for some
one to disprove the foregoing, and
then I will show further that the
actual per capita circulation is less
than $7. When these simple truths are
made known business men and other
sufferers may begin to realize 'what's
the matter with Hannah.'

Now, this correspondent is evidently
a business man or a financier who
thoroughly understands the situation.
There is no fact more notorious (and
we use the word in its old English
meaning) than that the treasury re-
ports are now and have been for years
artfully manipulated so as to conceal
even from the average business man
the real condition of the currency.

The correspondent of the New York
Financial News can easily show, to the
satisfaction of any person not an idiot
or stupidly selfish, that the actual
amount of currency in circulation in
this country at this time is less than
$7 per capita.

The contraction of the currency un-
der the single gold standard has been
so great that a number of national
banks, in spite of threats and protests
of the money power, have been com-
pelled, in self-defens- e, to take out more
circulation.
' These facts, so plain, so clear, and
so simple, ought to appeal to every
business man to study the money
question for himself and apply his
knowledge in defense of his own inter-
ests. Money is valuable only as it en-

ables the people to transact business
with each other. A dollar is simply a
tool of exchange. It is not a sound
dollar if it is so scarce that it robs busi-
ness men and producers of half their
profits and property of half its value.

ine results 01 expenuicuwiu
chinch bugs by spreading a fatal con-

tagions disease among them, made by
this station during the past four years,
have been quite satisfactory. Reporta
from all parts of the state indicate
that these insects have lived through
the winter in good condition, and are
now stirring actively. Unless the
weather is unfavorable for hatching
they are likely to do very great dam-
age to all crops without some concerted
action is taken to check them.

The Experiment station has every-

thing in readiness to again begin the
free distribution of infection, upon
condition that those who desire dis-mu- h

tmrrt will fund with their re
quests as large a quantity of fresh,
live bugs as possible. This is neces-
sary in order to keep up their sup-- .

ply of infection. Facilities for
distributing the infection have been
improved, so that if the farmers will
keep them supplied with bugs there
need be no delay in receiving the in-

fection immediately upon the receipt
of their request. Send your live bugs
and request for diseased ones to Prof.
J. M. Stedman, entomologist, or Direc-
tor H. J. Waters, both of Columbia

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silver means that neither the president
nor his secretary of tb treasury
would be allowed any longer to boy
cott the 428.000,000 of standard silver
dollars now in existence. ' The power
that could silver coinage
would compel the nse of silver with
gold in the redemption of greenbacks.
This would do away with the false pre
tense that bonds must be sold with
which to buy gold to redeem green
backs. It would remove the constant
menace by the gold gang that the le
gal tender quality shall be taken
away from the vast amount of silver
dollars now in existence. It would
add enough to the money in circula-
tion in the country each year to keep
pace with the increase of population
and the requirements of domestic ex-

changes. It would make all the silver
bullion in the world worth just ns
much as though it were already coined
into dollars. It would stop green-
backs from being presented for re-

demption at the treasury, because
Heidelbacb, Ickelheimer & Co. and
the rest of the breed of gold
speculators would be offered
silver when they demanded gold, and
they would not want it. Free coinage
would guarantee the stability of the
currency. The grinding contraction
now going on would cease. The bor-
rowed surplus in the treasury of near-
ly $200,000,000 would be expended in
grand public improvements, including
coast defenses, and thus be restored to
circulation among the people. It
would gradually raise the general
level of prices. The production of
wheat and other farm products would
be resumed on the former scale. Man-
ufacturers of every description would
no longer engage in mere hand-to-mou- th

production, but would manu-
facture for the requirements of the
coming year. This would give work
to those now in distress, and would
enable laboring people themselves to
buy what they do now without going
under the harsh compulsion of pov-
erty. The commerce between 45 states
would be resumed; railroads would be
taken out of the hands of receivers,
because they could again earn interest
on their debts and expenses, and
something more. Free coinage would
stop the borrowing of money in times
of peace for the purpose of obtaining
gold with which to pay obligations not
payable in gold.

In brief, free coinage would mean a
back seat for syndicates and their of-

ficial instruments a back seat for the
bears of the New York stock market,
and for the pawnbrokers throughout
the country. It would mean that
money would be more profitable when
invested in business enterprises than
when laid away in a napkin to breed
upon itself. It would mean fair play
among men, and only 100 cents on the
dollar in the payment of debts.

And free coinage is coming unless
bribery and corruption are stronger in
the land than the honest expression of
the people's will. Cincinnati Enquirer.

