Obitnary.

Capt. Carroll Romeyn Peck died at
the home of his son in Mount Wash-
ington, near Kansas City, Missouri,
July 4th, 1896. He was born ia 1331
at Batavia, Gennesee county, New
York. His father, Dr. Dorastus Peck,
was a pative of Rhode Island. The
family removed to Keosaugua, [owa,
when it was a new country, and there
the children grew up. In 1852 Dr.
Peck came to Missouri, first settling in
Fredericktown. (. R. Peck was one
of the first settlers of [ronton, and was
married in October, 1558, to Emily
Lindsay, daughter of Col. James Lind-
say, she dying several years ago, leav-
ing a family of two daughters and four
sons. All who have known Capt. Peck
will testify to bis integrity and kind-
heartedness. No cne ever appealed in
vaio to him in time of trouble, and
many are the housebolds in Irontom,
where his kindness has been shown in
times of sickness and dealh. His mis-
fortunes have been many for several
years past, bul no matter what wrongs
he has endured, his kind disposition
bas been shown in never utltering a
complaint. His sufferings have been
terrible for the past year, but he has
borne them without a murmur. His
vitality was something wonderful. His
sister, Mrs. B. k. Trow, died in Feb-
ruary last of the same discase—DBright’s
Disease—of this he was kept in igno-
rance.

In 1861 Capt. Peck took active
grounds in defence of the Union cause,
and co-opersted in all movements to
that end; was a working member of
the Union League, and was appointed
by President Lincoln Receiver of the
Land office when it was moved from
Jackson to Ironton. Was made adja-
tant of the 63th Militia Regiment and
participated with it in the field in all
engagements; was Post Provost Mar-
shal at Pilot Kaob and Irooton for a
time, and was afierwards appointed by
Presideat Lincoln District Provest
Marshal under the Draft Law. After
the close of the war he was Postmaster
at Ironton fora number of years, and
was elected by the Republicans to rep-
resent Iron county in the Legisiature
for one term. X X X.
