A telegram received at Port Town- -

send, Wash., on the 28th, from Wash
ington, D. C, stated that Maj. --Gen.

Prlsratfnl Effects of an Explosion of Xitro- -

Giycertne Eighty Quarts of the Stuff Lot
Go One Man Fatally Burned: Two Utn
ers Seriously Injured; a Team and En-
gine Blown to Atoms, and Three Towns
Badly Wrecked.
LotrcsvnxK, Ky Nov. 27. A special

from Anderson, Ind., to the Evening
Post, says:.

Chesterfield, Ind., was almost wiped
off the earth at an early hour by the
explosion of 80 quarts of nitro-
glycerine, which had been brought
overland from Montpelier and placed
in an open field, a half-mil- e from the
town. Marion Mansey and t am Ma- -

guire were working at a gas well near
by, when the explosion occurred. Man
sey was thrown 50 feet, but not fatally
injured. Maguire was thrown fully 100
feet in the air and badly lacerated,
bnt will recover. James Gold's house.
S00 rods distant, was torn to pieces.
The explosion tore a hole in the ground
down to the water line, and so far aa
is learned, it was spontaneous. A three- -
ton engine was torn to fragments, and
every living animal was killed instant
ly. The little town of Chesterfield is
mass of ruins. Every house was moved
from its foundation, windows shat-
tered, doors smashed in, every light
put out and the plastering shaken
from the walls. Several people were
shaken out of bed.

At Dalesville, two miles away, and
at Yorktown, five miles distant, the
damages was almost as great. Many
people were injured, and it is a miracle
that none were killed outright.

The jar of the explosion was felt for
15 miles in all directions. The gas in
the well was blown out and a work-
man named Cooper lit it and caused
another explosion in which he was
fatally burned.

The damage can not be estimated.

The warrant was sworn out
by George Jackson, a brother of the
murdered man, who alleges that Lat
shaw agreed to give Clarence M. Boyd,
one of the venire, drawn for the
second trial of Goddard, the sum of
859 to qualify as a juror and hang the
jury in the interest of the defendant.
Latshaw surrendered to Justice O. W.
Krueger and was released on a $500
bond signed by his brother, Ralph Lat-
shaw, who is one of Goddard's counsel.

ing That the Spanish Government May

Grant That Means Spanish Sover-
eignty Over Cuba Acceptable.

Aew York, Nov. 27. The Cuban
constituent assemDiy, wnicn met re-
cently at Camaguey to remodel the
constitution and elect a new president.
issued a manifesto which reached the
office of the Cuban junta in this city
yesterday. The document is dated
Layaya, October SO, and is signed by
Domingo Mendez Capote, as president
of the assembly. The manifesto is ad
dressed by "The representatives of
the Cuban people to all those who have
the independence and future welfare
of Cuba at heart."

j. ne aocument says that tne assem
bly, before adjourning, deemed it its
duty to proclaim, among other things.
that:

"No special laws, no political reform
or autonomy, nothing-- , in short, that
the Spanish government may be will
ing to grant that means Spanish sov'
ereignty over Cuba, shall be accepted
by the Cubans as a settlement of the
war.

"'Independence or death' is and
shall be the unalterable and sacred
motto of the Cubans.

"The Cubans have not resorted to
arms in order obtain any political
measure which does not once and for
all solve the Cuban question. That is
the reason we will accept nothing
short of absolute independence.

"It is our purpose to constitute an
independent state, orderly, prosperous
and happy, over the ruin of a wornout
colony.

" e are nrmiy determined to carry
on the war until victory or death
crowns our efforts."

LONG STRIKE ENDED.

Another Settlement In Which the Victors
are the Losers.

Chicago, iNov. 27. The coal mining
strike in the Northern Illinois district
ended yesterday. Twelve thousand
men have gone back to work in the Coal
City, Braidwood, Carbon Hill, ; Spring
Valley, Lodi, Seatonville, La Salle and
Oglesby field. One thousand men re
main out at Streator, the only point
where miners and operators have not
agreed. A settlement there is expected
within a week.

