American Battle Ship Destroyed.
The American battle ship Maine
was blown up io the Havana harbor
Tuesday night ahout ter o'clock. ‘I'wo
hundred and fifty-eight seamen were
lost. while the ship is a total wreck.
The cause of the explosion is not yet
known but the officials at Washington
are positive that it wasnotan accident.

The course of the nation will be gov-
eroed by the result of divers' investi-
gations. Divers arrived in Havapa
Wednesday and their report will be
made public to-day. Captain Sigsbee,
in command of the ill-fated ship, re-
fuses to ascribe either accident or de-
sizn as the cause of the disaster until
the Maice’s hull has been examined.
Prominent men anoounce openly their
bhealief that treachery was the cause of
the battleship’s destruction. The nation
is aroused and the gratest excitement
and indigoation prevail amoog Ameri-
cans everywhere. Pending the inves-
tigation President McKinley refuses to

send another warship to Havana.
