This
latter amount is ample to meet all the
incidental ex peaces for the coming
year. Out of the Teachers Fund two
months' salaries are yet to be paid
$480 which will leave to its credit at
the end of the present school year
$2051.04. To this, during the coming
year, will be added from the State and
other sources, not less than $500
making $2551.04 to meet next year's
outlay for teachers, without one cent's
levy from the taxpayers of the district,
For an eight montns' school the cost
for teachers will be $1920, leaving in
the treasury at the end of the echoo
year May 1, 1901, over six hundred
dollars to the credit of the Teachers
Fund. The tax-paye- rs are to be con
gratulated that no levy whatever is
necessary to tbe running of the Ironton
Public Schools for the coming year
