Russia is in China strictly forhusi
ness," and Bhe is evidently straining
all her efforts to get in on the ground
floor in the carving up of the Flowery
Kingdom, which seems inevitable.

If by means of her large military and
naval forces Russia can succeed at the
start in getting control of the.situation
in and around Peking, suppressing the
"Boxers' " insurrection and assuming
a protectorate over China, with the
connivance and consent of the empress
dowager, she will have won the first
rubber in the game she has so long
been playing.

That some such plan as this actuates
the czar's government is plain, from
the attitude of aloofness Russia has as-

sumed in landing troops and marines
near Tien-Tsi- n, in attacking thejlfox-ers,- "

and, moreover, in the' firing re-

quest of her charge d'affairs at Wash-
ington to our government, not io co-

operate as an ally with England in any
movement in China.

While Great Britain is on hand with
a squadron of warships and Germany,
Italy and the United States are near
the scene of trouble in like force, and
have each landed a few hundred ma-

rines, Russia has an available army of
several thousand men ready to take a
hand in the fighting, beside quite a 5

strong squadron of war vessels availa
ble for immediate hostilities.

The only strong close-at-han- d mili
tary iorce toe Muscovite power in
inina aas to a read lor tne moment is
Japan, which has a powerful fleet of
warships in Chinese waters and a well
equipped and seasoned army, which
she can jour into China almost as
quickly as Russia can concentrate her
land forces about the Chinese capital

Japan is spoiling for a fight with
Russia, to settle up old scores growing
out of the China-Japanes- e war, add
having the unmistakable backing of
England, the present montbmay see
the wiry little Japs mixing conclusions
with the big limbed soldiers from the
valleys of the Don and Dneiper.

tween these belligerent nations, ready

RULES.

The Judges and Clerks of the elec-
tion will be sworn not to violate the
secrecy of the ballot; and the former
to take charge of the ballots and poll-boo- ks

and cause them to be safely and
speedily delivered at the county seat
to the chairman of the Executive Com-
mittee.

Judges will not permit illegal vot-
ing, and in cases of doubt as to age.
residence, or other legal qualifications,.
they will cause the voter to be sworn.

No voter will be permitted to cast
his ballot at any other than the town-
ship in which he resides. Judges will
see this rule strictly enforced.

Only known Democrats and those
who will pledge themselves to support
the Democratic County Ticket will be
permitted to vote at this election. And
Judges will see that this rule is rigid-
ly enforced.

All Democrats who are not yet of
age, but who will be legal voters at
the time of the General Election in
November, 1900, are entitled to vote
at this Primary.

1900, and that the name of no candi-
date who has not paid his assessment
at that dale shall be placed upon the
ticket.
