Subse-
quently ibe gunboat Callao, com-
maoded by Lieutenant George B.
Bradshaw, shelled Oroquietv, burning
the warehouses. Ope of the crew was
killed.

It will be remembered that when
General Lawton was killed lo battle
that our soldies swooped down on a
village, maoy miles away, and mur-
dered several bundred innocent peo-
ple, regardlesa of age or sex.

Estimates given out by the Treasury
Department fix the cost to date of the
Philippine war at §186,678,000. This
covers the period since Feb. 6, 1899,
when the so-called insurrection broke
out.

As a mere commercial undertaking
the Philippine enterprise is not profit~
able. The enormous cost acknowledged
in this estimate is not balanced by a
single advantage. American trade in
the archipelago has not yet even be-
gun. After taking out the liquor bus-
iness and deductiog the values of mil-
itary supplies there is nothiug to show
that our commerce has been augment~
ed a dollar’s worth by the American
occupation.

If the end of the war were in sight
there might be ground for hope that
the resources of the islands might be
exploited for Lhe benefit of Americana.
But all accounts now agree that the
struggle will probably continue indefi-
nitely, and the cost will not diminish
but rather grow greater.

Thus as a commercial proposition,
the venture is not defensible. Putttog
aside all questions of sentiment
and principle and thioking only of
dollars and cents, where is the profit
in this enterprise?

The Treasury statement is a telling
argument against the administration
policy.—St. Louis Post-Dispalch.
