Satara’s Ninth Satellite.

Proc«. Pickering, of the Harvard ob-
sesvatory, bas discovered a ninth sat-
ellite revolving around the plapet Sat-
urn. The eighth satellite was discov-
ered at the Harvard observatory by
Prof. Bond in 1845. The new satellite
was found with the aid of photography,
its image appearing among the stars on
four plates exposed in the Bruce pho-
tographic telescope at the Harvard sta-
tion near Arequipa, Peru. It is exceed-
ingly faint, being estimated at magni-
tude 1574. Its distance from the planet
is 314 times greater than that of The
outermost satellite of Saturn hitherto
known, or about 7,787,000 miles.

PRESERVING EGGS.

Formula Used by Specolators and
Dealers Engaged in the Business
on m Large Scale.

Numerous methods of preserving
eggs are in use. The idea of all of them
is to keep air out of the eggs, as by
such absence of oxygen decay can be
arrested for a considerable length of
time, especially if the eggs are perfect-
ly fresh at the start and are kept in
a cool. dark place. The standard meth-
od most used by speculators and deal-
era is to put eggs in lime water. The
process is as follows, this recipe having
been widely sold at five dollars under
pledge of secrecy: Take two gallons of
water, 12 pouncs of unsiaked lime and
four pounds of salt, or in that propor-
tion according to the quantity of eggs
to be preserved. Stir several times
daily and then let stand until the liquid
has settled and is perfectly clear. Draw
or carefully dip off the clear liquid,
leaving the sediment at the bottom.
Take for the above amount of liquid
five ounces each of baking soda, cream

of tartar, salipeter and boraz and an |

ounce of alum. Pulverize and mix these
and dissolve in one gallon of boiling
water and add to the mixture about 20
galions of pure lime water. This will
about fill a cider barrel.

I If you are going to raise draft horses
see what kind of breod mare you have,
| Dont iry to raise a draft horse from
8 1.000 or 1,i00-pound trotting snare.
Select your largest mares and tross
them with the breed you like best,
a pure-bred draft horse, whether he is
imported or American bred, you must
get size and quality. If you are going
: to breed carriage or conch horses. se-
lect your mares that have size and
quality, and cross them with the very
| best earriage horse you can. [ am not
going to point cut the particular breed
you should Eave. Among our American
| trotters we can get as good a type of
coach horse as there is in the world, if
we look to size and quality, but there
| are not enough of them. If American
| peopie had paid as much attention to
producing good carriage horses as they
have to producing speed, and speed
ialone. we would have the best coach
and carriage horses of any nation in
the worid. and have a na-
tional reputation for producing car-
| ringe horses equal to the one we have
had for producing little trotters. That
bas been the one great trouble with the
men who have been raising trotting
horses, they have lost sight of every-
thing except the speed and the speed
pedigree, and the result in many cases
has been that pot one in 25 has been
fit to put on the market to sell for any
kind of legitimate use. Get the idea
of trying to raise trotting horses out
of your head; if he ean’'t do anyvthing
but trot you do not want him. because
you would do more harm to yvourself
and vour family in a financial and a
{ moral way than anything you ean do
on the farm. But if vou have a good
standard trotting mare, and can eross
her with a good French or German
coach or standard bred horse you can
make money in raising coach or car-
riage horses. Such horses are sell-
ing all the way from $130 to $1.500.
They weigh from 1,150 to 1.250
pounds, and stand from 15%;, to 18
hands high, with all of the style and
nice, easy action that vou ecan get in
a horse, not a low shuffling gait, but
one that gets his feet up and shows
nice knes action and nice hock action.
That will give you an idea of the kind
of horse that I think is advisable for
the farmer to raise. You may have

Not over
one good rooster should be kept on any
farm, and that one cooped and mated
with not to exceed ten hens, the egge
from those hens to be kept expressiy
for hatching. The other hens should
be kept especially for eggs for market
or table use, and no rooster should be
allowed among them. On the ordinary
