TO PUPILS AND PARENTS.

One of the most potential aids to
success is the proper valuation of time.
To understand the worth of ap hour
and to employ so many of them every
day to the best of one’s ability, is the
surest way that has ever yet been de-
vised to accomplish results. Those
who thoroughly realize this early, and
conscientionsly make the most of their
time, are those who get the best outof
life and make the most for others.
The habitual wasters of time are not
amoog those whose names are in the
lists of the successful. Time judicious-
ly used accomplishes wonders; thrown
away, it has rendered inefficient much
talent and great ability.

There is no one 80 cleyer that he
can get away from fundamental prin-
ciples; whoever transgresses a law
must pay the penalty, and time that is
wasted cap never be recalled. There
is just so much substance of a life,
gone, that nothing can bring back.
Just as there is no man strong enough
to neglect the rules of healtb, so there
is no man able enough to neglect the
rules of health, so there is no man able
enough to make up for wasted time.
With all the progress that the centu-
ries have made, we as individuals are
still governed by the same laws that
the first man found he must obey.
Time was divided for him iuto day,
when he must “‘earn his bread by the
sweat of his brow,” and night, which
was made for his rest. It is in the
hours of recreation that one man's
condition differs from that of another.
These are govered by eircumstances;
but whatever his hours of work are,
they should be used for the purpose
for which they were intended. The
penalty for their misuse is often severe.

I believe there are but few people
who inlenlionally waste their time.
All of us do so at times unconsciously,
and some who do so persistently would
be much surprised to be accdused of
such a fault. The trouble with most
people goes right back to my first
priociple—that they do not properly
realize the virtues of an hour, or the
possibilities of a day properly expend-
ed. The immortal Dante did, and
forewarned us long ago that ““He who
knows most, grieves most for wasted
time.” The student in school should
not be quite so prone as he isto let the
hours slip through his fingers, he
should know thoroughly well the value
of that of which he is wasting.

Time that s not well divided is some-
times as effectually wasted as that
which is idled away with no purpose
at all, for order is and always will be
«‘Heaven's first law.” Method econo-
mizes time, and as time is ihe capital
of those who follow our profession,
who should be more saving, morc ten-
acious of his time, than the student.
Every hour that he saves and puts to
judicious use means just so much
money, so much more of success to
him.

I wish that every pupil would ask
himself this question: ‘Do I honestly
aod consclentiously devote enough
time to my work, every single day,
and in an orderly and intelligent a
way a8 I know bow to do?” If the an-
swer in any case is No, then he would
do something which would be & lasting
benefit to himself and incidentally a
gratification to me personally by try-
ing for the month of October to look
carefully after his timie, and see that
none of it is wasted. <A man that is
young in years may be old in hours if
he has lost no time.”
