That at the general election to be Jieldon the Tuesday next following the firstMonday In November, A. D. nineteen hun-
dred, the following amendment to theconstitution of the state of Missouri au-
thorizing the appropriation bv the gen-
eral assembly from the sinking fund forthe purpose of exhibiting the resources,products and Industries of Missouri in thecelebration of 4he Louisiana purchase
centennial, shaft be submitted to thequalified voters of the state.

Proposed Amendments to the
! Constitution of Missouri.

FIRST CONSTITUTIONAL AMEND-
MENT.

JOINT AND CONCURRENT RESOLU-
TION NO. 7 to repeal section 12 of
article 2 of the constitution and adopt
In lieu thereof a new section.

Be it resolved by the Senate, the House of Rep- -
retentativet concurring therein:
That at the general election to be held
n Tuesday next following the first Mon-

day in November. A. D. 1300, that the
following amendment to the constitutionof the state of Missouri concerning prose-
cution for crime be submitted to the quali-
fied voters of said state, to wit: Strikeout the whole of section 12 of article 2 of
the constitution of the state of Missouri,
and adopt in lieu thereof a new section,
to be known as section 12, article 2, ofpaid constitution, and to be in words andfigures as follows:

Section 12. No person shall be prose-
cuted criminally for felony or misde-
meanor otherwise than by "indictment or
Information, which shall be concurrent
remedies, but this shall not be construed
to apply to cases arising in the land or
naval forces or in the militia when in
actual service in time of war or public
danger. k

SECOND CONSTITUTIONAL AMEND-
MENT.

JOINT AND CONCURRENT RESOLUt
TION submitting to the qualified voters
of the state of Missouri an amendment' to the constitution thereof concerning
revenue and taxation.

Me it Resolved by the House ot Representatives,
the S'.nate concurring n:

That at the general election to be held
on Tuesday next following the first Mon-
day in November, A. D. 1900, the follow-
ing amendment to the constitution of the
state of Missouri, concerning revenue and
taxation, shall be submitted to the quali-
fied voters of said state, to wit:

Section 1. In addition to taxes author-
ized to be levied for county purposes un-
der and by virtue of section eleven, ar-
ticle 10 of the constitution of this state,
the county court in the several counties
of this state not under township organi-
zation, and the township board of direc-
tors In the several counties under town-ph- lp

organization, may in their discretion,
levy and collect a special tax not exceed-
ing fifteen cents on each one hundred
dollars valuation, to be used for road
and bridge purposes, but for no other
purpose whatever: and the power hereby
given said county courts and township
boards Is declared to be a discretionary
power. This constitutional amendment
shall not apply to the cities of St. Louis,
Kansas City and St. Joseph.

THIRD CONSTITUTIONAL AMEND
MENT.

SENATE JOINT AND CONCURRENT
RESOLUTION submitting to the quali-
fied voters of Missouri an amendment

' to the constitution thereof, concerning
taxation.

Be it resolved by the Senate, the House of Rep'
retentativet concurring therein:
That at the general election to be held

In this state on the first Tuesday after
the first Monday in November, A. D. 1900.
there shall be submitted for adoption
to the qualified voters of the state, the
following constitutional amendment, to
wit:

Section 1. That article ten (10) of the
constitution of the state of Missouri be
and the same is hereby amended by add-
ing thereto two (2 new sections, to be
known as sections 22 and 23. which are In
words and figures as follows:

Section 22. A mortgage, deed of trust,
contract or other obligation by which a
debt is secured, shall, for the purposes
of assessment and taxation, be deemed
and treated as an interest in the property
affected thereby, except as to railroad
and other quasi public corporations, for
which provision has already been made
by law; in case of debts so secured, the
value of the property affected by such
mortgage, deed of trust; contract or obli-
gation, less the value of such security,
shall be assessed and taxed to the owner
of the property. In the manner herein-
after to be provided by law, and the
value of such security shall be assessed
and taxed to the owner thereof, in the
county, city or other local subdivision
In which the property affected thereby is
situate. The taxes so levied shall be a
lien upon the property and security, and
may be paid by either party to such se-
curity; if paid by the owner of the se-
curity, the tax so levied upon the prop-
erty affected thereby shall become a part
of the debt so secured; if the owner of
the property shall pay the tax so levied
on such security, it shall constitute a
payment thereon, and to the extent of
such payment a full discharge thereof:
Provided, that in all such cases the in-
terest of the owner of the security, as
well as that of the owner of the property
affected by such mortgage, deed of trust,
contract or obligation, shall be assessed
on terms equally fair and Just. If the
note or other obligation secured, is en-
titled to a credit by payment made on the
principal thereof, the assessable value-o- f

