Commander Lucien Young. captain
of the port of Havana, on the 20th,
called for proposals for removing the
wreck of the Maine from the bottom
of Havana harbor. The bids will be
opened December 15 next. The con-
tractor will be allowed until April 1
to remove the material, and must en-
gage to use no explosives.

The official returns from Eansas, by
counties, made public on the 20th,
show that the total vote of the state
was 349.917.

Upwards of sixty persons were
killed and many scores injured dur-
ing the progress of the tornado which
swept through portions of Tennessee
and Mississippi, on the evening of the
20th. The losses on property are im-
mense.

Miss Theresa Keating, a highly re-
spectable young woman, was found
murdered in a vacant lot off Davis
street, near the New York Central
railroad tracks, at Rochester, N. Y.,
on the 21st. She had been robbed of
her money and maltreated.

It is announced by the ways and
means committee of the house of rep-
resentatives that a reduction of the
war taxes to the amount of about
$30,000,060 will probably be made.
This is a much heavier reduction than
wius recommended by Secretary Gage.

A movement is on foot among the
members of the New York chamber
of commerce to organize another
committee of seventy to fight Tam-
many hall and vice. The movement
has Leen ander way for several days,
and a meeting will soon be held at
the chamber of commerce rooms for
the purposs of effecting an organiza-
tion.

The duke and duchess of Manches-
ter, on arriving at Tanderagee castle,
Armagh, were reccived with great re-
joicings.

The crowds
cheered as the couple drove througlh
the town, and the duke thanked his
tenants for their reception of his
bride.

Frank Wilson, who was arrested
with a lawyer named Zimer and oth-
ers, in connection with the *“divorce
mill™ conspiracy, in New York, plead-
ed guilty before Recorder Goff to four
indictments for perjury found against
him in connection with these cases.

Avery, of
St. Louis, was badly hurt by a flying
splinter.

A cablegram has been received by
the family of Lieut. F. W. Allstaetter
of the United States engineer corps,
snnouncing that he has been liberated
by the Filipinos, and will start for
home soon. Lient. Allstaetter was cap-
tured, about three months ago, while
building railway near Manila.

A house 1n Darmstadt collapsed, on
the 22d, burying a score of workmen,
of whom 12 were killed.

The Chilean government has invited
tenders for 10,000 tons of rails for new
railroads.

The Louisville, Evansville & St. Louis
railroad, commonly called the Air
Line, was bought at public sale at
Huntingburg, Ind., on the 22d. by the
Southern Railway Co., for $4,030,000.

Cracksmen, on the night of the 224,
blew open the safe of the Farmers’
bank at Orlando, Okla., with nitro-
glycerine, and escaped with $1,700 in
currency, leaving no clue.

At Rosedale, Kas., on the 22d, the
Kansas City, Fort Scott & Memphis
switch engine left the track on a tres-
tle, and, falling 30 feet to the bottom
of the ravine, exploded. Four men in
the cab of the engine at the time were
painfully hurt.

Germany's pig iron production for
Oectober was 742,720 tons, the highest
figures ever reached, the output being
33,520 tons above that of the previous
month.

The population of the state of West
Virginia is 958,900, as against 762,704
in 1890.

Oom Paul Eruger, former president
of the Transvaal Republic, landed at
Marseilles, France, on the 22d, and
was given an enthusiastic reception.
He declared, in response to welcom-
ing addresses, that fighting would
only stop with the last Boer.

A. L. Waters, aged 62 years, who
has been posing as Atwell E. Yost, a
veteran of the civil war, for over fif-
teen years, was found guilty, at Mil-
waukee, on the 22d, of defrauding the
government by drawing Yost's pen-
sion, and was sentenced to a term of
imprisonment.

The duke of Manchester's grand-
mother, the duchess of vaonshire,
has relented and wired her forgive.
ness and eongratulations on his
marriage to Miss Zimmerman. The
duchess of Devonshire being the ac-
knowledged leader of English society,
her grace's action means much to the
joung duchess.

The Pratt Baxter elevator at Wik
ley’s station, Ill., was burned to the
ground, on the 22d, while all the em-
ployes were at dinner. It had a ca-
pacity of 40,000 bushels, and con-
tained 15,000 bushels of corn and oats.
The loss is $12,000: insurance, $7.300.

