Proclaimed King Ac-
cording to the Established Canons
of Medieval Times.

THE FULL TEXT OF THE PROCLAMATION.

Ceremony at the Friary Court, St
James Palace and at the City
Boundary Where Formerly Stood
Temple Bar—All Swear Allegiance
teo Edward VIL
London, Jan. 25.—London was given

& glimpse of mediaeval times. The

quaint ceremonies with which King

Edward VII. was proclaimed at va-

rious points of the metropolis exactly

followed ancient precedents. The ofli-
cials purposely arranged the function
an hour ahead of the published an-
nouncement, and the inhabitants,
when they awoke, were surprised to
find the entire way between St. James
palace and the city lined with troops.

About 10,000 soldiers, life guards,

hourse guards, fooi guards and other

cavalry and infantry regiments had
been brought from Aldershot and

London baracks after midnight.
Officers Wore Mourning Crepe.
All the officers had crepe on their

arths and the drums and brass in-

struments were shrouded with crepe.

The troops in themselves made an

imposing spectacle, but they were en-

tirely eclipsed by the strange spec-
tacle presented by the officials of the
college of arms.

Ceremony at St. James Palaee.

The ceremony began at St. James
palace, where, at nine o’clock, Edward
VIL was proclaimed king of the Unit-
ed Kingdom of Great Britain and Ire-
land and emperor of India. The proe-
lamation, which- was read by William
Henry Weldon, king-at-arms since
1894, and formerly Windsor herald,
vias as follows:

The Proclamation.
“Whereas, It has pleased Al-
mighty God to eall to his mercy
our late sovereign lady Queen Vie-
toria of blessed and gloriousmem-

ory, by whose decease the im-

perial crown of the United King-

dom of Great Britain and Ireland
is solely and rightfully come to
the high and mighty Prince Al-
bert Edward, we, therefore, the
lords spiritual and temporal of
this realm, being here assisted
with those of her late majesty’'s
privy couneil, with numbers of
other principal gentlemen of
quality, the lord mayor, aldermen
and citizens of London, do now
hereby, with one voice, consent
of tongue and heart to publich
and proclaim that the high and
mighty Prince Albert Edward is
now, by the death of our late
sovereign of happy memory, be-
come our only lawful and right-
ful liege lord, Edward VIL by the
grace of God, king of the United

Kingdom of Great Britain and

Ireland, defender of the faith,
emperor of India, to whom we

acknowledge all faith and con-
stant obedience with all hearty
gueens do reign, to bless the royal
prince, Edward VII. with long and
happy years to reign over us.”

PHE KING NOT PRESENT.

The Ceremony Went On According
to Ancient Usage.

The king was not present, having
left London early for Osborne. There
was a large assemblage of officials
and college heralds. Among those in
attendance were Gen. Roberts and
members of his headquarters’ staff,
and other army officers. There was a
great concourse of people from the
commencement t> the close. The
proclamation was greeted by a
fanfare of trumpets. At the conclu-
sion of the ceremony the band belong-
ing to the footguards in the Friary
court played “God Save the King.”
The members of the king's household
witnessed the ceremony from Marl-
borough house.

On the Balcony.

On the balcony u.erlooking the
Friary court, whence the proclama-
tion was read were the duke of Nor-
folk and other officials of state. The
balcony was draped in crimson cloth.
Beside the officials in resplendent uni-
forms were ststioned the state trum-
peters. Here was seen many promi-
nent persons, among them Sir Henry
Arthur White, private solicitor to the
queen, the duke of York and other
members of the royal family.

In the yard of Marlborough house
and the Friary court were stationed
s large body of police, soldiers and
foot guards. The foot guards acted
as of honor, and they were
posted immediately beneath the bal-
cony.

A Brilliaant Cavaleade.

The speciators began to assemble
at an early hour. The troops arrived
at eight o'clock, snd shortly before
nine o'clock in the morning a bril-
liant cavalcade passed down the mall
and entered Friary court. It consist-
ed of the headquarters staff, headed
by the commander-in-chief of the
forces, Field Marshal Earl Roberts,
fn full uniform and carrying a mar-
shal's baton, and Gen. Sir Evelyn
Wood, adjutant-genral to the forces.

