I'rgfd to Return and Send Troopl
lute Siam-huri- a Japan's War-

like Preparations. N

Pekin, April 15. Koinours Youtaro,
the Japanese minister, accompanied
by Gen. Yamaguchi, the Japanese
commander, recently called upon
Prince Ching and notified him that
the return of 1'mperor K.vang Su to
Fekin was urgently desired. Prince
Ching was informed that the em-
peror's wishes would be respected by
the foreign troops and that every
courtesy would be shown him. It was
pointed out to the Chinese plenipo-
tentiary that the emperor's return
was of the highest possible import-
ance as affecting the maintenance oi
the integrity of the Chinese empire,
and that he should come accom-
panied by every available soldier, by
at least 20,000 men if possible. These
troops, it was further contended by
the Japanese minister, must be sent
into Manchuria, as the Bussians re-
ported great disturbance there, and i1
was not right that the task of quell-
ing the trouble should be thrown
upon the shoulders of one nation
Finally, Prince Ching was assured
that if the 20,000 Chinese troops could
not suppress the disorders in Man-
churia, other powers would send an
international force to co-oper- with
China, which Jill the powers regarded
as a friendly power. Xo reply hav-
ing been received to this communica-
tion, Li Hung Chang was yesterday
notified to the same effect and told
that Emperor Kwang Su must give an
immediate answer.

The preparations which the Jap-
anese here are making for an early
start, indicate that they expect war
between Bussia and Japan. Vessels
arrived at Taku from Xagasagi report
arrived at Taku from Xagasaki report
and the continuance of preparations
on board ship for the naticipated
struggle.

IMPRESSED WITH AMERICA.

A a Intelligent Englishman Returned
Home Gives His Views of

America.

London, April 15. The Daily Mail
publishes an interview with Mr. Fred-
erick Harrison, president of the Lon-
don positivist committee, regarding
his recent visit to the United States:

I was deeply impressed," said Mr.
Harrison to the Daily Mail repre-
sentative, "by my American trip. I
found a clear intellectual atmosphere,
a broad tolerance and an universal
hospitality which delighted me. I was
much struck with the evidence of deep
thinking exhibited by students in the
American universities.

"I visited many cities, but nowhere
did I see a sign or hear a hint of ani-
mosity toward England."

Mr. Harrison expressed the opinion
that it was advisable for England to
pay less attention to foreign affairs
and more to her energetic commercial
and industrial competitors in the
United States.

TRANSPORTED FROM LISBON.

Checkered Experience of an Ameri-
can Soldier of Fortune in

South Africa.

Paris, April 15. "Among the I.oer
prisoners who recently arrived in Lis-

bon from Lourenco Marques," says a
special dispatch from the Portuguese
capital, was a young American, Mr.
Randolph Martinsen, who described
himself as a son of the president of
the Missouri, Kansas & Texas rail-
road. He was captured by the Brit-
ish, but released as an American on
promising not to fight again. Subse-
quently he was arrested in Lourenco
Marques at the request of British au-
thorities under suspicion of being a
Boer agent.

"Mr. Martinsen, on being brought
here, secured his release through the
American charge d'affaires, and his
father sent him money to pay his
passage home. According to his rep-
resentations he was aide-de-ca- to
Col. John Blake, commander of the
Irish brigade."

A dispatch to the London Daily Mail
from Lourenco Marques, cabled March
11, said that Mr. Martinsen, who was
said to have resigned a post in the
United States army to join the Boer
forces, had been shipped from Lisbon
on the Portuguese transport Zaire,
which carried 103 Boer families, after
he had made an ineffectual attempt
to obtain consular protection.

BRITISH VITAL STATISTICS.

Figures From the Annual Report of
the Registrar General of the

United Kingdom.

London, April 14. Some interesting
points are found in the annual re-
port of the registrar general of
births, deaths and marriages of the
United Kingdom. In 1S99 the mar-
riages reached the highest number re-
corded since 1S76, aggregating 262,-33- 4

or 16.5 per thousand. The births
numbered 928,646, equal to 29.3 per
thousand. There were 37,124 illegiti-
mate children born. The deaths num-
bered 581,799, equal to 18.3 per thou-
sand, and there were 2,844 suicides.

To Make I'p for Lost Time.
St. Petersburg, April 15. The Offi-

cial Messenger contains the announce-
ment that, in consequence of the clos-
ing of the high schools owing to the
student disorders, it has been decided
that lectures shall be resumed forth-
with and be continued, if necessary,
through the summer vacation, extra
examinations being held to enable the
students to make up for lost time.

