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Bow to Make a Barrel Ckara That
Will Do All the Batter-Makin- a.

An improvised barrel churn may be
made in a simple way, as illustrated:
Make the piece (a) from a piese o old
wagon tire five inches long. On :ach
end weid a block nut one-h- lf inch
thick and 14 inches square. Make a
one-half-in- ch round hole through one
end and a square hole the size of the
churn axle through the other end.
The piece b is made of an old piece of
buggy tire seven inches long; on one
end weld a crank pin seven-sixteent- hs

inch in diameter and long enough to
extend through one end of a to re-

ceive the key. On the opposite end a

piece is welded and shaped so as to
make a fork, as illustrated. The fork
should be 3 inches long and 1 inch
wide. Two braces, shaped as at e,
made of buggy tire and put on the
churn yframe with screws, will make
the churn more rigid. A lever is made
of hard wood 1 inch thick by 1V2 inches
wide and 3 feet long. Bolt lower
end to base of churn frame. Remove
crank from churn and put the piece
(a) in its place, attach b to a by put-
ting the crank pin through the round
hole in a and fasten by spring key.
Slip lever into fork (b) and insert a
board that will fit loosely through
both fork and lever. The hole in lever
should be the same height as churn
axle. Put on the braces and you have
an improved barrel churn. C. F.

MACADAMIZED ROADS.

Hew York State Farmer Claims That
They Can Be Ballt at a Very

Moderate Expense.

The road question seems to be
quite a problem to solve, and the
trouble appears to be the enormous
expense of some of the roads recent
ly built under the supervision of the
state engineer, at the great cost of
$7,000 to $S,000 per mile, when a good
macadamized road can be built much
cheaper.

To build a macadamized road you
must do away with all unnecessary
expense, viz., do no excavating, em-
ploy no engineer, nor is it necessary
to use a steam roller. As for exca
vating, it is unnecessary, for there
are very few roads in the country
but a rise of a foot would be a great
benefit. As for the engineer, any
handy man that could grade a flower-
bed can spread broken stone on a
road a foot thick, 14. 16 or 18 feet
wide, and make it six inches higher
in the center. As for the steam roll-
er, the weight of the stones will pack
themselves, and I fully believe, from
experience, tnat steam roiling is a
useless expense.

Commence to build a road at the
end where you get the material.
First spread on six inches of coarse
broken stone (commonly called
spalls) or cobble stones, making the
surface six inches higher in the cen-
ter; then put on six inches broken
stone, about small enough to pass
through a two-inc- h ring; then cover
over the surface with about two
inches of gravel or cinders. I would
advise to finish road, making aa you
go along. Have half the teams draw
ing spalls and the other half broken
stone, also laying rails across tne
road on one side and changing to the
other side every other day. I esti-
mate the cost per mile for a road 14

feet wide, $1,848; 16 feet, $2,112; 18

feet, $2,376. Dominic Markey, in
Country Gentleman.

PRACTICAL DAIRY DOTS.

The good cow is a comparatively
lean one.

Breed is well enough, but it will
take feed to show what there is in
the breed.

In the dairy generally large yields
per animal means a less cost in mak-
ing them. . ,

Concentrate your efforts on a small
area, thus economizing material and
stock, as well as labor.

The cow is the
paying cow, and the real dairy cows
tend in that direction.

The chief advantages of the cream-
ery system are cheapness of product
from the saving of labor.

The function of milk-givin- g is
maternity and the mother needs
shelter, warmth and comfort.

Moderate exercise is necessary to
maintain health and has a stimulat-
ing effect on milk production.

One reason why so little is made
out of poultry is because so little ef-

fort is made to improve the stock.
The dairy farmer should own the

best land, milk the best cows, hire the
best hands and make the best profit.

The churn should never be filled
more than half full and then if the
temperature is right it will churn
easily.

It is very important that milk or
cream is not exposed to anything
which would contaminate it by ab-

sorption.
Butter will come much quicker

sometimes than others, due generally
to a difference in temperature; use a
good thermometer. Eural World.

Diseases of House Plants.
House plants become diseased more

on account of too much water being
used on them than too little. It is at
no time necessary to drench the earth
in the pots. If simply moistened and
the leaves kept clean from dust the
earth will keep the roots in good con
dition. Should worms be found in the
soiJ use a little lime in the water, but
the better plan is to renew the earth,

KEEPING CELLARS DRY.

A a Excellent and Eatllr Applied lr
raaare-iaea- t to Prevent All Daa-g-rr

from Flooding.

In draining the cellar of a dwelling
house, ba,rn or other farm building in
low places, some means will often need
to be made use of to prevent flooding.
An excellent arrangement for this pur-
pose, which is adapted to either tile
drain or ordinary stone ditch, is shown
in the sectional illustration. Make a
wooden box (a) of about same dimen-
sions as drain or tile, and two or three
feet in length. Saw off one end so as
to leave it somewhat beveled. Take a
piece of not too stiff leather and cut
square so as to be just a little smaller
than outside of box on beveled end.
Nail this on a square piece of board (c),
just enough smaller than leather, to
leave one inch of the leather project-
ing on all four sides. Tack one of the
projecting edges to the top, or short-
est bevel, side of box, making the com-
pleted valve and valve seat. Over the
beveled end of the box having attached
to it the valve, slip another box (b),
large enough for the purpose, and
lbout one foot long, to protect the
working parts of the device.

Dig down at the point it is to be
placed in drain, and removing enough
tile, if they are used, for the purpose.
fit the valve boxes tightly in place, the

longest box toward cellar. All sudden
high water backing up will close the
valve and be prevented from entering
the cellar. As soon as the outside wa-

ter subsides, the valve will open and
allow water in cellar to escape. If the
ralve is applied in box just right, it
will work perfectly.

If it is desired to have trap arranged
so that access mar be had to the valve
at any time for removal of rubbish,
etc., make it as described in every re-

spect, but with the larger horizontal
box on outside of valve seat. Instead
of a horizontal box, make a vertical
box (c) extending up to the ground
evel. This may have a hinged lid (d).

Create a Private Batter Market

Bat Attention to Detail.

The farmer who wishes to make
butter at home must pick up a route
and retail his own butter, as he will
find that the stores don't want it and
won't handle it. They can get cream-
ery butter that is reasonably uni
form, and will give them less trouble
than trying to handle butter made by
Tom, Dick and Harry. Even the care
ful private dairyman is at a disad-
vantage unless he has regular private
customers. To-da- y one farmer told
us: "I am using a separator and take
great care to have everything neat
and clean, end do make hrst-clas- s

butter, but I can't sell it at any of the
stores. The creamery near us only
averasres 16 cents per pound for but
ter fat, and we can't make anything
at that price, but their butter always
sella and ours won't. We dropped out
because we got discouraged trying to
give them clean good cream, while
there were lots of patrons who took
no care of their milk and were very
dirty." This man acted discouraged
and wanted to sell some of his cows.
His only hope is to work up a private
trade. On? man from a neighboring
town recently brought in a lot of
his own butter, and canvassed the
stores, but couldn't sell a pound, or
hardly tret an offer. He was discour
aged, but he has a reputation for not
beiner neat. A near neighbor of the
latter brings in weekly what 30 good
cows make, and has a steady trade at
25 cents in summer and 30 cents in
winter. He also sells chickens, eggs.
apples and beef. He makes good but-
ter, is neat, and I believe is prosper--
