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A ROYAL PROGLAMATION.

Announcement That the Coronation
of King Edward is to Take
Place Next June.

EXACT DAY NOT YET DETERMINED UPON,

The Proclamation Made With All the
Quaint and Medieval Scenes Which
Marked the Proclaiming of King
Edward VIiI’s Accession to the
Throne.

London, June 29.--The royal proe-
lamation announcing that the corona-
tion of King Edward is to take place
in June next, the exact day not yet
being determined upon, was read, Fri-
day morning. at St. James' palace,
Temple Bar and the Royal Exchang:,
with all the guaint mediaeval scenes
which marked the occasion of the
proclaiming of the accession of the
king. The ceremonial was unheraled-
ed, so the crush was not so great as
on the previcus occasion, but crowils
quickly gathered from all directions
and thronged the points at which ths
announcement was read. The cere-
mony began at St. James, where, from
the purple-draped baicony of the pal-
ace, the norrey king-of-arms (Will-
iam Henry Weldon), in a brilliant uni.
form, accompanied by the heralds
and pursuivants, in gorgeous tabards,
and numerous state officials, read
the proclamation.

A Gorgeous Cavalcade,

At the appointed hour, four sta‘e
trumpeters, Iavishly adorned in gold-
embroidered tunics, appeared in front
of the balcony. Dy their side stood
the norrey king-of-arms, flanked by
two royal macers, bearing gold
maces, and sorrounded by the blue
mantle (Gordon Ambrose De Lisle
Lee); the rouge dragon (Everard
Greem); the Somerset herald (Henry
Farnham Burke); the York herald
(Alfred Scott Scott-Gatty), and the
Windsor herald (William Alexander
Lindsay), all in their full official re-
galia, and the earl marshal (the duke
of Norfolk); the lord steward (the
earl of Pembroke); the lord chamber-
lain (the earl of Clarendon), and oth-
ers.

The Proclamation Read.

The trumpeters sounded a proiract-
ed fanfare, and then the norrey
king-of-arms bared his head and read
the proclamation in a clear wvoice,
which must have been audible to the
royal party, occupying a stand on the
grounds of Marlborough House,faciug
the balcony of the palace. King Ed-
ward wore ar admiral’s uniform.
Queen Alexandra and the others ol
the royal party watched the ceremony
with the greatest interest, the king
using field glasses to obtain a clearer
view,

As tha norrey king-of-arms econ-
eluded with the words “God save the
king,"” the trumpeters again sounded
a fanfare, the king, in the meantime,
standing at the salute.

Proceeded to Other Points.

A procession was then formed. Led
by a detachment of the horse guards,
five royal carriages, containing the|
heralds, pursuivants and other offi-
cials, proceeded to Temple Bar and
the Roval Exchbange, where the form-
slities, less picturesque, perhaps, wera
repeated.

Lord Mayor Green and the sheriffs
met the processior. at Temple Bar.

“That Adelbert S. Hay would, in
time, have proved himself like his fa-
ther, a great and useful public serv-
ant, we do net for a moment doubt.
The deep sympathy felt in England
for Secretary Hay has been most
striking. We sincerely trust that the
burden of public service will not
prove beyond his endurance, for, with
the Philippines, Cuban and Porto
Rican questions only half settled, the
United States needs the calm and
moderating counsels of his wise and
comprehensive mind.”

The negro,
Peter Price, was accused of insulting

door, and as they entered the room
Price threw himself at them with
the ferocity of a tiger, with a knife
in each hand. In cutting his way out
he killed George Hooks and F. M. Mec-
Gran and seriously cut Charles Davis.

his escape through an open window.

STORM KING IN MINNESOTA.

Minneapolis and St. Paul Visited—
Darkness and Destruction.

Minneapolis. Minn., June 29.—A ter-
rifie storm swept over Minneapolis, St,
Paul ard vicinity yesterday afternoon.
The storm broke about four o’clock,
being preceded by almost utter dark-
ness. It was so dark that the Western
league baseball game was postponed
because the players were unable to
see the ball. Many people went into
the streets to watch the clouds, and
when the storm of wind and rain
broke there were many injured.

Holly Bennett was struck by a live
e¢lectric wire and killed.

