The Broaght.
The corn crop. of Missouri will be a

failure. There may be a field here and
there that will produce an average
yield, but as a general thing the corn
will make only fodder, and ia some
instances very poor fodder. The heat
has been intense. "Old residents"
have endeavored to convince every-
body that the drought of 1854 was
worse than the present, but unless
rain comes soon they must lay their
claim to one side. The heat has been
intense in every section, and in many
instances accompanied by hot winds,
which have dried the corn. Glance at
the following temperatures: St.Louis,
104; St. Joseph, 112; Kansas City, 103;
De Soto, 114; Wellsville, 113; Paris,
112; Columbia, 111; Chillicothe, 110.

. . eatlns Winds, It Rreaks the

Recortl in Missouri. .

Columbia, Mo., July 9. The United
States department of agriculture, cli-

mate and crop bulletin of the weather
bureau, Missouri section, for the
week ending July says:

Another ? week of extremely high
temperature and desiccating winds
has been added to the long drought
which has now become one of the
most disastrous in the history of the
state. The mean temperature of the
week ranged ; from 5 to 11 degree
above the normal, the excess being
greatest in the central and northern
counties, and maximum temperatures
of 100 to 103 degrees occurred in all
sections. Toward the close of the
week however, the weather became
somewhat cooler. Quite heavy show-
ers have fallen in some localities in
the extreme southeastern portion of
the state, and also in a few of the
extreme northwestern counties but
over the greater part of the state
there was practically a total obsence
of precipitation.

In a few localities where heavy
rains hate fallen corn is doing finely,
and in a considerable, number of the
northern and a few of the southern
counties it will &till make a fair crop
if rain falls within a few days. In a
majority of the central and southern
counties it has been so greatly dam-
aged that even with favorable con-
ditions from now on hardly more
that half a crop can be expected. Con.
siderable early corn has tasseled but
is not silking, and in many fields the
tassels have been killed by the hot
winds. Should the drought continue
another ten days a large portion of
the crop will be entirely ruined.

Cotton and melons, in the south-
eastern counties, are doing well where
rains have fallen; elsewhere they are
making little growth.

Oat harvest is nearing completion,
and the crop is one of the poorest in
the history of the state.

Haying is progressing rapidly with
yields ranging from half a crop to
almost nothing. Many meadows are
not worth cutting.

Pastures are reported in good con-
dition in a few localities in the north-
western counties, and have improved
somewhat where rains fell in the
southeastern counties; elsewhere tl?y
are nearly bare.

Wheat threshing is progressing rap-
idly with good yields.

Potatoes are reported fairly good
in a few of the northwestern and
southeastern counties, but in general
early potatoes are very poor, and
late will be almost a failure.

Tobacco looks well in portions of
Futnam county, but in Schuyler
many plants have died.

Gardens are generally about burned
Bp.

The high temperatures and drying
winds have caused apples and peaches
to wilt "and drop badly and in many
sections those remaining on the trees
are small and knotty. In a few coun-
ties an average crop of apples is still
promised, but in general will be very
light, and in some districts practically

IMPROVEMENTS AT PAGO PAGO.

Governor's Residence and Other
Bnildingra Hia-- Priced Land

for Xa-r- al Station.

Washington July 9. The secretary
of the navy has allotted $15,000 for
building a governor's house at Pago
Pago, in Samoa. Commander Tilley,
the governor of that station, is now in
Washington, and has been going over
the needs of the station. Besides this
house some $200,000 will be spent in
coaling piers and warehouses and in
improving the general conditions of
the island. About fifteen acres of ad-
ditional land will also be bought at a
cost of $25,000, and with those now
already owned the naval station will
have a sweep of a mile or more long
of the most desirable portion of this
fine harbor.

No Relief From the Almost Unpre.

Southwest.

THE SUM STILL SHINES MERCILESSLY.

The Fears Heretofore Expressed for tin
Burning; Crops Have Become Realities
Farmers Fearlal of Visitations of Fir
in Their Badly Parched and Blistered
Fields.

Kansas City, Mo., July 15. No reliei
came to break the almost unprece-
dented drought in the southwest.
Sunday was a repetition of the past
two weeks, with reports from many
places in western Missouri, Kansas
and the territories of temperatures
over the 100 mark. At most places the
sun shone mercilessly, with not even
a fitful cloud to break its rays, nor a
slight breeze. In Kansas City the
night proved more bearable, a breeze
from the north alleviating the condi-
tions, but a day of intense heat fol-
lowed.

Sunday there was a prospect of rain
In Oklahoma, but there are no indica-
tions of a change from any other
part of the southwest.

With no relief in sight the fears for
the crops that have been expressed
daily are fast becoming realities, and
the scarcity of water and generally
dry conditions make the element oi
fire a most serious one. What the real
damage to corn the crop most affect-
ed will be is problematical, but it ia
probably safe to say that half the
crop will be los-t-. The supply of water

short in almost every direction, and
the. shipment of cattle and hogs to
this market to save them must con-
tinue. In Kansas City the government
thermometer reached 102, and at
Maryville, Kas., 104 was recorded,
against 100 Saturday. There were
three prost rations at Maryville.

