I have been waiting for somethiog
of interest to turn up, but in vain. If
I wait much looger the REGISTER will
forget it has an old friend and corres-
poodent here. Being the off year ic
elections we had only a county com-
missioner to elect; but the fact that
the Democratic candidate was ano old
soldier, as well as an able honest man,
gave him a good majority.

The corn crop is turing out from ten

to twenty bushels to the acre; but
much of that is hardly to be called
marketable, and if shelled would give
a still lighter yield on the scales.
There has fallen a few good showers,
but not nearly enough to effect wells.
Some have been hauling water for
months, and much stock is being put
on the market to get them out of the
way. Never since this country was
settled has so much of the new crop
been fed out at this time of the year.
The danger now is that spring may
find the ground so dry that far less
drouth next season will do much more
damage. It is generally accepted that
draining the ponds and sloughs in our
broad praiaies has had a good deal to
do with bringing drouthy seasons;
but now yeople are beginning to ask if
abstracting so much electricity from
the atmosphere does not add to the
principal and primary cause of drouth.
If the gases that form water are con-
fined in a vessel in the proper propor-
tions they do not unite uatil a spark of
electricity is admitted to them. Then
water is formed. Neither do we have
much raio from a gathering cloud, in
summer, until lightning begins to play.
Draining the country till it iz almost
as dry as a desert [orestalls evapora-
tion, prevents the formation of dense
clouds, and estops precipitation; and
one would think that the abstraction of
electricity from the air would largely
prevent the union of oxygen and hy-
drogen, even when present in proper
quantities and proportions to form
water. It may be said that all the
electricity our dynamos gather is re-
leased again. True, but at any time
there is a large smount held, or that
it ie taken back as fast as it is released.
It may be idle to ask such questions,
but John Locke sald the only way he
became iearned was by asking ques-
tions.
Pricking the balance-of-trade bubble
is causing a good many of our Republi-
cans to stop and think. During the
fizcal year endiog on the 30th day of
June last we sent out in goods, gold,
and silver, over six hundred and seven-
one millions more than we brought in:
This shows a fearful drain. <My poy.
Shakey, sait ven I comes home mit less
tollers wort of fat in my push-cart den
I takes out in soap I bees money lose.™
««Shakey”™ was right. The difference
shows what rents and profits foreigpers
are getling out of our lands, franchises,
and business enterprises. When we
tax land values only we can stop this
drain; but not till then.

One of the surprising things here,
when it comes to be known, is the very
large number of elderly pegple who
suffer from some kidney and bladder
trouble. Your writer has several
friends dangerously effected now and
others have died after lingeriog and
suffering for years. What is there in
our mode of living that has made it so
much worse in, say, the last two de-
cades?

Webster Davis,

Hon. Webster Davis delivered a lec-
ture at the opera house in this city on
last Saturday night, taking for his sub-
ject **The Boers.” Mr. Davis is lec-
turing under the maonagement of a
lecture bureau and incidentally sell-
ing his book. The speaker is a fine
looking man—we might say handsome
—smooth shaved, and when talking,
with his eyes thrown up, reminds one
of the pictores of Henry Ward Beech-

er and in his carriage and general ap-

pearance, when not speaking, he looks
like William J. Bryan. In this con-
nection Mr. Davis related an anecdote
on himself, to a party of friends at the
Madison House last Saturday alternoon.
He said one day in St. Louis he was
riding in a carriage with William J.
Bryan, poth being clean ehaved, a gen-
tleman came up to the,carriage and
grasped his hand and eaid, «Glad to
wmeet you, Mr. Bryan.” <] explained
that the other was Mr. Bryan and he
commenced to explain and apologize
to us both for his mistake.” +Thal's
all right, said Mr. Bryan, all smooth-
faced fools look alike to me."

Mr. Davis was introduced to the audi-
ence by Prof. N. B. Heory in a few re-
marks. The speaker said he had sev-
eral lectures, but it seemed as if his
audience had decided on the subject he
was to speak on, so he acquiesced and
would speak oun the **Boers.” He said
tbat what he would say on this subject
would be facts—(facts that he had wit-
nessed with his own eyes and experi-
ences which he had come face to face
with in the two little republies in the
Tranavaal. The speaker had the sym-
pathy and attentiom of the audience
from the start.

He said that when he decided to take
a vacation he concluded to visit his old
friend, Consul Stowe, in South Africa.
On arriving at South Hampton he was
compelled to stay oyer three days be-
fore he could get a vessel to take him
to Pretoria, so he decided to put in the
time in London and while there he vis-
ited the various clubs and theaters ino
that city and the only explanation he
could get from any one there as to why
the war was being carried on against
the two little republics was, **We want
the gold fields and we are going to
have them.” The inhuman greed on
the part of England to possess the gold
fields of South Africa isthe only excuse
that can be offered for the only inhu-
man and brutal conduct of Euogland,”
said the speaker.

“] was traveling in that country as
a private citizen and everywhere I went
on British or Portugese territory I was
the recipient of receptions and nothing
was ever said about it; it was all right,
but as soon as I expressed a deszire to
enter the Boer country and investigate
their condition, that was all wrong and
I must not receive recognition from the
*:old babboon™ and the ¢‘savages” as
they termed President Kruger and his
brave band of followers who were fight-
ing for their homes and their :lib-ar-
Ly'as Mr. Davis pronounced it. ““While
at a dioner, I was handed a dispatch
from President Kruger which read,
that his private car would be at my
service to conduct me to the republic.
What, can this be from the savage I
had heard about, and being from Mis-
souri, I at once decided I would have
to be shown that private car, and so
accepted the invitation. I found the
car was a neat and comlortable oane,
but oothing expensive about it and
when I arrived at the depot a porter
conducted me into the car, he was a
native Boer. Can he beoneof thesav-
ages they have been telling me about?
I thought there must be a mislake
somewhere.

