Coand Not Guilty of Murdering Her Hat
band Dramatic 8eeno Follows

Jury's Verdict,

Plattsburg, Mo., Jan. 27. Mrs. Ad-

die B. Richardson is a free woman.
A jury in the circuit court Saturday
afternoon acquitted her of the charge
of murdering her husband, Frank W.

Richardson, a wealthy merchant, at
he was entering his home at Savan-

nah, Mo., December 24, 1900.

A dramatic scene followed the ren-

dering of the verdict. Mrs. Eichari-so- n

was overwhelmed with congratu-
lations from fitem's who had crowd-

ed the court reom to await the ar-

rival of the jury.
The jury went out at 3:30 and re-

turned with a verdict 3 minutes la-

ter.
Mrs. Richardson was indicted for

murder in the first decree, and the
state endeavored to prove as a mo-

tive that she had sustained improp-
er ' relations with Stewart Fife, a
young society man and former busi-
ness associate of Richurdson. Fife
was arrested recently t North Ya-

kima, Wash., on a chirge of com-

plicity in the crime, and is now in
jail at Savannah awaiting trial.

Mrs. Richardson sat, as usual, be-

side her father and was surrounded
by other members of the Richardson
family. Most of the time during the
speechmaking she covered her eyes
with her,, hand. Judge R. E. Culver
and A. W. Brewster closed for the
defense.Clifford W. Crosa and Charles
W. Booher ending the argument for
the state. The defense laid stress
on the fact that Mrs. Richardson was
a typical young southern woman,
who, with characteristic southern
hospitality, had thrown her house
open to her husbands friends.

Judge Culver's defense of Mrs.
Richardson brought tears to the eyes
of many, and several "jmes during
Attorney Brewster's plea for the de-

fendant there was scarcely a dry eye
in the court room.

Attorney Booher, during bis
speech, in closing the case for the
state, said: "If there is anything 1

could tell that, would clear the cloud
from this poor woman's character, I
would be glad to do it. I am willing
to concede that prior tc the death of
her husband no one stood higher in
Savannah than Mrs. Richardson.
There was not a breath of suspicion
against her."

At 3:55 o'clock the jury announced
they had reached their virdict, and
as soon as order was restored werei
brought into the courtroom. Their
verdict was read by Clerk Thompson,
and was: "We, the jury, find the
defendant, Addie B. Richardson, not
guilty." .

Cheer after cheer broke out in the
courtroom nnd it was several min-

utes before order was restored.
The jury first read the instruc-

tions, which were lengthy, and then
took a secret ballot, disclosing their
unanimous agreement.

Mrs. Richardson remained in the
courtroom after the jury' retired, and
when' she heard they were ready her
features were brightened by the ex-

pectant hope she had, and when" the
verdict was read she seemed over-
come by joy. Her brother-in-ln-

John D. Richardson, reached her
first and took her in' his arms, and
the tears and rejoicing of the fami-- '

lies were most touching.
Mrs. Richardson thanked anil

shook hands with the jury that were
waiting outside the bar, and aftei
Judge Barnes discharged her re-

turned to the hotel, where a joyful
family reunion was held.

After the trial was over Prosecut-
ing Attorney Booher was asked what
effect the. verdict would have on the
prosecution of Stewart Fife, now in
jail at Savannah. He Baid: "Stewart
Fife will be tried for the niurder oi
Frank Richardson." No date has yet
been fixed for Fife's trial. The only
interest Mrs. Richardson and her
relatives will have in that trial, it l

asserted, will be to protect the name
of the widow.

The future pluns of Mrs. Richard
son have not been definitely settled,
but she will probably go to the home
of her father, in Alamo Gordo, N. M.,
to remain for awhile.

BROKE DOWN UNDER SWEATING PROCESS

Ultlt by Little Thief of Detectives
Warmed Adnileelone Out of the
Calprlt Until He Finally Con-

fessed thnt He Struck the Blow
thnt Caused Cooper'a Denth.

