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procity lies In the field of competitive pro-
duction, actual or potential, and It if my
desire at this time to bring the questions
which there arise so clearly before the minds
of the people that they will consider them
understanding and decide them accord-
ing to the very right of the matter. There
are some things that must be assumed In
the Investigation. of any subject.

"L That reciprocity treaties will be ne-

gotiated with Intelligence and patriotism
on both sides. It Is always gratifying to
our pride to believe that we are a little
better, clearer and more farseelng than
the people of other countries, but it is not
safe to proceed upon that hypothesis with
respect to commercial treaties.

"2. We must assume that any such treaty
or bargain will have the effect of admit-
ting to the United States competitive com-
modities upon better terms than there-
tofore they received; that is to say, upon
such terms as will enable the foreign pro-

ducer to at least fairly compete with the
home producer, and therefore It Is not
only probable but reasonably certain that
any such arrangement will result in di-

minishing the output of the home producers
In those things upon which our duty is
reduced or removed,

"The conclusion Is inevitable that in the
great majority of cases a reciprocal treaty
respecting compeUtlve commodities would
Interfere and Injure some home producer
or producers, and If that fact be a bar to
the operation of the principle let us at
once abandon It. I for one, however, am
willing to be counted! among the ranks
of those who believe that this consequence
Is not a bar and that great public policies
should not be viewed from so narrow and

Maxim FaTors Mutual Trade

Treaties for the Good of the
Entire Veople.

At the afternoon, session of the Na-

tional Reciprocity convention in De-

troit, WednesdayI(December 10, Gov.
A. B. Cummins, of Iowa, spoke on the
subject of "Reciprocity and the Tar-
iff." Be began his address by assum-
ing sole responsibility for what he
might say. He said he should deal
with reciprocity as a partisan doctrine
because it presupposes the existence
of a system of duties on imports levied

primarily either to restrict commod-
ities whieh it embraces. Of the policy
or principle of protection and its ap-

plication in tariff schedules he said:
"To the former my tribute Is without

reserve and my eulogy limited only by my
capacity to praise. Concerning the latter,
it Is true, as It i of other Just principles
of government, that we may have made
some mistakes and.nre probably perpetu-
ating some duties originally excessive and
some that have become so by the muta-

tions of time and circumstance.
"In a country like ours its legislative bodl-le- s

move only as Impelled by the senti-
ment ot the people. 1 rejoice that it la
so, because when .the people cease to
actually determine broadly the lines upon
which the government shall proceed and
come merely to acquiesce in the leadership
of their representatives, free Institutions
will have perished from the face of the
earth. The weakness of reciprocity is
found in the fact that it has never formed
the basis of a political campaign and
therefore publlo sentiment has never yet
been crystalliiecl upon It. Little or noth-
ing can be accomplished until we are wlll-fn- g

to approach tariff schedules In precise-
ly the same spirit that we approach any
other subject of legislation. So long as
the controlling minds of congress insist
that the welfare of the country demands
that the tariff be lt alone there Is no
hope for practical or substantial reci-
procity,

"There are many ardent advocates for
reciprocity who believe that tariff sched-
ules should be changed only through re-

ciprocal treaties. I am not one of them.
It seems to me manifest that a prerequisite
to any material or important reciprocal
tariff is a willingness to adjust, whenever
fairly required, our exclusive tariff to the
conditions of the time. Reciprocity will
never win its way until we are willing to
treat the tariff rationally instead of hys-

terically, and the first step In the process
Is to be willing to make such changes as
from time to time may be necessary to
Iii-ii-k tariff schedules Into harmony with
tb principle which vindicates their exist
ence.

SeouU "Stand Pat" Maxim.
Gov. Cunimns expressed his disagree-

ment with Senator Hanna's maxim of
political economy: "Stand pnt and let
well enough alone," and continued:

"I am unalterably opposed to readjust-
ment for light or trivial reasons. Changes
should never be made unless It is clear
that duties are too high or too low. Laws
of all kinds should be as permanent as hu-

man affairs' will permit them to be and
I beg you to bear In mind that the prop-
osition with which I began and with which
I shall end Is that tariff schedules, like
all other laws, are to be made, unmade
and remade according to the public needs
and that we are not 10 be warned off by
the cry that we are on holy ground and
that the sacred vestments, of the high
priests are not to be touched! by profane
hands.

