Suspends both the an-
thracite and soft coul duties for one
yvear—that is the effect of the rebate
plan.

| value on its produet and robbing con-

sumers right and left for the benefit of
the few, what was the first remedy
nggesten? The removil of the 1ariff
on meat, And the threat of such ac
tion being foreed by popular protest
did more than anything else to bring
the packers to their senses says the
Utica Observer,

If tariff reducetion i= notn remedy-
at lenst in part—for trust oppression,

At nuy rate, whatever be the
exact truth, the—we will not say the
profits, but the—gains, or perhaps
“gwag,” got by these millionaires nmst
have been immense, save the London
News of recent date.

By what means have these men come
by their countless millions? &Have
these men added much, or added i all,
to the wealth of the world? Is thelr
personal contribution to the welfare of
indusiry in proportiontotheir personal
monetary gains? Wealth is made only

anid exclosively by labor, either of the |

hand or of the mind, so employed as
to increase the power of muscular I
bor. or what are enlled labar-saving
applinnees, During the past  year
what hes My, Rockefeller done in this
way 1o dugment mnn's power of cre-
ating wealth out of the new materials
of nature? That by merely investing
capitel a capitalist finds work ani
wiges for others we knows: that he i=
tlehtfully entitled to profits is freely
ndmitted. Buot hns Mr. Rockefeller’s
incrense of income to the extent of
$100.000,000 been mnde in this way?
Certainly not.

Then again, the man who invented
double and triple expansion econtrib-
uted infinitely more to the wealth and
welfare of mankind than Mr. Pierpont
Morgan has Jdone by all his shipping
combines. Me. Plerpont Morgan has
eentributed nothing. Yet he secures
a lot of money. Nor hag he contrib-
uted by the ordinary method of in-
vestment., ‘hen how is it all done?
Simply by contrivanees, very clever,
very far-secing, on the part of tlese
men to draw to themselyves n huge pro-
portion of the wenlth whichiother men
produce either by their labor or by
their capital directly employed.

All political economy, even that
which is in other respects unsound, is
fonnded on the principle that eapital
ix only useful to the world when eme
ployed fairly and squarely in protduoe
ing wealth, But now we have schemes
for the amazing scenmulation of riches
by o few favorably circumstanced in
dividuals by methods guite different—
methods whivh are not, so far, legally
dishonest, and whieh do not go through
the meshes of the law, bnt go dodging
rotnid the ends of the net. Cannot the
net be made longer? Tt will he by
