Twenty-Tw- o Blackened Bodies

Taken From the Ruins at
Olean, New York.

(INLY TRUNKS AND SKULLS REMAIN.

Flame Shoot Oat a Great Distance
and Envelop Spectators Mem

Close to the Scene Hurled Through
the Air for Hundreds of Fret Ex
act Losa of Life I'nknown.

Olean, N. Y., Starch 10. Scores of
lives were lost and a large number
of persons injured by an explosion
of oil near here Monday night. Early
this morning 22 bodies had been ta-

ken from the wreckage. Some of
them were burned beyond recogni-
tion, only the trunks and skulls 're-

maining.
, A freight train on the Erie, mnde up

principally of oil tank cars filled with
oil, broke in two near this city at
about nine o'clock. The two sections
of the train came together with a
crash, and one of the oil tanks was
demolished. Fire broke out almost
instantly, nnd the sky was lighted up
for miles.

A large crowd of people rushed to
the scene of the fire. While they
were lined up along the tracks a ter-

rific explosion occurred. The flames
communicated quickly with the other
tanks and a second and a third explo-
sion followed' each other in rapid suc
cession.

Cuuitht By Sheet of Finnic.
Sheets of flame shot out in all

Scores of persons were
caught within the zone of the fire
nnd ' enveloped in flames. Men and
boys ran screaming down the tracks
with their clothing ablaze. Others
fell were they stood, overcome by the
nvvful heat. Just how many were
killed is not known, as nany of the
bodies were incinerated.

Sydney Fish, a prominent business
man, returned from the scene of the
fire nt midnight. He said:

"I was attracted to the scene of
the tire between 9: 50. and 10 o'clock.
When I was within a quarter of a
mile of the wrecked train there was
a terriffc explosion. Flames shot out-
wards and upwards for a great dis-

tance. I saw several persons who
started to run away drop on the rail-
way tracks. They never moved again.

Itesenihlcd Human Torches.
Others who had been standing

close to the wreckage were hurled
through the air for hundreds of feet
The scene was awful. Half a dozen
young boys ran down the tracks with
their clothing on Are. They resem-
bled human torches. I could hear
their agonized screams distinctly
from where I stood. They ran some
distance down the track and then
threw themselves to the ground, grov-
elling in the ditches in their frantic
efforts to extinguish the flames. Then
they lay still, some of them uncon-
scious, others dead. I do not know
how many were killed, but I counted
20 bodies before I came away."

Word was sent at once to Olean
police headquarters by telephone. Ev-

ery doctor and ambulance in the city-w-
as

summoned. Grocery wagons and
carriages of all kinds were pressed
into service and everything possible
was done to bring the injured with
out delay to the hospitals for treat-
ment. The first of the injured to ar--

rive at the hospital were four boys.
Their injuries are frightful. Great
patches of flesh were burned off and
hung in shreds from their bodies.

Search for the Aliasing-- .

It will be difficult to ascertain the
names of a great many of the dead,
as their bodies were burned to ashes
in the intense heat. A canvass is be-

ing made in the city as rapidly as pos-

sible to find out the names of those
missing.

Large crowds gathered at the hos-
pital, and the faces of injured were
anxiously scanned as they were borne
into the building on stretchers.
Heartrending scenes were witnessed
when one of the poor, blistered bodies
was' recognized by a father or a
mother, or brother , and it was with
difficulty that persons were restrained
from invading the operating room.

A Summary of Important Events.

FIFTY-SEVENT- CONGRESS.

(Second Session.)
The senate, on the 2d, passed the gen-

eral deficiency .hill. When the Aldrlch
financial bill was taken up Mr. Teller con-
tinued his remarks begun Saturday. He
was fallowed by Mr. Curmack. During
the course of The dav the conference re-
port on the fortifications bill and the
Alaskan homestead bill were agreed to.
The Immigration and omnibus public
building bills were sent to conference
In the house the conference report on the
Alaskan homestead bill and the immigra
tion bill were adopted. The Otjen bill to
prohibit tobacco dealers from giving
prizes, the bill to provide for a delegate
from I'orto Kic, a bill to advance Maj.

V. (.'. Gongas to the rank of assistant
surgeon general, and a bill for the relief
of H .K. Handforlh were passed.
Since last Thursday, when the tilibuster
was inaugurated by the democrats, there
have been over sixty roll calls, as against
57 for the entire long session, lasting from
December 1, l'jol, to July 3. 1902.

The senate, on the Sd, displaced the
Aldrlch financial bill for the Philippine
bill, practically defeating the Aldrlch
measure. For the lirst time in two years
Delaware was represented in the senate.
J. V. Alice and L. H. Hull, elected for the
long and short terms respectively, were
sworn in. In the course of the debate
Mr. l'.lkins deelured that the republican
party had been false to Its pledges In
three successive platforms with respect
to stiitehood for Arizona. Oklahoma and
New Mexico. He declared that upon the
republican parly rested the responsibility
for the defeat of several important
measures In the house the actual
business done during the eight hours of
the day session consisted of the adop
tion of the conference reports on the im-
migration, public building and sundry
civil bills, the reference of the president's
veto message of a Virginia claim bill to
the committee cn v:ar claims, the adop.

The bit-
ter partisan feeling that sprang up in the
house during; the past week reached a
pitch which prevented the speaker from
receiving the unanimous approval of the
house when the usual resolution of
thanks and courtesy was offered. More
than this, the resolution had to come
from the republican side, and while this
has occurred before, it is not the usual
custom. The usual resolution of thanks
to tJreslrlent 1'ro Tempore Frvo was
unanimously adopted in the senate. As
all the important supply bills had passed
oeiore me two nouse took a recess
Wednesday morning, no legalisation was
necessary ami none was attempted.

Each professor
retired will receive an annual pension
Of $1,500.
