How Geeae Are Fattened.
The following method of fattening

is adopted by the English goose farm-
er: Geese in good condition should be
shut up in a quiet place, shaded from
light, where they cannot see other
geese at liberty, and should be kept
there from twenty to twenty-fiv- e days.
It is beneficial to let them out for
about fifteen to thirty minutes the
first thing in the morning and again
in the evening' about dusk. The meals
they get should be nutritious and a
mixture of barley meal, wheat meal, a
little cornmeal and boiled potatoes
given twice a day is good. About the
last ten or twelve days it is advisable
to mix a little finely chopped rough fat
with the meal. This has the effect of
plumping them up, rendering1 their
flesh much more palatable. A trough
of clear water Should be supplied the
birds after the evening meal.

Lino- - Straw to Advantage.
There are large sections of the coun

try that are past the "straw burning"
habit, that have not reached the high-
er plane of farming that runs tht
whole output of Btiaw into manure
either by drawing it into the feed lot
to be trampled over and worked ovei
by the hogs or using it as bedding foi
stock. Straw used for the latter pur-
pose not only keeps the stock warm,
and clean, but helps to absorb and hold
the liquid manure till it reaches the
manure heap or is drawn to the ficdl,
In either cane it increases the amount
of manure made. Be liberal with straw
in- - the stablt.
