"Are All Men Uaril"
If you can not reach a liar through

ft'. conscience, you can perhaps reach
him through his hide, and I wish it
were possible for me to scourge every
person, man, woman and child, who
exaggerates the truth by work, look
or action," said Rev. E, E. Barclay, of
St. Louis, in his sermon on "Are All
men Liars?" Mi? Barclay divided liars
into three general classes; those who
evade an issue, those who exaggerate
the truth, and those who lie mali-
ciously. "Of the three, the last
named is the most despicable," he
continued. "A malicious liar has no
place in Heaven and is doomed and
damned here. In the class of malicious
liars is found the gossiping liar. Ha
is a coward at heart and the trouble
he causes is far reaching. They go
about whispering,, and preface each
malignant falsehood with a low-tone-

'Don't tell any one I told you,' that is
a sure indication of their character.
The making of a liar is often done in
childhood. A chiid with a vivid im-
agination makes' a first-clas- s liar, and
if called one often, will grow to be-
lieve that he is. and the tendency to
exaggerate the'truth will develop as
he grows older. School teachers can
be blamed for having made many
liars. This is done through the bad
habit, which, unfortunately, is preva-
lent, of believing that every child is a
liar and will lie on all occasions. In
these days, when the teacher has even
more to do with bringing up a child
than its parents, this disposition is
having a marked effect upon the
truthfulness of the coming genera-
tion."

Tw Deeper does Caaght la Wild
Kavlae Kaowa aa the Shades of

Death and Placed la Iron.

Crawfordsville. Ind., March 3.

Bert and Jesse Hills, section men on

the Vandalia railroad, in attempting
to clean out Brown's Valley Saturday
night, first attacked the station agent,
Arthur Jordan, who shot one of them
with a revolver. They resented his
action and went to town to get re-

volvers. James Pat ton refused to sell
them revolvers, when they picked up
scale weights ahd hurled them at
Patton and customers who were in
the store. Several people were
knocked down, but made their escape,
leaving Hills in possession of the
store. A posse was formed, and the
Hilla took refuge in Dr. Brown's of-

fice, which they barricaded and suc-

cessfully resisted the attacks of the
posse. In the night they escaped from
the office, although the posse built a
fire and camped outside. The entire
town started in pursuit, and after a,

cross-countr- y chase they were
captured. The fugitives circled to-

ward the Shades of Death and man-
aged to elude over one hundred depu-
ties and horse-thie- f detectives who
were in pursuit. The capture was ef-

fected in a wild ravipjie on Sugar
creek by Scott Steele, a Crawfords-
ville policeman, singlehanded and
alone. His attention was drawn to
the smoke of their camp fire, and
creeping up, he caught the despera-
does, worn out with their long chase.
They made a show of fight, but weak-
ened when a bullet from his revolver
pierced the cap of Jesse Hills. They
were chained together and marched
at the point of a gun five miles, where
they were turned over to the sheriff.
Bert Hills, the leader, is suffering se-

riously from a bullet in the shoulder
received when the hostilities were
opened at Brown's Valley. Jesse Hills
received a flesh wound in the running
fight.

itate.

The senate, on the 18th, killed Senatoi
Matthews' bill, relating to the appoint
ment or election of load commissioners,
but passed a house bill which he cham-
pioned, allowing the county court of St,
Louis county to pay $4 a day for teams
for grading and other work on the roads
of the county. The bill of Senator Brad-
ley, of St. Francois county, classifying
railroads as to passenger rates, passed
the senate. A house bill providing foi
district drainage in- - Charlton county
passed the senate. The senate concurred?n the house amendment to the coinsur.

ance bill, making it apply only to per-
sonal property, and then passed the bill
as amended. House bills passed the sen-
ate as follows: Giving each of the twe
divisions of the supreme court twe
stenographers; relating to qualification!
of mine inspectors; the Clay bill, requir-
ing that a grand Jury be called at least
once a year In each county; making II
optional as between appointment and
election of road commissioners in coun-
ties. The university and expense appro-
priation bills and a bill giving St. Loull
two more circuit Judges were passed
The house, by a unanimous vote, sua- -

