It liee
mainly on Manhatten Island, but the
municipal limits include the Bronx,

Brooklyn, Richmond and Queens, and
it is bow designated officially as

"Greater New York." Itextends from
the Battery to Yonkers, a distance of

18 miles, and its greatest breadth in

Manhatten is 41 miles. The present

population is something like 3,500,000,

and the valuation of property $3,500,- -

000,000. It is amusing to know that'
in 1624, the first Dutch governor

bought the present elte of New York

for the meager sum of $25.

As a matter of history it may be

mentioned that in 1807 Hudson put the
first Bteamboat on the Hudson river,
and in 1825 the Erie canal was opened ;

in the Bame year the city was lighted
ith gas, and in 1878 the elevated

railroad was opened.
In my opinion, the Brooklyn bridge

the most interesting place in New

York. Its official name is East River

Bridge, and it is the largest suspen

sion bridge in tbe worm, it is won-

derful the number of people that cross

every day, and any morning or

evening thousands maae a rusn lor
cars across. There are four railway

tracks, two wagon ways and a wide

footway in the center. From the

center of the bridge looking towards
the Battery may be Been the Btatute of

Liberty, which was presented to the
people of the United States by the

people of France. Its height is 30G

feet, and it was designed by the famous
French sculptor Auguste Bartholdi.
Looking up East river may be seen the

rooklyn Navy Yard and the new East

river bridge, which is nearing com-

pletion. The new bridge is 7200 feet
long, 118 feet wide and cost $12,000,- -

000.

Crossing the bridge to the New York

side it is only a short walk down
Broadway to the famous "sky Bcraper"

distriot, located in what is known as

lower New York. These massive
uildings range in height from fifteen

to twenty-nin- e stories. In front of

Trinity is that great nerve center of

business, Wall Street. Near by stands

the large marble building known as

Stock Exchange. The business done

here in a day ranges from $25,000,000
to $35,000,000, and I am informed that

great metropolis, and one who has not

been along this street at night and

seen for themselves, would find it hard
to believe how degraded mankind

sometimes becomes. Off to the left is

China Town, and for several blocks

are nothing but Chinese stores and
residences, From Third avenue we

walU over to Fifth avenue on Forty.
Second street and view the palatial
residences of New York's millionaires.
On Fifty-Eight- h street is the Vander-bi- lt

palace, and further on, on Third
avenue, are the residences of Russell

Sage, William Rockefeller, Chauncy

M. Pepew, H. Q. Havemeyer and other
wealthy pooplo.

At Fifty-Nint- h street begins Central
Park, which abounds In beautiful
plants of great variety, and a collec-

tion of animals that would shame a
traveling circus. Some distance fur-

ther pn is an obelisk brought from
Egypt end said to have been originally
erected at Heliopoiis 1500 B. C. Many

other interesting things, too numer
ous to mention, (may be seen, such as

beautiful gardens, lakes where all
kinds of water fowl swim, and artificial
dens for bears, wolves and other wild

animals.

Miss .lane Addauis last Sunday in the
course of an address before the Ethical
Culture Society of Chicago.

Some years ago an English statesman
replying in the House of Lords to a
taunt from tho opposition that the
government was making war on a
feeble, helpless people, replied that
that was the modern rule. No gov
ernment he said would like to attack a
power equal to itself. And he sneered
at the more chivalrous view as a mere

sentimentality.
Miss Addams saw moral courage in

a policy of peace. "By maintaining

immense armaments the nations of

the world show their physical fear of

each other. It would take more cour-

age to abandon war at present than to

keep it up, and the nation that first
advocates giving it up altogether will
be entitled to be termed the most
courageous country in the world."

Dueling between individual men dis
appeared when this moral courage
was displayed, and dueling among

nations may go on until the national
conscience is aroused and some gov-

ernment backed by overwhelming pub
lic sentiment declines a challenge.
Miss Addams thinks this cannot long
be postponed, since the poorer classes,
the workers who are relied upon for
the sinews and blood of war, are

to oppose it. This, Bhe is in
formed, was really at tho bottom of
the Czar's Hague proposals.

Be this as it may, a beginning was
made at the peace conference, and
there is no doubt that the peace senti
ment is gathering strength with the
progress of democracy.