WHY IT FAILS.
Aa Eminent German Tells Why Ha Be-

lieves th Gold standard Will Be a Fail-
ure.
Dr. Otto Arendt, a distinguished

member of the Prussian house of depu-
ties and the acknowledged leader of
the bimetallism in the German silver
convention of 1894, discusses "The Out-
look for Silver" in the current number
of the North American Review, and
freely considers the chances of bimet-
allism in Europe and America. He
reaches the conclusion that the adop-
tion of bimetallism by all the leading
nations of the world is not aa far dis-
tant as many people believe, and He
points out very clearly the serious mis-
takes of any country now saddling
itself with the single gold standard.

Dr. Arendt points out why the gold
standard fails in a very clear manner.
That a universal gold standard might
be introduced is conceded, he says.
But that it is practically impossible to
obtain the gold, necessary for that pur-
pose is to-da-y admitted by the most
inveterate gold men. Accordingly,
the typical gold man of to-da- y always
demands the gold standard only for
his country. In London the say-
ing is that England must adhere
to the gold standard, but that it is
very much to be desired that tne rest
of the world should adopt bimetallism.
But the gold standard man of Germany
wishes to have his country in agree-
ment with England on the money
standard. Austria-Hungar- y does not
wish to depart from the German stand
ard, nor Bonmania from that of Aus
tria-Hungar- y; and thus the present
state of affairs necessarily leads to the
extension of the gold standard, which
is everywhere recognized as dangerous
and impossible. Duluth Herald.

Public confidence must he resumed and
the skill, the energy and the capital of our
country find ample employment at bom, sus-
tained, encouraged and defended against the
unequal competition and serious lsadvaaiaees
with which they are now contending.

It must be apparent to
all. regardless or past party ties or affiliations,
that It is our paramount duty to provide adequate
revenue for the expenditures of the govern-
ment economically and prudently adminis-
tered.

THE TRUTH OF IT.

A Banished Newspaper Artist Gives a
Inside Tlew of Cuban Affairs.

New Yoek, July 1. Thomas R.
Dawley, Jr., an artist from Harper
Bros., sent to Cuba some five months
ago, arrived here this morning on the
steamer Orizaba. Mr. Dawley, when
seen by a United Press reporter said
that the situation in Cuba was the
same when he left that it had been for
the past six weeks. The insurgents
etill occupied a large portion of the
island and seem to be equal in
strength to any of the Spanish
troops yet sent there. The real war
seems to be between Gen. Weyler and
the newspaper correspondents on the
island, said Mr. Dawley. lie described
Morro castle as being worse than any
prison he had ever seen. He claims
that a force sent against any of Gen.
Weyler's troops with a few dollars
worth of fireworks would capture any
fort in their possession, as the Span-
iards are the greatest lot of cowards
ever sent on a field of battle. As ia
stands at the present time, it looks as
though neither of the forces are anx-
ious to fight a decisive battle. The
Cubans seem to be waiting in hopes
of some favorable action on the part
of the United States.

The battles which the Spaniards re-
port as having taken place between
Spanish troops and insurgents are
nothing more than attacks by the
troops upon defenseless farmers,
which are afterward reported as vic-

torious engagements with the insur-
gents.

Mr. Dawley says that the insurgents
have food, clothing and ammunition
enough to last them a year, and from
present indications the Spanish will
never again have entire control of the
whole island.

t-service agents, under the direc
tion of Chief Hazen, this morning made
an important series of arrests
in the persons of Or.

At
the home of Mrs. Walter there was
captured a complete counterfeiting
outfit, consisting of photo engravings
of a $20 bill, some of the bills, the cop-
per plates and all the necessary para-
phernalia for etching the plates.

This is the most imporwint counter-
feiters' captnre that the secret service
has made in years, and is the result of
weeks of bard work on the part of the
ablest detectives in the secret service
of the government.

She was
the daughter of Lyman Beecher,
who came to Cincinnati to take
charge of Lane seminary. Harriet
was then a young girl. The home
of the Beechers is still standing.
It is situated at tha northeast
coroner of Forvker and Gilbert ave-
nues. It is an unpretending but com-
fortable two-stor- y brick structure, on
an elevation about ten feet higher
than the street. When the Beechers
lived there, all about was open field,
except in the rear where there was a
forest of magnificent beeches. The
only approach was a country road.
The present occupant is Rev. Dr.
Munford, editor of the Herald and
Presbyter.

After her marriage to Prof. Stowe
they built and lited in a house near
the Beecher homestead. Here it was
that their children were born, and
where she laid the foundation for her
great story, probably the most widely
read of all novels ever written. Sht
had ample opportunity to study the
slave life. Her family and friends
were deeply interested in the cause of
freedom. Many of the scenes in
"Uncle Tom's Cabin" were drawn from
real life and described almost at first
hand.