Victory is with the miners, although
they have not won all they asked.
Iheir chief demand was for a "mine
run price7' that is, a rate per ton as
tne coal comes from the mine, un
screened. This has been conceded in
some places. Where the rate remains
fixed oh the price per net ton a sub
stantial advance has been won. The
increase in wages all through the dis-
trict amounts, approximately, to 10
cents a ton over the schedule made last
May.

The strike has been on since July 4.
It started as a part of the general
strike ordered by the United Mine
Workers ol America.

The Pennsylvania and Ohio miners
settled their differences early in Sep
tember. In Indiana work was re-

sumed about the same time. The 30,-0- 00

miners in Illinois refused to ratify
the terms of the agreement made at
Columbus, O., and continued the
strike.

RIOTING IN PORTO RICO.

Drink and Enthusiasm Get Returned Pris
oners Into Trouble.

Havana, No. 27. Advices just re
ceived from Porto Rico say that a riot
occurred there Ihursday. It appears
that a steamer having on board a num
ber of political prisoners recently re--'

eased from the Spanish penal settle
ments on the African coast, in accord-
ance with the amnesty decree, arrived
there, and the liberated men were al
lowed to land. They soon found their
way to a drinking saloon, partook of
stimulants and began cheering for the
United States, crying "Hurrah for free
America." This demonstration was re-

sented by the crowds about the place,
and rioting followed. The police were
called upon to interfere and compel
the liberated men to

During the disturbance the police
captured the insurgent colonel Alipo
Sanchez, who is described as being in-
cognito in Porto Rico.

Senor Marcos Garcia, the governor
of Santa Clara, has arrived at Sagua in
order to be better able to judge of the
condition of the concentrados. From
this day on these unfortunate people
will receive rations.

The Spanish authorities yesterday
released from prison Thomas J. Jor
dan, a prisoner captured, according to
the allegations, after the landing of
an expedition by the American steamer
Three Friends, and Manuel Hernan
dez, who is said to have been a mem
ber of another filibustering expedi-
tion. Both men were under sentence
of death.

The Winter Government Coutlnnlng to Re
deem Its Pledges.

Admiral Sib Augustus Fhtt.t.imqre,
KCB., retired, died in London on
the 25th. He was born in 1822, was
made a rear admiral in 1874, a vice-admi- ral

in 1879 and an admiral in 1884.
He retired from the service in 1M37.

The Madrid Imparcial strongly op-

poses the granting of tariff autonomy
to Cuba, declaring that unless Spanish
products are admitted to that island on
preferential terms, geographical con-

ditions will compel the peninsula to re-

nounce the Cuban market.

The grand jury.convened in special
session in Taunton, Mass., on the 22d,
found indictments against W. Shay
and Frank Ford, common councilmen
of Fall River, for soliciting bribes in
connection with the awarding of con
tracts for furnishing a school.

Cits. Wryi.EH. addressing a number
i fm'onria shortlv after his arrival

in Barcelona, expressed great regret at
his recall from Cuba, adding that he
was particularly annqyed at the atti-
tude of certain newspapers, which de
clared he favored the insurgents.

At the Metropolitan M. E. church in
Washington, where President McKin-le- y

attended services on the 25th, Rev.
D. S. Johnston read the Thanksgiving
proclamation of the president and said
that.in issuing it, the president showed
piety and wisdom which augured well
for the nation.

The president, in his forthcoming
messacre. wilL it is expected, devote
more attention to Alaska than has
been given to the big territory since its
purchase. It is known that the execu-

tive will recommend speedy legislation
to secure the best possible government
for the territory.

Mb. Chables M. Loring. the father
of the Minneapolis (Minn.) park sys-

tem and a prominent miller, who was
forced to make an assignment some
two years ago on account of indorse-
ments, has affected a settlement with
the return to him of a material por-

tion of his estate.

The London Bimetallic league is
about to issue a manifesto denning its
position and policy in view of the re-

cent negotiations between the United
States monetary commission and the
British government The executive
committee of the league is divided on
the question of ratio.