the owner of the security, upon the fact
being made known to the assessor prior
to the assessment, shall be diminished
by the amount of such payment, and the
assessable value of the owner of the land
or other property, correspondingly in-
creased, the intent hereof being to place
those interested in any way in such land
or other property, on the plane of abso-
lute equality as to taxation.

Section 23. Every contract hereafter,
made by which a debtor is obligated to

any tax or assessment on moneyfay or on any mortgage, deed of trust,
or other lien, shall, as to any interest
specified therein and as to such tax or
assessment, be null and void, i

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SIXTH CONSTITUTIONAL AMEND-
MENT.

JOINT AND CONCURRENT RESOLU-
TION No. 8 amending section 8 of ar-
ticle 2 of the constitution by adding a
proviso thereto.

Be it resolved b i the Senate, the House of Rep-rrsn'at-

concurring therein:
That at the general election to be held

on Tuesday next following the first Mon-
day in November, A. D. 1900, that the
following amendment to the constitution
of the state of Missouri, concerning grand
juries, be submitted to the qualified voters
of said state, to wit: Amend section 23
of article 2 of the constitution of the state
of Missouri bv the addition thereto, after
the word "bill," in the last line of said
section, the following: "Provided, how-
ever, that no grand Jury shall be con-
vened except upon an order of a Judge
of a court having the power to try and
determine felonies, but when so assembled
such grand jury shall have power to in-
vestigate and return indictments for all
character and grades of crime;" so that
said section, if so adopted, shall read as
follows: .

Section 2S. Trial by Jury Inviolate-Gra- nd
Jury, Twelve Men. The right of

trial by Jury, as heretofore enjoyed, shall
remain inviolate; but a jury for the trial
of criminal or civil cases, in court not
of record, may consist of les3 than twelve
men. as may be prescribed by law. Here-
after a grand Jury shall consist of twelve
men, any nine of whom concurring may
find an indictment or a true bill: Pro-
vided, however, that no grand Jury shall
be convened except upon an order of a
Judge of a court having the power to try
and determine felonies; but when so as-
sembled such grand Jury shall have
power to investigate and return indict-
ments for all character and grades of
crime.

SEVENTH CONSTITUTIONAL AMEND-
MENT.

JOINT AND CONCURRENT RESOLU-
TION to amend section 28 of article 2
of the constitution of the state of Mis-
souri.

Be it retolved by the Honne of Repretentativet,
the Senate concurring therein:
That at the general election to be held

on the Tuesday next following the first
Monday In November, A. D. 1900, the fol-
lowing amendment to the constitution
of Missouri, concerning the grand
Jury and right of trial by jury shall be
submitted to qualified voters of said state,
to writ: That section 28 of article 2 of
the constitution of the state of Missouri,
be amended by adding after the word
"law," In line three of said section, the
following: "and that a two-thir- ds ma-
jority of such number prescribed by law
concurring may render a verdict in all
civil cases. And that in the trial by Jury
of all civil cases in courts of record, three-fourt- hs

of the members of the jury con-
curring may render a verdict;" so that
said section of the constitution, when
amended, shall read as follows, to wit:

Section 28. The right of trial by jury,
as heretofore enjoyed, shall remain in-
violate, but a jury for the trial of civil
and criminal cases in courts not of record,
may consist of less than twelve men as
may be prescribed by law; and that a
two-thir- ds majority of such number pre-
scribed by law concurring may render a
verdict in all civil cases; and that in the
trial by jury of all civil cases in courts
of record three-fourt- hs of the members
of the jury concurring may render a ver-
dict. Hereafter a grand jury shall con-
sist of twelve men, any nine of whom
concurring may find an Indictment or a
true bill.