Mrs. Mary E. Gridley, widow of Gen.
Asahel Gridley, who was one of tha
most prominent lawyers of Illinois,
died at Chicago, on the 22d, aged 82
¥ears. She was well known in society
for manpy years, and was the mother
of Baroness Schonieck, now living in
Europe.

At a public banquet, to ¥e given by
the Jacksonian club in Lincoln, Neb.,
on December 26, Mr. Wm. J. Bryan
will make his first speech since the
close of the eampaign, in support of
a movement to defeat the reorgani-
zation scheme of the old-line demao-
crats of the east.

Sheriff Freeman of Lincoln county,
Col., has been ordered by District At~
torney McAllister, of Colorado
Springs, at the instance of Gov.
Thomas, to proceed against the mem-
bers of the mob who burned Preston
Porter, Jr., at the stake.

Sir Arthur Sullivan, the noted En-
glish musical composer, whose works
have been so popular in the United
States, died suddenly, at his home in
London, on tne 22d, of heart disease.
Many of the comic opera stars of the
country scored their initial successes
in his “Pinafore.”

William Simms, colored, who shot
and killed his wife, Lillie Belle Simms,
at Dunbar, Pa., was hanged in the
Farette county jail, on the 224, in
the presence of 600 people. Simms met
his death unflinchingly.

LATE NEWS ITEMS.

Lawrence Townsend, United States
minister to Belgium; Walter H. Cham-
berlain, assistant commissioner of
patents, and Francis Forbes, of New
York, have been appointed by the sec-
relary of state as delegates to the
coming conference of the internation-
al convention for the protection of
industrial property, to be held at
Brussels, December 11 next.

“A serious divergence has arisen in
Pekin,” says the Tien Tsin corre-
spondent of the London Daily Mail
“Japan, the United States, Russia and
France favor demanding a milder pun-
ishment than the execution of Prince
Tuan and whe others, while Great
Britain, Germany, Austria-Hungary
and Italy deem anything less than
the death penalty useless.”

The Shanghai correspondent of the
London Standard says that a terrible
famine is Orevailing in the province
of Shensi. The government reserve
granaries are nearly empty. The peo-
ple in the Sinan Fu prefecture are
eating grass, leaves and roots. It is
said that there have been cases of can-
nibalism in the mountains.

The annual report of Gov. Brady
of Alaska to the secretary of the in-
terior urges congressional legislation
on the extension of the general land
laws to Alaska, giving the natives the
same legal status as the whites, and
the representation of Alaska by a del.
egate in congress.

It was rumored in St. Petersburg,
on the 23d, that Emperor Nicholas
was threatened with Iang complica-
tions which, if they exist, would ma-
terially diminish his chances of recov-
ery. Inflammation of the lungs is a
common complication of typhoid in
Russia.

The semi-official Berliner Tost de-
mands that the fifth cable between
England and Germany, the funds for
which were long ago raised, shall be
laid immediately, asserting that
“enormous damage is resulting to
German trade from the want of it.”

The statement of the treasury bal-
ances in the general fund, exclusive
of the $150,000,600 gold reserve in the
division of redemption, issued on the
23d, showed: Available cash balance,
$185,731,339; gold, $92,701,209.

F. Schultz, a Perlin cabinetmalker,
was, on the 23d, sentenced to three
months” imprisonment for criticising
Emperor William’s “Neo - Pardon”™
speech. Schultz was the sixth victim
within a week.

A difficulty has arisen between Ger=
many and Turkey. The Ottoman gov-
ernment objects to Germany using
Far San island, in the Red sea, as a
coaling station, and wishes to estab-
lish there a Turkish depot, accessible
to all the powers. Germany, however,
insists that she will not abandon the
island.

At an early hour, on the morning of
the 25th, a burglar entered the house
of JacobGoldman, in Cleveland,O. Gold-
man's son grappled with the robber
and was shot through the jaw. Mrs.
Goldman was also shot in the breast.

The burglar
escaped.

The Sugar Cane Crop of India Start.
ed Well, But Failure of Rain Se-
riounly Curtailed the Result—The
Rice Area Soemewhat Smaller
than Usuanl.