The Court Digmnitaries.

At mnine o'clock the court digni-
taries, headed by the duke of Norfolk,
the earl marshal, appeared on the
balcony. Then the heralds blew a
fanfare and King-at-arms Weldon, in
the midst of dead silence read the
proclamation. All heads were bared
and as the reading was conciuded the
king-at-arms, raising his three-corn-
ered hat, cried loudly “God Save the

The Officials in Proeession.
The officials then marched in pro-

A Georgeous Contingent.
The contingent from the college of
arms was composed of three kings-at-
arms, four heralds and eight pu—
suivants.

They wore tabards, a garment re-
sembling the costume of kings as de-
picted on playing cards. These ta-
bards were beautifully and heavily
embroidered with silk lions, the royal
coat of arms, and flowers in bewilder-
ing confusion. There was rouge
dragon, the blue mantle and the mal-
travers, with all the armorial bear-
ings of that guaint old body, the col-
lege of arms, in full and solemn ar
ray.
AT THE CITY BOUNDARY.
Ceremonial at the Point Where Once
Stood Temple Bar.

Silken Cord for the 0ld Gate.

In olden days a veritable bar or
gate separated the city from withour.

The Trumpeter's Blast,

His trumpeter blew a shrill blast,
which the lord mayor's trumpeters
answered, and then the city marshal
rode up to the barrier and demanded

“Enter, herald,” said the marshal,
and the herald was conducted to the
lord mayor and aldermen, who were
still grouped in the street.

The Proclamation Read.

The herald then read the proclama-
tion, to which the mayor and alder-
men replied:

“We, with one voice, consent, tongue
and heart. pledge allegiance to King
Edward VI1L.”

FUNERAL ARRANGEMENTS.

They Are Proceeding Einborately at Os
borne House.

Cowes, Isle of Wight, Jan. 25.—50
hampered have been the arrange-
ments at Osborne that th= body of
Queen Victoria still lies in the bed-
room where she died. The elaborate
decorations necessary in turning the
dining room in Osborne house into 1
chappelle argente occupied so much
time that, although the royal house-
hold waited hour after hour for the
first private service, it was found im-
possible to hold this yesterday. All
being well, however, the solemn func-
tion will ve performed this (Friday)
morning by the bishop of Winchester
in the presence of King Edward, Em-
peror William and almost every other
member of the royal family.

The coffined body will be trans-
ferred this morning to the dining
room, now hung with deep purple.
The dais is wreathed with the royal
standard, and on each side are great
candles. Madonnas by famous paint-
ers hang from the draped walls. In
one corner magnificent wreaths from
all parts of the world crush their
blossoms against cach other. Among
the most beautiful are those from Em-
peror William and Empress Augusta
Vietoria. Around the coffin chairs are
arranged for the royal mourners.

Lord Pelham Clinton authorizes the
statement that there will be no lying-
in-state. However, there is good rea-
son to belizve that many persons will
be afforded the privilege of seeing
their dead queen as she lies in the
gorgeously transformed dining room,
where she will remain until Febuary

jlhorities had provided $10,000,000 to
| the satisfaction of the secretary of
i the treasury.

| templates carrying out this pledge by
! making the appropriation of $5,000,-
| 000, and at the same time providing a
icomprehensive plan of government
| participation, along the lines of the
participation at Chicago.

St. Louis” Ten Millions Raised.

Gov. Francis addressed the commit-
tee, pointing out that the $10,000,000
had been secured by the lccal author-
ities, Of this amount $5,000,000 had
been raised by popular subsecription
and $5,000,000 by an authorized issue
of bonds. He said the spirit of the
people of the state of Missouri and of
the city of St. Louis was shown by
the large vote supporting the issu-
ance of bonds for exposition purposes.
The certificate of the secretary of
state of Missouri showed a large ma-
jority in the state vote favorable to
the amendment authorizing the bonds,
and in St, Louis the vote showed
eight-ninths favorable to the bonds.

St. Louis" Pledge Fulfilled.