Copenhagen.

Volunteer Soldier and States-
man Dedicated.

HEROIC STATUE IN ENDURING BRONZE.

Tke tJnvelliaa; Exercises Participat-
ed In by the Cabinet. .Rotable So-
ldiers, Statesmen and Cltlsens and
Relatives of the Deceased Gen-

erals.

TVashirgton, April 10. The heroic
bronze equestrian statue of Gen. John
A. Logan, which s on an imposing
bronze pedestal in Iowa circle, was
unvrtled, yesterday, in the presence
of the president, the cabinet, the
widow and relatives of the gallant
soldier, many of his comrades in aims
and a vast multitude of people.

Master George Tucker, a grandson
of the honored warrior, pulled the un-veili- ng

cord at 2:45 o'clock. The
folds of the large American flag fell
away and the dashing figure of
"Black Jack Logan, seated on his
charger, stood revealed amid a roar
tif cheering that echoed far down the
intersecting streets and avenues.

The president and members of the
cabinet had been escorted to the
statne by a military parade under
command of Col. Francis I-- Guenthcr,
of the Fourth United States artillery.
The procession included detachments
from the artillery and infantry arms
of the regular army; a battalion of
marines and a company of seamen
from the navy yard; a provisional
regiment of the District of Columbia
militia; members of the societies of
the Army of the Tennessee and of
the Cumberland, and members of the
local veteran associations.

Mrs. John A. Logan and other rel-
atives sat upon a platform at the
base of the monument. Mrs. Logan
has been ill with the grip recently, but
was able to be present. She was es-

corted by Col. Maxwell Woodhull, who
was Gen. Logan's adjutant general
during the civil war. With her were
also Thomas M. Logan, of Marphys-bor- o,

111., a brother of Gen. Logan;
Miss M. E. Logan, a niece; S. K. Cun-
ningham, Mrs. Logan's brother; Lo-
gan Tucker, of Chicago, a grandson,
and Mrs. Tucker. Mr. and Mrs. Rich-
ard S. Tutbill, of Chicago; Mis.
George M. Pullman, of Chicago; Gen.
F. A. Starring, of New York; Gen.
and Mrs. Dlackmar, of Boston, and
the personal servant of Maj. John A.
Logan, Jr., who was with the latter
when he was killed in the Philip-
pines.

The president and his cabinet and
other distinguished guests occupied a
flag-drape- d stand opposite the plat-
form, while in another stand extend-
ing around Ihe monument were other
guests, incluiling many of Gen. Lo-

gan's old comrades; representatives
of John A. Logan Post, G. A. R., of
Ft. Louis; the Logan Republican club,
of Brooklyn, and the Logan club of
Philadelphia.

Gen. GranvilJe M. IJodg", president
cf the Army of the Tennessee, who
is the only living general represented
in the group on the brone pedestal
showing Gen Logan in council of war
with his commanding officers, pre-
sided over the ceremonies. He paid
a high personal tribute to the dead
chieftain, and after the invocation
had been offered by Rev. Frank Bris-
tol, introduced the sculptor, Mr. Sim-
mons, to the assemblage.

The statue was then unveiled amid
great applause, and the Fourth artil-
lery band rendered "Columbia, Gem
of the Ocean."

At the moment of the unveiling a sec-

tion of the Fourth artillery fired a
national salute on the White House
lot, south of the executive mansion.

President McKiniey received an ova-
tion as he was introduced, and it was
some time before he could begin his
remarks. He spoke as follows:

My Fellow-Citizen- s: It is a good token
when patriots are honored and patriot-Is- m

exalted. Monuments which express
the nation's gratitude for great deeds in-
spire great deeds. The statue unveiled
to-da- y proclaims our country's apprecia-
tion of one of her heroic sons whose
name is dear to the American people, the
ideal volunteer soldier of two wars, the
eminent senator and commoner. Gen.
John A. Logan. Logan's career was
unique. His distinction does not rest upon
his military achievements alone. His
services in the legislature of his own
state, in the national house of representa-
tives and in the senate of the United
States would have given him an equally
conspicuous place iu the annals of the
country. He was great in the forum and
In the field.