London, June 20.—The duke of Man-
chester made what he hopes will be
his last appearance in the bankruptcy
court, as his creditors formally ac-
cepted the composition of 12s 6d in
the pound. Although the accounts
showed that the unsecured debts
amounted to £30,710, the trustees
submitted that this sum could be
scaled down to £19,714 with assets

amounting to £5,000.

During the course of his final exam-
ination, the duke of Manchester re-
iterated that his failure was due to
the loss of several thousands of
pounds in theatrical speculations, and
said he had not gambled.

The Sun now believes that by the bait
of success the democrats should be
willing to forego their principles and
go the republicans one better in their
mad march of commercialism, imperi-
alism :nd exploitation of the people.

DOCTORED FIGURES.

The Treasury Bureau Furnishing
Questionable Evidence in Sap~-
port of Protective Tariff,

Ever since Senator Hanna placed his
private secretary in charge of the
treasury bureau of statistics there has
been the most uneommon statements
issued from there, and what is espe-
cially singular, always favoring the
republican side of the contention of
the tariff and other matters. Econ-
omists and others who make a special
study of statistics openly say the fig-
ures given are not relifble, as well
known facts dispute them. Hereisan
instance that seems to show their un-
reeliability given in a dispatch from
Washington, which says: Secretary
Gage has issued a statement that at-
tempts to disprove the charge that our
export business with Russia has suf-
fered on account of the retaliatory tar-
iff war which he precipitated by en-
forcing a countervaling duty upomn
Russian sugar. He has undertaken to
show that there has been an actual in-
crease in our exportations to the
czar’s dominions. The secretary’s fig-
ures ought to be accurate, for they are
obtained from the bureau of statistics,
but when one reflects upon the factsas
disclosed by official statements from
St. Petersburg, there is room for
doubt about the accuracy of the work
of the bureau. Here is a statement
taken from a St. Petersburg dispatch,
which explains itself:

“Since March last, when the minister
of finance informed the country that,
owing to American attitude, he had
been compelled to tax American im-
ports, conditions have come to be as
follows: Germany, France and Eng-
land now pay 14.55 franes per 100
pounds. This the United States also
did until March 1. Since the tax has
been advanced the others pay as be-
fore, and United States goods have to
pay 23.10 franes. Thus, the United
States pays 58 per cent. more than
Germany, France or Great Britain.

dered, nevertheless let no supporter
of his despair. If the circumstances
require Mr, McKinley to forego this
“long-settled conviction” for the sake
of his party and the continued pros-
perity of his country, his public rec-
ord is a guarantee that he will make
the sacrifice. It would not be Mr. Mec-
Kinley’s first sacrifice of conviction up-
on the altar of patriotism and politées.
He was a silver coinage man who gave
up his monetary convictions to save
the “honor of the nation”b y becoming
president. Long a strenuous advocate
of the “home market” for American
products, he has now assumed the task
of prying open foreign markets for
the sake of the great trusts upon
which the prosperity of his country
depends. Denouncing “forcible an-
nexation™ of alien territory as “crim-
inal aggression” within the purview of
the American “code of morals,” he
nevertheless suppressed this ethical
eonviction of forcible annexation to
the extent of dictating a treaty of ces-
sion from Spain and carrying on an un-
authorized war of conquest against
the friendly #ilipinos. And though he
formally and impressively described
the concession of free trade to Porto
Rico as a “plain duty,” yvet he used the
influence of his office and the power of
its patronage to protect the industries
of his country from the ravages of
Porto Rican imports. Mr. McKinley is
nothing if he has not been self-sacri-
ficing. His record proved him incapa-
ble of shrinking from the sacrifice
even of “long-settled convictions,”
when the occasion demands it.

That means the United States cannot
trade at all, and thus American import-
ers are sitting still, doing no business
and watching the Germans snatching
away from them what had been
theirs.”

In spite of this overwhelming evi-
dence that our trade with Russia has
been effectively wiped out by this 58
per cent. discrimination against us,
the ireasury bureau of statistics con-
tinues to furnish evidence in support
of the protective tariff and its counter-
vailing duties, whenever the political
necessities of Secretary Gage or the
republican party require it.

——When Senator Hanna, as chair-
man of the republican national com-
mittee, received those large eontribu.
tions from the trusts to elect McKin-
ley, without doubt there was a prom-
ise made to continue the protective
tariff and control congress in their in-
terest. Hanna is faithfully carrying
out his end of the bargain by urging
that no tariff tinkering must be passed
by the republican majority in con-
gress.