CORS AXD OATS RLIXED.

Fruits and Vegetables Are Also
Complete Failures.

St. Joseph, Mo., July 15. The long--
continued drought has resulted in the
entire ruin of the corn and oats crops
in this section oi the country. Corn
has commenced to tassel only a few
foet high, and no amount of rain
would now be of any benefit to that
cereal. The fruit and vegetable crops
are also complete failures, and the
pastures have cried up so that the
farmers are paying enormous prices
for hay and feed. Sunday was clear
and hot, with no relief apparently in
sirht. Unless rain comes this week
wheat, which was an abundant crop,
will have to be substituted for even
the coarser and cheaper kinds of feed.

ANOTHER TORRID DAI".

A Timely Rain Would Save the Crops
in Nebraska.

Omaha, Neb., July 15. This city and
the state bad another torrid day Sun-
day. The mercury registered 101 de-

grees. The atmosphere was fresh,
however, with an absence of anything
that tended to hot winds. This con-
dition has prevailed for almost a
week, and its effect on the corn crop
has net been serious, although rain ia
needed to insure a fair crop. Nearly
all of the corn planted in Nebraska
and western Iowa is two weeks be-

hind the norma! average late planting
and this has conduced to save it from
more- - serious damage. Reports al-

most universally from the state are
to the effect that rain is needed, but
with the absence- - of hot winds the
crop will' stand considerable hot
weather- - Spring wheat and oats in
Nebraska' are we1 night a failure.

HOT TIME IS MIJTSKSOTA.

St. Paul Show a Temperature of 98,
Wi& a Hot Wind.

St. Paul, Minn.. Jwly 15. Saturday's?
reeord was equalled Sunday by the
government thermometer, the maxi-
mum being 98. There was a hot breeze
from the south blowing most of the
day, which greatly added to the dis-
comfort. The hot wave continues
throughout Minnesota and the Da-kota- s,

Huron reporting 102 and Sioux
Falls 100. At the latter place a child
went to sleep in the sun and died
from the heat. New Ulm, Minn., re-

ports a temperature of 104, with a
number of prostrations.

Frof. W. M Hayes, of the state ag-
ricultural experimental farm, reports
that the hot weather is doing a great
deal of damage- to wheat in southern
Minnesota,, and that chinch bugs are
very numerous and are contributing
to the destruction

Red. Hot at Lincoln.

BENEFIT HAS RESULTED TO THE CfSGPS.

The Rains Covered Southwestern Mis-

souri and Portions of Southeastern
Kansas to ' the Oklahoma I.ln
Jnblle la the Streets of Coneyn,
Kansas.

Kansas City, Mo., July 16. A por-

tion of the' drought-stricke- n south-

west has been relieved by rain during
the past 24 hours. Great good has al-

ready resulted to crops, and, as there
are prospects of a further downfall,
it is believed thousands upon thou-

sands of dollars will be saved farmers
on stock and crops. Nevertheless
much greater quantity of rain must
come before a lasting benefit is done.
In the portions of central and west
ern Missouri, western Kansas and the
territories still untouched by rain con-

ditions remain unchanged, the tem-

perature ranging from 93 to 106, the
latter at Hutchinson, Kas.

Where the Rains Pell.
The rains, which come at the end of

a drought of from four to eight weeks
duration, covered southwestern Mis-

souri and portions of one-thir-d of
Kansas, taking in the southeastern
corner of the Sunflower state from
Riley and Dickinson counties down to
the Oklahoma line. The first break
came Sunday night, when fairly good
rains fell in Barton and Green coun-
ties, Mo., and on the Oklahoma bor-
der in Kansas in Cowley and Chautau-
qua counties, and along the Union Pa-

cific road in Riley county.
Mot Yet Sufficient.

These rains, while good, were not
sufficient to place the burned crops
out of danger. Monday morning a
heavy rain .fell in the vicinity of Jop-
lin, Mo, and traveling west covered
portions of Montgomery, Butler and
Sedgwick counties, Kas. Around Jop-
lin there was a heavy fall for ten min-
utes. At 1:30 a soaking rain fell in
Cherokee county across the line in
Kansas, preceded by hail, benefitting
pastures and small grains immensely
and bringing relief to the crushing
plants in the zinc mining district.
During Monday afternoon a heavy
rain fell in the vicinity of Coffeyville,
Eldorado and Wichita, Kas.

A Jubilee In the Streets.
At Coffeyville the people held a jubi-

lee on the street during the rain.
Two counties west from Kansas City
and in Jefferson county, Kas., a full
inch of rain fell in the afternoon,
while in KansaCity a temperature
of 101 prevailed and hardly a cloud
was visible.