“The whole secret of this inhumane
war is the desire of Ghamberlain and
Cecil Rhodes that England shall pos-
sess the gold fields of South Africa.
God is certainly with the brave Boers
in this unequal struggle, else how is it
that 30,000 Boers could successfully
hold at bay 300,000 British soldiers
armed with the latest guns. The sol-
diers of the republics are poorly armed
and have few canoon. They are the
grandest race of people on the face of
the earth. I saw them and talked with
them, they are all hard working farm-
ers and are simply fghting for their
‘lib-ar-ty.” At every station that the
train stopped the station agent, in uni-
form, would come through the trainand
ask the passengers if they were com-
fortable and if they had any complaint
to make. And yet they told me they
were savages.

*«You have, no doubt, read in the
newspapers that the Boers were violat-
ing the rulee of civilized warfare by
usicg ‘dum-dum’ bullets. Let me tell
you, I happened to be in the battle of
Spion Kop, not through choice on my
part, however, but by accident. In
this fight the Eoglish had 3,000 trained
soldiers and the Boers 400; the Boers
re-took the hill by jumpiog behind the
rocks and firing as they went up. The
Boers lost 65 killed and something over
100 wounded, while the Eonglish had
some 400 killed and as many more
wounded; as I was walking over the
hill after the retreat of the English, I
saw the Boer sugeons and Red Cross
nurses doing what they could for the
wounded; I came to one old white-head-
ed Boer who had a terrible wound in
his side and the surgeon was just about
to perform an operation in the hope of

saving the man’'s life; the poor fellow

died under the operation and the sur-
geon picked out the bullet and it was
one of the dum-dum’ pullets, this is
he bullet, my friends(as he held up at
‘dum-dum’ bullet) the surgeon gave it
to me and I have preserved it ever
since, shot into this brave Boer by the
the civilized English soldiers. And
yet they told me the Boens were sava-
ges. '
“On my way home there was a hospit-
al car attached to the train and the
nurse in charge was the wife of one of
the Boer generale who was at the front
fighting for ‘lib-ar-ty;’ she had joined
the Red Cross society. When she
heard I was onthe train she sent for
me to come back to the car, in itl
found itwo wounded soldiers. She
asked me to go and talk to the one in
the front end, I went forward and found
a boy witn curly hair, [ tried to cheer
him up, but he said he was badly hurt;
“*The nurse leaned over him and cut
two of the curls off and asked me to take
them to the boy’s grandmother. I told
ber I did not know the boy’s grand-
mother, she replied that she was the
wifle of President Paul Kruger. I per-
formed the mission, but I shall never
forget the scene. She is very-old and
when I gave her the curls and told her
the circumstances the tears stood in her
eyes, as he was her last grandson, but
shesaid, ‘If she had ten others she
would be willing to give them up for
her people.” Heroism sublime; and
they told me they were savages. A
grapnder, nobler race of people never
lived and like our forefathers at Valley
Forge and Yorktown are fighting for
their homes and their ‘lib-ar-ty.’ "—
Fredericktown Democral-News.

A page in yesterday's Sunday JFPost-
Dispatch Magazine, giving the (fall
fashions in women’s hats, suggests that
the crusade in behall of the birds will
have to be carried on with more energy
than has yet been put forth, if these
feathered friends of the human racs
are not to be annihilated.

As if in mockery of the Audubon
Societies and their sympathizers, the
leaders of fashion have decreed that
the feather, the plume, the wing and
the entire dead bird shall be seen on
every hat that pretends to be in style
this fall.

“‘The show windows” in New York
and elsewhere *look like veritable
aviaries. Inodeed, within the past
week,” says the Post-Dispalch fashion
expert, **:he proprietors of the New
York stores have been told that their
indiscriminate use of birds on hats
comprehended many violations of the
game laws and that in future they
must offer for sale only American par-
rois or those birds which have been
purchased abroad.”

As usual, this revival of the bird-hat
craze had its rise in Paris. The city
may bhave humane societies, but no one
has ever heard that it prided Itself
upon its humane sectiments. Nor is
it to be expected that the center of the
world’s gayety and wit has time or de-
sire to conelder the economic problem
involved in the extermination of the
feathered insect destroyers and scaven-
gers. As long as plumes make pretity
hats, Paris must bave them.

But America need not slavishly copy
Paris in clothing any more than it
copies it in morals or industry. If
American women really care whether
the birds shall live or die they will
have to show their condemnation of
the wholesale slaughter of the feath-
ered tribes by refusing to wear hats
loaded with dead birds or their plumes.

Let the Audubon Societies go on
with their work. Sentimentand opin-
ion canoot be changed in a day. But
unless we wish to see the birds go the
way of the buffaloes, the protlest
against extermioation must be coun-
tinued.

There is to be a Boer Rescue Meet-
ing at the Chicago Auditorium Decem-
ber 8. Bourke Cochran of New York
will be a speaker. President Roose-
velt will be asked to stop the shipment
of horses and mules from Amerioa.n
ports to South Africa.

The treaty of Washiogton will be
cited as authority for such an order as
the President will be asked to lissue.
For this treaty provides that a neutral
government is bound to prevent the
use of its ports or water as the base of
naval operations of one belligerent
against the other or for the purpose of
RENEWAL OR AUGMENTATION OF MILI-
TARY SUPPLIES, or arms or the recruit-
ment of men.

Victoria enforced this treaty in. the
Spanish war and the precedent she es-
tablished, will be called to the atten-
tion of President Roosevelt. He will
also be told of the awful fact that the
death rate in South Africa reconcen-
trado camps is 370 per anoum in the
thousand, as shown by the Manchester
Guardian, a British journal.