St. Louis, Jan. 26. William Stroth-;r-,

the negro bathhouse attendant,
ha.i confessed that he murdered hit
employer, A. Dean Cooper, Wednes-

day night. He said he committed the
deed In drunken passion.

The confession was made to Chief
of Police Desmond, Saturday morn-

ing, after two hours' questioning.
It became evident shortly after

eight o'clock, when the chief renewed
his inquisition, begun Friday morn-

ing, that Strother was upon the point
of breaking down.

At ten o'clock, the hour for th6
coroner s inquest to open, Strother
made the final admission which com-

pletes the chain and shows him to b
the murderer.

He said that he took the haminei
in one hand, lifted it high in the air
and brought it down on the head of
Mr. Cooper, who was asleep on the
cot. .

,

"I don't know why I done it," said
Strother. "I guess I must have been
drunk and mad."

The confession was made to Chief
Kiely and Desmond and a police
stenographer. The stenographer
was ordered to transcribe the com-

plete Strother
said he would sign the record.

Later Chief Desmond said he would
Immediately send Strother to the
coroner's office. Strother had said
he would repeat his confession to tho
coroner's jury.

Dr. Hoogher, assigned by the cor-

oner to conduct the inquest, when
informed of Stvother's confession,
stated that the inquest would pro-

ceed as originally planned and that
Strother's confession would be heard
at" the end of the inquiry.

CALM AND VEIIY COLO.

Kaunas 1 niii-- r a Temperature Rang-
ing Away Below.

Topeka', Kas., Jan. 26. The weath
er throughout Kansas is many de-

grees colder Clear, calm
and very cold is the condition over
the entire state, as ascertained bv
reports received here Cat-
tle on the western ranges are suffer-
ing and much loss is likely to ensue
unless the situation improves. How-- '

ever, very little wind accompanies
the cold, and this makes the condi-
tions more favorable than it other-
wise would be. ,

The coldest portion of the state
is the northern tier of coun-

ties. Phillipsburg reports the mer--
cury as reading 10 below, with clear
skies and little wind. It is clear
along the Union Pacific and Hock
Island west. In Ellis the mercury
registers eight below, with two inches
o snow. In Garfield it is four de-

gree below, with practically no wind.
In the country around Goodland,

Hutchinson and Newton, the cold
spell is moderating, the mercury being
from 8 to 14 above. In the eastern
portion of the state the. weather is
very near the zero murk.

The snow which fell yesterday is
packed tight, and the "vheat will
therefore be well protected.

THE BLIZZARD IN NEBRASKA.

Stiff North Wind with the Tempera-
ture Below Zero.

Lincoln, Neb., Jan. 26. Nebraska
suffered from below zero weather to-

day. A stiff north wind blew across
the state and intensified the disa-
greeable temperature. The weather
was generally clear and the sun
shone. None of the railroad lines
was entirely blocked, although on
many of the branch, lines it was
found necessary to use snow plows.

Reports from the ranges, where
the temperature was said to have
fallen to 25 below Saturday night, in
dicate considerable suffering to stock.
In Lincoln the street ear lines were
tied up. It is clear and cold
reports from the state indicating a
temperature of from 8 to 10 degrees
below.

CATTLE INTERESTS SUFFER.

Thermometer at Zero with a Howl-
ing North Wind in Oklahoma.

Guthrie, Okla., Jan. 27. The cold-
est weather of the winter, with the
thermometer at zero all day and a
howling wind, covers all Oklahoma.
Possibly nowhere else in the south-
west will its severity be so great.
There are large cattle interests that
will suffer greatly, no matter what
provision has been made to protect
them. The weather has been

for the past month that
the sudden change will play havoc
with cattle in all portions of the ter-
ritory. The wheat crop will also suf-
fer loss, as not enough snow has ac-

companied the blizzard to protect the
rank growth- - In the new country
settlers, and especially those in mov-
ing wagons, of which there are hun-
dreds, must suffer.