"There are duties, notably in the Iron and
steel schedule, although not confined to
It, which are wholly Indefensible, which
no man will ever attempt to defend and
which are as- much at war with the real
object of protection as free trade Itself,
They can be greatly reduced and still the
American manufacturer will occupy the
whole American market, pay the highest
American wages and be rewarded with an
ample American profit, and therefore they
ought to be reduced not years hence, but
now. There are materials which our ex-

perience has us should be admitted
free, simply because they would give our
people more work to do In preparing them
for their ultimate uses, and it should be
done not years hence, but now. This Is
not the time to enter Into detail, for what
I have said Is not denied."

Argument from Prosperity.
Stating that the argument most fre-

quently heard, against touching the
tariff usually begins with a statement
of the prosperity of the people of the
United States. Gov. Cummins said:

It Is a Blander upon the fundamental
truth of the world to say that the pros-
perity of the people ever has been or ever
can be impaired by doing what is right
ana just ana lair. What evidence is there
to sustain the assertion that a correction
of the grossly excessive duties would
hasten the days ot extreme commercial
activity to a close?

"Nor are the advocates of making the
tariff forever Immune from examination
or change altogether consistent. Roose-
velt boldly Insists upon the abolition ot
the duty upon anthracite coal, and I doubt
not that the men who so stoutly demand
that tariff schedules should be exempt from
legislative interference will be quick to
assist in the removal of the duty of 67

cents per ton upon the commodity. Roose-
velt likewise urges the reduction of the
duty upon Cuban sugar and tobacco, and
It is easy to see that If Cuba wants the
reciprocity treaty It will be ratified. I
shall rejoice when these things are done,
put i nave Been unaoie to suppress! the
inquiry whether the duty on anthracite
coal Ib more burdensome than some other
duties which have excited public comment
and whether the treaty with Prance Is
not as meritorious as the treaty with Cuba.

"It Is also urged that If some duties are
too high that they do no harm, and that
the injury inflicted upon the country by
an attempt to reduce them will be ereater
than the good that can be accomplished
Dy tne reduction, if this argument be
sound, then we should hesitate long be-
fore we touched the subject at all. It
Is not, however, supported by the facts
as tney are Known to exist, if competition
were effective In every field of Industry
excessive duties, generally speaking, wouldl
do little harm, but It is a matter of com-
mon knowledge that In some commodities
the force of competition has either been
wholly eliminated or seriously Impaired,
and with respect to such things whenever
there is a full demand at home It Is pos
slble for the home producer to ralse the
price to the point of extortion, and in
many instances at this moment the pos
sibility has become a reality and buyers
and consumers are now paying more than
a fair price for what they buy and con-
sume."

Definition of Reciprocity.
Expressing emphatic dissent from

the doctrine of maintaining tariff du-
ties higher than they should he sim-
ply to give opportunity to reduce them
through the medium' of reciprocity
treaties Gov. Cummins analyzed the
doctrine of reciprocity, saying:

"The truth is that, considered as eco-
nomic principles, protection and reciproci-
ty are not only widely separated, but are
the exact opposltes of each other. .We
ought to understand! that in the domain
of competitive commodities reciprocity
doesi not sustain, but destroys, protection.
Protection is Intended to practically ex-
clude importations upon the subjects that
it embraces by giving to the home pro-
ducer an advantage In the home market.
Reciprocity, to be of any advantage or
to be operative In any substantial degree,
Is Intended to encourage Importations In
the subjects it embraces and to give to
the importer at least an equal chance In
our markets. Obviously I am not now
speaking of reciprocity In the importation
of those commodities which we do not and
cannot produce. These commodities are
already largely upon the tree list andl there
Is but little opportunity to promote recip-
rocal treaties in those things which by
nature we must Import

The Venezuelan Fortress of Puerto
Cabello Silenced by British

and German Guns.

VENEZUELAN COMMANDER A PRISONER.

Excuse For th Action Found la ths Viola-

tion of the British Merchant Steamer
Topase by a Hob oJ Venssuelans, and
the Hauling Down of the BrltUh Flag
From the Vessel.

Puerto Cabello, Saturday, Dec. 13.

The British cruiser Charybdis and the
German cruiser Vineta bombarded
the fortress here at five o'clock this
afternoon, and quickly silenced it
The bombardment lasted for 45 min-

utes. The fortress is composed of
Fort Solano' and the Castle Liber-tado-r.

After the firing ceased the
Charybdis sent marines to occupy the
castle. The fortress was almost de-

molished. It is probable that only a
few persons were injured by the
shelling. The commander of Castle
Libertador has been taken prisoner.
The cruisers are still here.