The senate, on the 19th, passed the fol-
lowing: Jefferson club election bill, con-
cerning the assessment and taxation o
money, notes, bonds and other evidencei
of debts, and corporate stocks assessabll
under the law to the stockholder. Closing
all municipal offices in St. Louis on Sat
urday afternoon, except the Are, police
and constables' offices. Requiring rail-
roads to arrange the time schedules ot
their trains at competing points so as to
connect; empowering the state board ot
arbitration to compel witnesses to testi-
fy; to prevent the desecration of the
American flag; requiring the testimony
of a freeholder In case of challenge In an
election in country districts. The follow-
ing fulled of passage: defining habitual
criminals; establishing a board of health
In each city, village or Incorporated town
In the state; enabling the payment of
dividends alike on preferred and common
stocks of corporations The house
passed a resolution requiring railroads to
furnish free transportation for state off-
icials, the question to be submitted ta
voters as an amendment to the constitu-
tion. The house also submitted an
amendment to increase the salaries of
members of the legislature to from $5 per
day to $1,000 a year, and amended the
factory Inspection law, now applicable to
the entire state, so that It will apply only
to cities of 30,000 population and over.

Tne senate, on tne zutn, passea tne fol-
lowing bills: For the establishment of a

normal school in southwest Missouri; to
designate the state insane asylums as
hospitals; appropriating $50,000 for the
state fair; changing the fees for bank
examination; changing the form of bank
statements for publication; requiring per-
sons who engage in business as private
bankers to be residents of the state, with
a. capital stock of not less than $5,000;
refunding the money collected under the
special whisky license tax the amount is
p520.742.9G; permitting cities of the third
class to tax themselves for park pur-
poses. The deficiency appropriation bill
and a bill appropriating $75,000 for the
Btate fair; the Crouse bill placing rail-
road trainmen on an equal footing with
passengers in relation to protection and
damages passed The house ordered
Cole N. Hickox committed to the Cole
county Jail urtll such time as he an-
swered the questions propounded to him
by the bood'e Investigating committee.

nlzance. Other house proceedings were:
Passage of resolution providing for a
state capltol fund; classing the feeble-
minded Institute, nt Marshall as an elee
mosynary institution; authorizing the sale
of thirty-thre- e acres of land at the Ful-
ton school for the deaf and dumb; reliev-
ing the World's Fair company from the
2 per cent tax on fire insurance premiums
and the license tax on exhibits; allowing
the acquisition by cities of the third class
of waterworks sites or land for park pur-
poses by condemnation.

The senate transacted no business of
Importance on the 21st, only a brief ses-

sion being held Among the corpora-
tion bills passed by the house were the
following: compelling original articles of
telegraph nnd telephone incorporations to
be filed with recorder of deeds; compelling
nt least three directors of local corpora-
tions to live In Missouri; compelling orig-
inal articles of street ntilway companies
to be filed and recorded before they are
sent to the secretary of state; requiring
amendments to articles to be filed with
recorders and secretary of state; requir-
ing corporations to give location and
period of existence in certificates. By a
vote of SO to 22 the house concurred in
the senate resolution adjourning the gen-er-

assembly at noon Monday. Both
Jefferson club election bills passed by
practically unanimous votes.

Widow Relates on the Witness
Stand a Domestic Chapter in

'Buffalo Tragedy.

LOVE LETTERS PRODUCED IN COURT.

Pennell'a Handwriting Identtfled
Proaecntl ns .Attorney Shows No
Merer to Central Figara la the
Case Package of letters Brings
Deathly Pallor to Her Face.