The Cuban constituent assembly,
which met recently at Camaguey to re-

model the constitution and electa new
president, issued a manifesto which de-

clared, among other patriotic senti-
ments, that " 'Independence or death'
is and shall be the unalterable and
acred motto of the Cubans."

The great trial, in the City of Mexico,
of Arroyo's murderers terminated, on
the 23d, when sentence of death was
pronounced on ten of the police off-
icials and policemen concerned in the
butchery of the hapless wretch who
recently made an audacious attempt
on the life of President Diaz.

The countess of Lathom, while re-

turning from a shooting party, on the
23d, was thrown out of the trap and
killed near Wig an, Lancashire. The
countess was formerly Lady Alice Vil-lier- s,

second daughter of the fourth
earl of Clarendon. She was married
to the earl of Lathom in 1860.

Exports of general merchandise from
the port of New York, for the week
ended on the 23d. were valued at $10,-041,4-

against 87,478,063 in the preced-
ing week, and 57,721,265 in the corre-
sponding week of last year; and since
January 1, $350,623,889. against $334.-840,8- 17

in the corresponding period of
last year.

The five survivors of the crew of the
alleged filibuster Competitor, recently
pardoned and released from Spanish
prisons in Cuba, arrived at New York,
on the 22d. on the steamship Saratoga.
The description of these mental and
physical wrecks of former men and
American citizens, as furnished by the
press dispatches, was pitiable in the
extreme.

The coal mining strike in the north-
ern Illinois district ended on the 26 th,
12,000 miners going back to work in
the Coal City, Braidwood, Carbon Hill,
Spring Valley, Lodi, Seatonville, La
Salle and Oglesby field. Ooe thousand
men remained out at Streator. The
settlement was the result of a com-
promise. The strike had lasted nearly
five months.

Marshal Blanco, the captain-gener- al

of Cuba, has been authorized by
the government at Madrid to sign a
credit of $100,000, to be devoted to the
immediate relief of the suffering peas-
ants who have been gathered in the
vicinity of the towns occupied by the
Spanish troops, as a precautionary
measure, and who have been suffering
hardships and privation.

The clause in relation to the tariffs
In the Spanish government's proposed
scheme of autonomy for Cuba provides
for the creation of a mixed commission
to be composed of Cubans and Span-
iards, which is to fix the tariffs. The
rates fixed by the commission are to be
adopted by the Cuban chamber of dep-
uties and then approved by the cortes
before they become effective.

Over S00 American men and women
and a few English guests celebrated
Thanksgiving day by a dinner in
London on the evening of the 25th.
The party included John Hay, the
United States ambassador and his wife
and daughter; Ueury White, secretary
of the United States embassy, and
many other noted personals. Many
happy speeches were made.

They will open big hotels
and gambling resorts from St. Michaels
to Dawson and at Dye a, Weangel and
Juneau.

Joux Denmark, a farmer, was shot
while sitting in his arm chair in the
dining-roo- m of his home near Van
Etten, N. Y., on the 21st The muzzle
oi a aoubie-oarrele- d snotgun was
forced through the glass in a window.
and at short range the murderer in the
dark blazed away with both barrels.

Angel Paz, who betrayed the Cuban
Gen. Castillo to the Spaniards for 85,- -
000. was recently captured by the in
surgents on his way to Cienfuegos,
tried by a drumhead court-marti- al and
hanged.

Capt. Leonard A. Lovebiso, of the
Fourth infantry, stationed at Fort
Sheridan, 111., appeared before a court- -
martial at that post, on the 22d, to
stand trial on the charge of "conduct
prejudicial to good order and military
discipline," the specific charge being
the causing of Private Hammond to be
dragged over the ground by the heels
from the guard house to the office of
the regimental adjutant.

A sentence oi six years ana six
months each, at hard labor, in the
eastern penitentiary and the costs of
the prosecution was imposed by Judge
Butler, in the United States district
court at Philadelphia, on the 22d,
upon John B. Meixell, er, and
Willie E. Hoch, ex-tell- er of the South
Bethlehem (Pa.) national bank, both
of whom pleaded guilty to embezzle
ment.