Washington, Nov. 25.—European re-
ports to the department of agricul-
ture show that the conditions of fall-
sown wheat, spelt and rye in Ger-
many, as officially reported by the !
German statistical office, is considera-
bly above medium.

French Cereal Crops.

The preliminary official esgimate of °
French cereal crops for 1900, show the !

production of 43,306,122 bushels of
barley for the 1900 crops is for 45,-
306,122 bushels of barley and 270,436,-
556 bushels of oats. Both grains were
a little lighter in yield than in 1899,
besides returning a smaller yield per
acre in measured bushels. Compari-
son of the wheat, maslin, rye, barley
and oats production in France for
ten years shows that each of these
crops is below the decennial average,

as well as below the crop of 1899,
though the deficit, as compared with

the decennial average, is small in the
cuse of the more important cereals.
The Sugar Crop in India.

The final general memorandum of
the Indian government on the sugar
cane crop for the season 1899-1900
shows that in both northern and
southern India the season began well
for this crop and the area planted
was larger than in 1898-1899, being ap- |
proximately equal to the average. |
Failure of rain, however, later, seri- |
ously mmjured the crop. In the Pun-
jab distriet at least one-third of the
crop was lost, and the crop of the
northwest provinees was estimated at

only 62 per cent. but in Bengal and |

Madras provinces from 83 to 57 per
cent. of an average c¢rop was realized.
The East India Rice Area.

The arca under rice in the 1509-1900
season is estimated at approximately
52,000,600 acres, somewhat smaller
than that in 1595-1809, but more than
the average. The yield was estimated
nt somewhat over 23.345,000 tons, be-
ing, like the area, smaller than that
of last year. This reduction is in
Madras and Bengal provinces.

A STATIONARY LIFE LINE.

AL Needed Safegunrd to Human Life
Supplied to the Chiengo
Samnitary Canal.

Chicago, Nov. 25.—In future it will
not be necessary to “throw out the
life line” svhen a persons falls over-
board in the sanitary canal at any
point between Willow Sprimgs and the
controlling works. A stationary life
line, consisting of a strong wire ca-
ble, has been stretched along the en-
tire distance of 34 miles for the use of
victims “of accidents. 1t was con-
structed at a cost of £12,000. The line
extends along what is known as the
“rock cut.” Here on either side per-
pendicular walls of rock rise from &

to 12 feet above the water’'s edge.

There is no other possible means oi
escape for persons thrown overboard
or through any cause are compelled
to take to the water. The cable is
made fast to iron elamps projecting
from the graunite walls. It hangs a
few inches above the water and every
guarter mile there is an iron ladder
leading to theé top of the rock.

MONITOR NEVADA LAUNCHED.

Fhe United States Harbor Defense
Monitor Nevada Takes Wna-
ter at Bath, Me.

States monitor Nevada, in tonnage
the largest government vessel ever
built by the Bath iron works, was
successfully launched. The proceed-
ing was witnessed by a large number
of people, the size of the vessel and
heér unique character having attracted
& wide interest.

The vessel was released and start-
ed down the ways in a novel manner
by Miss Annie C. Boutelle, youngest
daughter of Congressman Charles A.
Poutelle, who christened her. The
hull, held in place till the last mo-
ment by a careful adjustment of the
shoring, and a strong cable, was set
free by severing the rope at the prop-
er moment. Miss Boutelle used a sil-
ver hatchet provided by the builders.
As the monitor started down the
ways Miss Boutelle dashed a bettle
of American champagne across the
bow and christened the vessel “Ne-
vada.”

QUARRELED OVFR A WOMAN.

of & Young Millionaire of

Day, a young millionaire society man
of the city, at the West hotel, early
yesterday mormng.

ton, Day and a number of othah
prominent men. During the fight '

Fred George, a society leader, was
badly cut in the right hand.

George and Day were, in company
with C. 8. Force, another society no- |
table, playing pool, when Hamilton
and Day began quarreling. An effor:
was made to separate them by several
. bystanders, and for a few momen:s
quiet was restored. Then the trouble |
broke out anew and ended only when |
Day lay dying on the floor. Hamilton,
with whom he had been fighting, was
the first to b»nd over him ana offer !
'aid, but it was too late, for in five
minutes the infured man was dead.
The men who had taken any hand in
| the affray at onoce left the place, but

were later found oy the police, who
took charge of tne case.