Gov. Francis explained the enthusi-
astic manner in which St. Louis had
i taken up the work of prejaring itself
| for receiving the world's guests on
| that occasion. In addition to pledg-
| ing $5,000, the city was arranging ex-
i penditures of about $10.000.000 for
| streets, boulevards., parks, improved
l\vuu-r filteration and other features,
putting St. Louis in creditable condi-
tion for this mnternational event. As
i conclusive evidence that St. Lonis had
raised the $5,000,000 required, Gov.
Franeis read a letter from Willinm H.
{ Thompson, chairman of the finance
committee of the exposition, stating
that St. Loais had fulfilled its prom-
ige,

The National Aspeect.

The national aspect of the project
was explained and Gov. Francis said
it was essential that congress should
at this session carry out the provi-
sion of last year’s bill by making the
appropriation. The bill also provides
for a national commission of nine
members to be appointed by the pres-
ident; for a local commission, board
of lady managers, etc., and for the
selection of site, invitation to foreign
governments and the other require-
ments of world's fairs. A govern-
ment building is provided for to cost
$400,000 and a suitable exhibit of gov-
ernment resources. Gov. Francis dis-
closed a plan of having President Me-
Kinley visit St. Louis in the spring, on
his way back from the Pacific coast,
and christen the exposition site.

Reproach Will be Removed.

In closing Gov. Francis read from
an address of James G. Blaine, at St.
Louis, in which, after referring elo-
quently to the act of Thomas Jeffer-
gson in creating by a scratch of his
pen the imperial empire west of the
Mississippi, he pointed ont that there
was no statue of Jefferson within the
seven states and three territories ae-
quired by the Louisiana purchase.

This reproach, Gov. Francis said,
would not long continue for during
the exposition a fitting memorial
shaft would be raised to the memory
of Jefferson.

Presence of TUnited States
Troops at Henriletta Likely te
Have Good Eflect, Dispelling
some of the Illusions Created by
Crasy Snake's Stories.

Kansas City, Mo., Jan. 27.—A stafl
correspondent of the Star, sent inta
the Creek country, to investigate the
trouble among the Indians, wires as
follows:

Muskogee, I. T., Jan. 26,—That the
sitination 'regarding the Creek In-
dian uprising has been somewhat ex-
aggerated by certain correspondents
there can be no doubt. It is true the
Indians are restless, but so far no viw
lence has been done and it is ques-
tionable if a shot will be fired. How-
ever, the Snake band is well organ-
ized, and if whisky shouid get among
them or some deputy should become
indiscreet there might be some trou-
bel.

No General Uprising Probable.

But a general uprising at the
present time is out of the guestion.
The presence of the United States
troops at Henrietta is bound to have
a good effect, not that they will nec-
essarily be needed to do any actual
firhting, but by being there the In-
dians who have taken Crazy Snake's
word as gospel will be convinced that
the president of the United States has
not given Snake the authority to
make Creek laws, as he has been
claiming.

One of Crazy Snake's Stories.

Probably the most important feat-
ure of the situation this morning is
the rumor regarding William A.Jones,
commissioner of Indian affairs at
Washington. Crazy Snake is con-
tending that when he was. last in
Washington he called upon Mr. Jones
and prayed to him for relief from the
unjust terms of the Curtis act. He
says that Mr, Jones told him to re-
turn home and that the Creeks might
make their own laws, as heretofore.
Snake not only insists that ' this is
true, but that he has signed letters
from Jones to prove his assertion.
However, no one who has seen these
letters can be found.

There is Polities im It.

Polities, it is said, have entered
somewhat into the exaggerated re-
ports sent out from this section. The
present United States marshal, Leo
E. Bennett, has a bidder for his office

giving color to the sensational  re-
ports and saying that another mar-
shal would have made wholesale ar-
rests from the start and thereby put
a stop to even the suspicion of an up-
rising.

As a Matter of Fact.

The fact of the matter is that un-
der recently-adopted regulations by
the department at Washington, Ben-
nett has been powerless to act with-
out permission from the federal offi-
cials there. This permission came
only Friday night. Bennett imme-
diately began to act, and is busy get-
ting provisions and supplies together
preparatory to starting, with about
twenty deputies, to join the soldiers
at Henrietta.