Some names Instantly suggest a. senti-
ment. That of Logan stands for exalted
patriotism. This was the key of bis suc-
cess. Party politics to him was nothing
when the union was in danger. When the
alternative came he was swift to dedi-
cate his life and fortune to the party of
Lincoln because it stood for the indivisi-
bility of the union. How much he did to
create and Increase the sentiment of
loyalty and patriotism among the people
of his own state and throughout the na-
tion can never be told. He stood with
Douglas holding up the cause of the
union and offered his own life as a cheer-
ful sacrifice, if need be, for Us preserva-
tion.Logan was never half-hearte- d. An in-
tense patriot, he was also an intense par-
tisan. He was forceful in the senate as
he was undaunted in battle. He bad con-
victions, and followed them to their con-
clusions at any cost. He was never a
trimmer nor a laggard. He despised du-
plicity, was the soul of frankness and
always at the front in every struggle,
civil or military, during the years of his
eventful life. He was a leader from boy-
hood, the recognized captain among his
youthful associates. His integrity was
pronounced and seived him well, as in-
tegrity wUl serve every man who has and
keeps it. His success was founded on
rood character, unfailing sincerity, high
courage and unremitting industry. He
came ont of the war with the highest
military honors of the volunteer soldier.
Brilliant in battle and strong in military
.A.i,.,tl kta woa Ka A m ..4au n
spirit, for when the war was ended he
was quick and eager to return to the
peaceful pursuits of civil life. While a
strict disciplinarian, he was yet beloved
by all his men. No duty was too Hazard-
ous for them to cheerfully undertake, and
no sacrifice was too great for them to
undergo when he commanded. He was
net only considerate and tender of the
oi'4iers whom he led. but generous and' courteous to his brother officers. It wassignificant of his generous spirit that,

under the tempting opportunity of a great
command he declined it rather than in-
justice should be done and humiliationput upon a brother officer. No won-
der that Gen. Logan was tae idol of therank and file of the army. They loved
him; he loved them.

In Washington, with most onerous andexacting senatorial duties resting upon
him. he was devoted to the wants and
necessities of his old comrades. His sym-
pathy, his services and his limited purse
were never denied them in their need. lie
waa among the tirst commanders of the

BLOWER WORKS BURNED.

A
stranger, claiming to live in Halifax,
opened an account in the Imperial
bank Saturday morning, depositing
?50. Shortly afterward he presented
a check for $20. which was marked
by the ledger keeper. Shortly before
one o'clock, during the rush preceding
the close, this cheek, raised to $2,455,
was presented to the teller and

The same procedure was
adopted at tlie Bank of Commerce
where a check raised from $20 to $2.-30- 0

was cashed. It is believed several
other banks were similarly victimized.

Bat poison was found in the house,
and an examination showed this in
the farmer's stomach. The farmer
had been suffering from grip, but was
nearly well when the fatal illness
seized him. He suffered intensely, but
no physician was called until the last
moment.

Tho Governor, Secretary of State and At
torney General Perform Wtaatths

Legislature Failed to Do.

Under section 7, article 4, of th
state constitution, it is the duty of
the governor, secretary of state and
attorney general to reapportion the
rtate into senatorial districts every
tenth year, whenever the legislature
fails or refuses to perform that duty.
This commission, under the law,
must act within 30 days after ad-
journment of the legislature. The re-
cent general assembly failed to re-distr-ict,

and the commission of state
officers met and performed that duty.

The commission is not authorized
to divide into districts where one
county comprises more than one dis-

trict. Consequently, St. Louis city and
Jackson county are exempt from
districts by state officials only. That
duty will be performed by the circuit
court judges.

Outside of St. Louis city and Jack
son county there are 26 senatorial
districts. Of the number 23 are ar-
ranged so as to have a democratic ma
jority, according to the vote for gov
ernor in 1900. Several are rather
close.

Suicide Followed Dissipation.
San Francisco, April 10. A soldier

who shot and killed himeslf at the
Cliff house, Monday night, has been
identified as Paul Warren, who was
one of the members of Troop C, of
the Roosevelt Rough Riders. Warren
was a native of Quincy, 111., a son of
the late William Warren, chief justice
of New Mexico. Warren served in the
Philippines with the Eleventh cavalry
and was honorably discharged a few
days ago. His suicide followed a
period of dissipation.
Reforms trsed by Yangjtse Viceroys.

Shanghai, April 10. The Yangtse
viceroys and governors have forward-
ed a memorial to the throne, suggest-
ing certain reforms. These reforms
suggest, among other things, that the
royal princes and students of good
family, should travel and study in
foreign countries; that the entire
army be drilled by western methods;
that colleges and schools be extended,
and that a standard dollar currency
be adopted.

FISHERIES OF CANADA.