At seven o'clock this morning the
Charybdis and the Vineta arrived
here searching for Venezuelan gun-
boats. The two cruisers sent their
boats into the inner port, but finding
no gunboats the boats returned. The
captain of the British merchant
steamer Topaze, which was seized by
the mob here last Wednesday, then
visited the British commodore on
board the Charybdis and lodged a
protest' against the violation of his
ship. The British captain returned an
hour later with a detachment of 50

marines, who took charge of the To-

paze. The populace was greatly ex-

cited at this incident and raised the
cry "To arms," but there was no
disorder. '

The British commodore then sent
a message to the authorities at Puer-
to Cabello demanding immediate sat
isfaetion for the action of the mob
in having hauled down the British
flag from the Topaze, saying that If
this satisfaction was not forthcom-
ing in two hours, at five o'clock, the
fortress and the custom house would
be bombarded. On the receipt of this
demand the authorities sent a mes-
sage to President Castro asking for
Instructions.

A committee of merchnnts of Puer
to Cabello then approached the Amer-
ican consul here, petitioning him to
intervene. The consul accepted this
mission and visited the cruisers, but
he could obtain no alteration in the
decision of the allies.

At a quarter before five a reply
was received from President Castro,
who authorized the chief official here
to give the British commodore ample
satisfaction. Before this answer
could be communicated to the Amer-
ican consul the hour stipulated for its
receipt had arrived; the cruisers im-
mediately opened fire on the fortress.
The fire was returned from Fort Sol-
ano and Castle Libertador, but the
Venezuelan guns were soon silenced.
While the firing continued their was
intense excitement in this port. Every
house in town was closed.

The people of Puerto Cabello can
not account for this precipitate ac-

tion on the part of the allies, which
they consider to be proof that Great
Britain and Germany intend forcing
war on Venezuela.

The British, marines purpose tc
make use of the cannon in Castle
Libertador. No damage was done tt
the town. The excitement of the peo
pie is subsiding.

NOTB FROM THE ALLIES.

Asks Venesuelan Ships to Remain In
Port for the Present.

Caracas, Dec. 15. A note from the
commanders of the allied Anglo-Germa- n

fleet which the Venezuelan gov-
ernment refused to receive at La
Guayra, was sent to United States
Minister Bowen, at Caracas, and for-
warded by him to the proper govern-
ment official here. The note !b in the
name of Great Britain and Germany,
and requests all Venezuelan ships,
after the lapse of five days, to re-

frain from sailing from the port of
La Guayra until the present difficul-
ties are over.

The question what right Great Brit-
ain and Germany have to coerce Ven-
ezuela without declaring a blockade
is being asked on all sides here.

El Mocho, Hernandez and certain
other revolutionary leaders left Mara-caib- o

for Curacoa on their way to
Caracas. Hernandez is probably the
most popular of the revolutionary
leaders; President Castro has kept
him imprisoned at Maracaibo for sev-

eral years past.
The news of the shelling of the

fortress and custom house at Puerto
Cabello by the British cruiser Charyb-
dis and the German cruiser Vineta
reached Caracas at a late hour. It
caused considerable excitement, and
in spite of the preventive measures
taken by the police of Puerto Cabello
trouble is feared at that port.

GUNBOAT MARIETTA.

Minister Bowen In No Danger and
Did Not Ask for Vessel.

Caracas, Deo. 15. The arrival of
the United States gunboat Marietta
at La Guayra Saturday was due to a
rumor that United States Minister
Bowen was in - danger. There has
been no ground for such a rumor, and
the presence of the, Marietta was not
requested by Mr. Bowen.

The situation here continues to be
critical, and there is much excitement
among the German residents.

ITALY WANTS MONEY,

Hot Legation Will Demand Payment
of Claim Against Venesuela.

Caracas, Dec. 15. The statement
that Italy, through her legation here,
Is to demand payment of her claims
against Venezuela has been con-
firmed.

illiberal a standpoint. The purpose of any
such treaty on our part would be to open
up a new market or enlarge one already
discovered for our products, and It those
who are charged with the responsibility
of making in our behalf a commercial
trade are of the opinion that, upon the
whole,' the market thus opened up or en-

larged to us will take more of our prod-
ucts, measured by the labor required to
produce them, than the new competition
admitted to our shores will obliterate, then
we should make the trade.