Buffalo, N. Y., March 24. --Mrs. Alice
Hull Burdick, widow of Edwin T. Bur-
dick, is undergoing a merciless exam-
ination by District Attorney Coats-wort-h

in the resumption of the in-

quest into the death of her husband,
who was murdered on February 26.

With a package of letters in his
hands, some of which were written
to Mrs. Burdick by Arthur R. Pennell,
corespondent in the divorce proceed-
ings instituted by Mr. Burdick, ami
other communications between Mr.
Burdick and his wife, Mr. Coatsworth
forced Mrs. Burdick to tell the story
of her relations with Pennell from
the time he first made love to her in
New Haven, in 1898, until 1901, when
these relations were renewed after
Burdick had forgiven his wife and
had taken her back to his home for
the sake of their children.

Witness Pale as Death.
Mrs. Burdick was deathly pale while

on the witness stand. She answered
questions in a low, faltering tone,
evading a direct answer whenever
possible and reluctantly admitting
facts when the district attorney piti-
lessly read extracts of the love let-

ters written to her by Arthur It.
Pennell.

Not since the inquest into the mur-
der began has there been such intense
interest in the proceedings. As early
as 11 o clock in the morning men nnoj
women, mostly women, applied at the,
police court for seats. Judge Mur?
phy ordered the room cleared, and
ao one was admitted until one o'clock.

There was a hum of excitement
when Mrs. Burdick took the witness
stand. Mrs. Burdick testified that she
would be 42 years of age on April
30. She was married to Burdick in
1886. They had three children.

Met at a Card Party.
Mrs. Burdick met Pennell at a card

party five or six years ago at which
Mr. Burdick was present. She went
to New Haven and New York with
the Penncls in 1896. Mr. Burdick did
not go, being detained by business. No
unusual friendship sprang up between
her and Pennell. Witness did hot re-

call a letter from Pennell written in
New Haven in 1900,. in whichhe said
"yesterday I was at the gateway on
the campus grounds, where, more
than two years ago, I drew you in in
the darkness. This place enshrines
me."

Witness Trembles Violently.
The district attorney produced the

letter and handed it to the witness,
who trembled violently.

"Do you recognize it as Pennell'a
handwriting?"

"Yes," whispered Mrs. Burdick,
"And you recall the incident now?''
"Yes, sir." ' ,

Mrs. Burdick in recalling the inci-

dent confessed that Pennell went in-

to a doorway, drew her in, took her in
his arms and kissed her. She thought
she remonstrated.

Mr. Coatsworth showed the witness
several letters, one was written from
New York by Pennell and addressed
to Mrs. Burdick. She said it win his
handwriting, but she did not remem-
ber having received it.

Mrs. Hurlllck's Memory Refreshed.
"I will read it and see if it will

refresh your recollection: 'As 1

looked into your beautiful eyes' last
night I feared there was some trouble
hidden there. I did not know,, but I
feared it was because of some other
reason than because I was going
away. If there was, dearest, I wish
you would tell me. There is that in
the manner of your husband toward
you that makes me fear sometimes
thnt I might kill bjm.' Do you re-

member receiving thnt letter?"
"No, sir'
In another letter Pennell wrote:
" 'Only a day more ind I shnll once

more see the iovelight in your eyes
and experience the paradise within
your arms.' What does he mean by
that, Mrs. Burdick?"

"I don't know."
"What does he meaa by the 'para-

dise within your arms?' "
"I don't know."
"Pretty strong language, isn't it?"
Mrs. Burdick made no answer. She

said she did not know whether her
husband was aware of the fact that
she was receiving letters from Pen-
nell. Her habit had been to keep hei
letters locked in a box.

She was finally in.lu.ced to admit
that she took the letters from het
trunk and gave them to her husband,
She said while she did so Mr. Bur-
dick held her tightly by the throat.
The day proved a hard ouu for th
witness. '

Cincinnati, March 23. A mysteriou&
tragedy here at the home of A. M.
Betty, local manager of the Wash-
burn Crosby mills of Minneapolis, has
come to light.