Mbs. O'Reilly, widow of the late
John Boyle O'Reilly, the patriot, poet
and editor, died at her home in Boston,
on the 22d, of pneumonia.

The United States torpedo boat Por
ter arrived at Savannah, Ga., on the
22d, to arrange for a visit of the Erics
son. The Porter made the trip from
Port Royal in three hours.

Os the 23d Assistant Secretary Roose-
velt submitted to the secretary of
the navy the report of Lieut. Gibbons,
who has charge of naval militia mat
ters. The report speaks in high terms
of the operations of the naval militia
and is approved by Mr. Roosevelt.

Two schooners left Boston, on the
23d, bound for the Klondike. The Nel-
lie Coleman, which carried two passen
gers, will take her owner, Adelbert E.
Claflin, aboard when she reaches Seat
tle, Wash. The Stowell Sherman had
12 passengers, who constitute a co
operative organization.

Herbert Wiswall, a Boston capi
talist, who fell down a stairway in the
Grand theater at Atlanta, Ga., recent-
ly, died on the 23d. An inquest by the
coroner's jury found that the fall was
accidental. The remains were shipped
to Boston.

Emeline H. Rudd, widow of Commo
dore John Rudd, United States navy.
was arraigned in court at New Brigh-
ton, Staten Island, on the 23d, to an
swer to the accusation of stealing a
quantity of jewelry from a house in
which she had recently boarded. Mrs.
Rudd admitted that she had taken the
property, but said that she could not
tell why she had done so.

The steamer Moana of the Union
Steamship Co., of New Zealand, which
sailed from Sydney, N. S. W., on the
23d, for San Francisco, carried 275,000
in gold.

Br an explosion in a fireworks fac
tory at Schoenhausen-Allee- , Germany,
on the 23d, one man and two girls were
killed and seven other persons were in
jured.

Iit reply to a statement recently
made by Minister Da Lome, Gen. Go-
mez, chief of the insurgent army in
Cuba, charges Spain with the destruc-
tion of $77,000,000 worth of Cuban prop-
erty, and with the wanton destruction
of the lives of 115,000 pacificos.

Frank A. Novak, who was chased
22,000 miles and finally captured at
Dawson City, in the Klondike gold re
gion, was convicted at Cedar Kapids,
la., on the 23d, of murder in the second
degree for the killing of Edward Mur
ray, and sentenced to ten years' impris
onment.

The bonded warehouse of the Ravens-woo- d

Distilling Co., at St. Louis, was
burned, on the night of the 23d, and
with it 200,000 gallons of spirits. The
loss will exceed $100,000. The distil-
lery buildings were saved.

Prince Henrt of Prussia, brother of
Emperor William, is to take command
of the German squadron in Chinese
waters.

John E. Liggett, former president of
the Ligggett & Meyers Tobacco Co.,
and one of the wealthiest residents of
St. Louis, died, on the night of the 23d,
of herrtdisease. Mr. Liggett was born
in St Louis in 1826. He was noted for
his charities, both public and private.

In the special congressional election
in the Sixth Illinois district on the
23d, Henry S. Boutelle (rep.) was elect-
ed by a plurality of 853, and a majority
over the other three candidates of 144.

Lieut. Jabvis, who is to lead the
overland - expedition for the relief of
the imprisoned whalers, arrived at
Seattle, Wash., on the 25th.

An interesting game of football was
played at Annapolis, Md., on the
24th, between the naval cadets and
the young officers of the White squad-
ron. Neither side scored in the first
half, but the superior training of the
cadets was evident when they made
two touchdowns in the second. The
game wound up in a fight for posses-
sion of the squadron flag.

Their Authorship Not Vt Certain, bat At-

tributed by Oas of the Vice-Preside-

or the Senate to Comte Ferdinand
mad Walsla Ksterhasy.