Coroner Nelson, at tne request of
‘friends of the prisoner and of the
dead man, held an inquest yesterday
afterncon, when all of the witnesses
of the tragedy testified. None saw
the fatal blow struck, but all agreed
that Hamilton was the only man with
whom Day had been fighting. He was |
well known in society circles.

Frank H. Hamilton came to this city
last spring, and has since been em-
ployed as sporting reporter on one of
the local papers. He has a wealthy
uncle in New York.

Paris, Nov. 24.—Mr. Kruger arrived
in Paris at 10:40 a. m. and was givea

Mr. Kruger and party entered the
train at Dijon at 6:30 a. m. His

. saloon cars were attached to the

train de luxe from the Riviera teo

Paris.

In spite of the early hour, a fair
number of inhabitants assemhled on
the platform to cheer the departing
statesman. Mr. Kruger uttered a few
words of thanks to the city for its
splendid welcome.

Only Stopped Once.

The train only stopped once e=
route, at La Roche, where a deputa-
tion, with flags, was waiting at the

| station to present Mr. Kruger with a
| wa -worded address of admira-
| tion and sympathy for the
| cause. Mr. Kruger thanked the depu-

tation through his interpreter. The
crowd, which was of respectable num-

| bers for such a small town, gave the

distingnished traveler unstinted ap-

. plause.

Elsewhere along the route there
were the same scenes as Friday. Peo-

| ple were waiting on the sides of the

track and on bridges and other points
of vantage. They waved their hats
and cheered as the train rushed past
at highest speed.

Gatherings Grew More Frequent.

Nearing Paris, these gatherings
grew more frequent and of larger
numbers, until the train approached

i the terminus, the Gare de Lyon, here.
{ Then a remarkable spectacle was pre-

sented. Not only the windows but
the roofs of the houses commanding
a view of the track were covered with
spectators. In addition the railroad
employes, engineers, cleaners, por-
ters and guards, had clambered on the
trains lying on the side of the tracks
and at the coaling platforms—at ev:
ery point where a glimpse only of the

i train itself could be secured.

Was Merely n Foretaste.

This, however, was merely a fore
taste of the spectacle which greeted
Mr. Kruger's eyes when the train
steamed into the station itself. Not-
withstanding stringent precautions to
admit only ticket holders, a large as-
semblage filled the station, while
through the open doors could he seen
a huge concourse of people guthered
in the courtyard outside. The mayor
and municipal councillors, a numbez
of senators, deputies, army officers
and reporters were mustered on the
platform.

A Disappointing Error.

Mr. Kruger was to have passed
through the station hall, which had
Leen specially arranged as a walon
of honor, being profusely decorated
with flowers, and where he was to be
formally received by the mayor and
muniecipal councillors, but, for some
reason, the mayor welcomed him on
the platform instead and Mr. Kruger,
to the great disappointment of those
wiiting in the salon of honor, passed
out through another door to the front
of the station, where a pair-horse
lundau was drawn up.

Driven to Hotel Seribe,

Mr. Kruger entered this vehicle and
wus at once driven off for his hotel,
amid enthusiastic cheering, which fol-
lowed him along the whole route—
‘alongr the outer boulevards, across
the Place de la Republigue, which was
a perfect sea of spectators and
through the central boulevards. He
arrived at the Hotel Scribe at 11:30
. m.

A large cscort of mounted municipal
griards rode around Mr. Kruger's car
riage.

Bareheaded and Bowing.

Mr. Kruger, harheaded, bowed on
all sides, while the air was rent with
cries of “Vive Kruger,” “Vive les
Boers.” Mr. Kruger quickly alighted
from his carriage and entered the
kotel, but the mass of spectators was
uot satisfied and the people shouted,
yelled and clapped their hands in
chorus until a window balcony opened
and Mr. Kruger appeared

Scene Before the Hotel.
Handkerchiefs and flags were waved
and the greatest enthusiam prevailed.
The scene before the hotel continued
for over an hour. A body of students,