The total number of fur seals taken
by Canadian sealers during the year
1900 was 35,523.

The lobster plant alone is estimated
to be worth $1,334,180. It comprises
858 canneries, ' dispersed on the sea-
board of the maritime provinces.

The sealing fleet last year num-
bered 37 vessels, an increase of 11

over the previous year, and represent-
ing an aggregate of 2,641 tons regis-
ter.

The salmon-preservin- g industry of
British Columbia, comprising 69 can-
neries and representing a capital of
$1,380,000, gives employment to 18,977
hands.

Xo less than 79,863 men were occu-
pied in 1900 in exploiting the waters
of Canada, using 5,500,760 fathoms of
nets and other fishing gear, repre-
senting a capital of $10,000,000.

The total catch of fiih in Canada
for the year 1899, as reported by the
fisheries department, amounted to
$21,891,706, being an increase of 00

over the yield of the previous
year.

It Represents Seven Years of Laboi
by Sculptor Franklin Simmons.
Washington, April 10. The eques-

trian statue of Gen. Logan repre-
sents seven years of labor on the part
of Franklin Simmons, the sculptor,
and marks a departure in sculpture in
Washington, in that it rests upon a
pedestal of bronze. Congress appro-
priated S30.0C0 for the statue and $15.-00-0

was contributed by the Grand
Army of the Republic. The pedestal
is 20 feet high. On its west face is
a group representing Gen. Logan in
consultation with leading officers ;n
the army of the Tennessee. In thi9
group are portrait bronzes of Gen-
erals Dodge, Hazen. Slocum, Leggett,
Mower, Blair and Capt. Strong. On
the east face of the pedestal is a
group representing Gen. Logan tak-
ing the oath as United States sena-
tor, which is being administered by
Vice-Preside- nt Arthur. In this group
are portrait bronzes of Senators Cul-

lom, Evarts, Conkling, Morton, Mil-

ler, Voorhees and Thurman. The
south front of the pedestal is embel-
lished with an allegorical figure of
War, and the north with another of
Peace. The equestrian statue rise
above the pedestal 14 feet. Gen.
Logan, facing south, is represented
as riding along a line of battle, hia
horse moving forward at a gentle
trot, his hat on the sword drawn.
The statue produces an impression of
dignity, beauty and power. Humbert,
late king of Italy, after a private
view of the monument, knighted Mr.
Simmons.

FOUND AFTER TWO YEARS.

Silver Service of the Crniner Cincin-
nati, Hnrricdlj Landed nnd

Lost Sight of.

Washington, April 10. The hand-
some silver service belonging to the
cruiser Cincinnati, presented to that
ship by the city of Cincinnati, which
was lost for the last two years and
which the navy department has used
every effort to get trace of, is found.
Only recently the first trace of it was
secured by an officer who had been or
the Cincinnati when the Spanish-America- n

war broke out. In the rush
of getting ready for the war the Cin-

cinnati made a hurried stop at the
Norfolk navy yard. where she stripped
herself of all superfluous belongings.
Among the articles unloaded was tho
souvenir silver service. In the hurry
of departure no receipt was taken for
it. It was stored away without
knowledge of its value, as the officers
of the ship were expected to look af-
ter such a possession. It has been
found intact and steps are being
taken to restore it to the Cincinnati.

TO VISIT THE PHILIPPINES.

Considering; the Appointment of a
Board to Arrange for Establish-

ment of a Naval Station.

Washington, April 10. The navy de-
partment has under consideration the
appointment of a board of officers to
visit the Philippines and map out the
extensive work in connection with the
establishment of n new United States
naval station, with a large dry dock at
Olongapo, on Subig bay, which will
take the place of the old station at
Cavite. At present there are no dry
dock facilities except at Hong Kong
and in Japan, and the naval officials
are desirous of having dock facilities
on our own territory.

PRECIPITATED A CLASH.

Action Under a, Recetnly Enactes)
State Law Hakes Trouble at

Fort Wayne, lad.
Fort Wayne, Ind., April 10. A clash

between state and municipal authori-
ties has been precipitated by the pass-
age by the recent legislature of a law
compelling metropolitan fire and po-
lice systems for this city. The purpose
was to make these officials republic-
an. When the commissioners under-
took to qualify yesterday, Comptrol-
ler Berghoff refused to recognize the
bonds, and the city officials refuse to
recognize the authority of the com-
missioners. The governor was ad-

vised and suggests legal recourse.
Democratic officials claim that the
new law is unconstitutional and a bit-
ter legal battle will follow.