Public Good the Test.
"You will observe I am putting It nar-

rowly. I Intend by this Illustration to em-

brace all the indirect advantages or dis-

advantages which, according to the best
judgment of man, would flow from ths
proposed relations. If it be, as undoubted-
ly It Is, the purpose of all Interference with
the laws of trade to increase the business
of the country which enacts the laws, and
thereby give employment to a greater
number of Its people, then It Is- difficult to
perceive the ground upon which there can
be fair opposition to the principle of reci-
procity. The trouble is that whenever a
concrete Instance arises the attention ot
the people is drawn not to what we gain,
but what we lose. They see a vision of dis-
mantled) factories, but they do not per-

ceive the new homes of industry springing
up to meet the demands of the markets
which we acquire.

"Why Is It that this distorted notion of
the doctrine has so constantly prevailed?
To me it has seemed thu the reason is
to be found In the fact that In the congress
of the United States there oftentimes pre-

vails a courtesy which Ignores the publlo
good. It is wholly natural that the tariff,
expressed along protection lines, takes on
a local tinge. And here again I reach the
substantial difficulty of the whole subject.
The tariff Is not and must not be a local
question. In all the history of our coun
try I have never known of an instance In
which our legislative tribunals did not
faithfully respond to the will of the people
when once that will was aroused! and ex-
pressed. And so It will be with regard to
reciprocity. Whenever the people take
up the subject congress will take It up
also, and whenever the people pass upon
It congress will register the decree.

Argues Against Local Intetrest.
"Every student of the subject knows that

we can make a treaty with Canada that
will give us more work to do In the United
States than we have now, and the time
will come when the adoption of any such
treaty will depend not upon the will of
any state or of any district, but upon the
centralized, unselfish, righteous will of all
the states, exercised for the welfare of all
the people. Every student of the subject
knows that the treaty with France, ne-
gotiated upon our part with consummate
ability by one of the most capable and pa-

triotic statesmen of his age, will give to
the people of the United States more work
in prodluclng things that will be exported
under it into France than it will take away
from them on account of the things im-
ported under It, and when the people ade-
quately understand this It will be ,more
difficult for those who are Interested in a
special Industry to prevent Its passage
through the Berate of the United States.

"I again apfieal to the sentiment with
which I began, that our tariff laws, wheth-
er It Is proposed to change them by direct
legislation or through the medium of com-

mercial treaties, must be examined, dis-
cussed, amendedi, in exactly the same spirit
which Imbues our legislators in examin-
ing, discussing or amending any other law.
The people will never, under any circum-
stances, forgive the man who exerts his
Influence to so amend these laws as to
deprive the workingmen of the republic and
those who come after them of a single
day's work. On the other hand, they will
be Just as swift to punish and exile those
who, through fear or favor, fall to se
amend and change our tariff laws as to
give these men and their posterity more
work, a vaster Held for their energies and
a better opportunity In the struggle ot
life." '

Trust.

Having, vulgarly speaking, gone over
the United States with a fine-toot- h

comb for the purpose of finding a trust
which is protected by the tariff, the
president hesitatingly acknowledges
that there is one such the anthracite
trust, says the St. Louis Itepublic.

In his judgment "the tariff on anthra-
cite coal should be removed, and an-

thracite put actually, where it now is
nominally, on the free list." He goes
on to Bay: "This would have no effect
at all save in crises; but in crises it
might be of service to the people."

It may be of service to the people,
crises or no crises. Disguised protec-
tion of anthracite hitherto has barred
out Wales anthracite from our shores.
We shall be glad to burn Wales coal at
any time at a reduced rate; especially
since we know that the anthracite coal
combination would never let us burn
Wales coal, but would quickly reduce
rates.

However, independently of the re
commended change, anthracite will
continue to receive protection from
the 67 cents duty on bituminous, which
duty prevents to a great extent com-

petition with a'nthracite and maintains
the price of anthracite along the Cana-

dian border and the Atlantic seaboard.
When the 67 cents duty is removed
from bituminous then the people will
be served well in the matter of coal, and
not until then.

The president's recommendation
seems to come in response to popular
clamor that followed his "break" at
Cincinnati. There, he
flatly stated that the anthracite trust
received no protection from the tariff.

Perceiving the error, the public and
the press from Bangor to San Diego
and from St. Augustine to Dawson
City took pains to point it out to him.
In 'the interim he has learned of the
workings of the tariff in this intsance,
Somebody had erected a blind protec-
tion for anthracite.

It is agreeable that the president
could discover but one horrible ex-

ample of protection when the whole
world knows that there are 167 trusts
which are directly fostered by ths
Dingley bill. He acknowledged one
with seeming reluctance and with
large reservation. "