Pakis, Nov. 29. The Figaro haa
caused a sensation in connection with
the Dreyfus affair by publishing sev-

eral letters purporting to have bfen
written by Comte Ferdinand and Wal-si- n

Esterhazy, who has been accused
by M. Scheruer-Kestne- r, one of the
vice-preside- of the senate, of being
the author of the letter which led to-th- e

condemnation of Dreyfus.
In one of them after expressing his

intention to enter the Turkish service,
Comte Esterhazy is represented as say-
ing:

"I shall not leave without having
played a trick of my own on those
amiable Frenchmen."

Other passages illustrating the char-
acter of the letters follow:

Our cowardly and ignorant great
chiefs will go once more to people Ger--
man prisons."

"I should be perfectly happy if I
were told I was to be killed
as a captain of uhlans sabering French-
men."

"I am capable of great things or
crimes if that could avenge me. I
would not harm a little dog. but I
would have a hundred thousand French-me- n

killed with pleasure."
Comte Esterhazy proceeds to say

that Frenchmen are not worthy of
the cartridges intended to kill them,"'
and he conjures up a "dream of festiv-
ity" in the snape of the pillage of Paris-b-

a hundred thousand drunken sol
diers.

Interviewed by reporters yesterday
as to the publication in the Figaro of
letters purporting to be of his author-
ship, Comte Esterhazy displayed great-indignatio-

and declared that they
were forged by the friends of Drey-
fus, who, he said, had taken words
and sentences from his letters and.
pieced them together by a process with
which he was acquainted. He said also
that he had been warned some days
back that such a publication would be
made.

Le Jour doubts the authenticity of
the letters.

Shortly after Figaro appeared, Comte
Esterhazy visited Gen. Pellieux, who
was appointed by Gen. Saussier, the
military governor of Paris, to conduct
the investigation of the charges which
have been brought against him and
protested against what he alleges is a.
fresh calumny.

A semi-offici- al note says that Gen.
Pellieux' investigation was almost fin-
ished, but that he will now examine
into the authenticity of these letters,,
when he will act with absolute impar-
tiality, and see to it that satisfaction is
given to the army, to justice and to
truth.

Gen. Pellieux interrogated Col. Pic--
quart, who was summoned from Tunis
in connection with the Dreyfus affair,
and whose statements were reported
to be the basis of the accusations orig-
inally against Comte Esterhazy.

As cabled to the press Saturday the
Figaro of that day said Gen. Pellieux.
had seized letters written by Comte
Esterhazy to several persons, in which.
the writer had insulted and violently
attacked the heads of the French army.
According to the Intransigeant of Sat
urday, CoL Picquart had been sen
tenced to 30 days' detention in a fort-
ress for his reflections on Comte Ester
hazy. Prior to the Figaro's publica
tion of the letters referred to in the
foregoing dispatch, it was understood
in Paris that the result of Gen. Pel-lieux- 's

inquiry would be announced to-
morrow (Tuesday) to Gen. Billot, min-
ister of war.

Capt. Howe Proposes to Move Upon th
Wichita Reservation January lO.

Kansas City, Mo., Nov. 29. A
special to the Times from Wichita,,
Kas., says:

"Capt, F. L. Howe has designated
January 10 as the day for his boom'"
to move upon the Wichita reservation
if no action toward opening it shall be
taken by congress by that, date. The
instructions of Secretary Bliss that
the Indian police be reinforced by
regular troops if necessary has made
Howe furious."

"Damn the Indian police," said
Howe yesterday in advising his men.
All we want is our rights according

to law, and the law allows us to go
into the Wichita mountains. We pro-
pose to go about this matter peaceably.
We shall ask congress, when that body
convenes, to open the reservation, or
allow us to go into the mountains and
take claims. We shall wait a reason
able time, and if our petition is
not granted we shall move upon the
land. I've got the men to do it, and if
these Indian police or Agent Baldwin
interferes there will be graves all over
the reservation and many a regular
will lie down with the rest, too, if the .

federal troops interfere. There is na
use to agitate the matter, but the fed-

eral authorities may as well be in-

formed as to our intentions."
Howe is regarded by many as a via

ionary crank.
