8t. Louis, March 7.—The jury In the
ease of K. Seymour Barrington, for the
murder of J. P. McCann, brought in &
verdict of guilty in the first degree at
11:15 o'clock Saturday night. They
had been out a little less than three
hours. The penalty of the verdict is
death. Barringion received the verdict
in silence, although he became pale

and trembled visibly,

The crowd which had att®nded the
trinl during the day remalned in the
hope of hearing the verdiet. Several
times the report that the jury had
come to an nnderstanding brought the
gpectators seurryving back into  the
courtroom.

Sketch of His Career,

The erime for which Barrington
must hang was the murder of his friend
and benefactor, Jameg P. McCann, 8
well-known horseman, who befriended
the bogus English lord after hig release
from the workhouse and took him into
his family. The murder occurred near
Bonfils, St. Louls county, June 18, 1803,
where Barrington lured McCann late
at night. Barrington afterward re-
turned to MeCann's home in the city,
removed his bloody clothing, and is
sald to have pald assiduous court to
McCann's widow until the body of the
murdered man was found ten days
later.

Barringion, who {8 said to have a
record as an English crook, came to
8t. Louis In December, 1902, and soon
sprung into notorfety. Representing

acquainted with many prominent peo-
ple. and finally married Miss CGrace
Wilhelmina Cochrane, ol Kansas Clty,
who he evidently thought an heiress,
She thought him a nobleman, and both
were deceived, Barrington was kicked
out of the house by Miss Cochrane’s
hrother, and afterwards sent to the
workhouse for disturbing Cochrane's
peace, He was later pardoned by May-
or Wells.

AN OHIO CITY IN DANGER.

Henvy Halos Have OCaused loe
Gorges to Gradunlly Move To-
ward the City,

“Taledo, 0., March 7.—This oity is in
imminent danger Sunday, There has
been rain during the entire day, and
the lce gorges up the river have been
gradually moving down towards the
city. At ten o'clock the lce has formed
a temporary gorge five miles above the
city. At the brige of the Toledo Rail-
way & Terminal Co., one mile helow
the gorge, the water fs 19 feet ahove
the normal stage, The gorges took out
three pieces of the Urban and Inter-
Urban Railway Co.'s bridge across the
river at Maumee eity, and also did
considerable damage o the wagon
bridge al that point, but did not take
the bridge. In the c¢ity the water was
about seven feel above the normal
stage, and was rising at the rate of
aboul six Inches an hour. Guards are

informed as to the situation.

Sitontion Is Unchanged.

Fremont, Neh.,, March 7—The food
situation 18 practically unchanged, and
the water is still at the high water
mark resched Saturday. The lee in the
Platte river has moved glowly during
the day, but the gorge which caused
the water to spread over the lowlands
remains intact. The Union Pacific
railroad Is still unable to move trains
east of the city. Officials of the road
are preparing to dynamite the gorge
and to run a steam launch up the river,
with which to repair the damaged
bridge at Valley.

President of Mormon Church om
the Stand For Two Hours.

SOME CHURCH SECRETS TOLD

Hrs. Mabel Kennedy Tells Some Se-
erets of Mormonism Which Wil
Prove of Much Imporinnos
1f Found Truoe.
Washington, March 8.—After having
Joseph F. Smith, president of the Mor-
mon church, on the stand for nearly
five howrs Monday before the senate
committee on privileges and elections,
which I8 investigating the right of
Reed Smoot to sit as a senator, both
the prosecution and the defense an-
nounced that they were through with
him, and another witness was called.
This wag Mrs. Clara Mabel Kennedy,
who told some secrets of the Morman
church which, if not broken down, will
prove a8 important as the statements
of President Smith that he and other
officlalg have been persistently cohab-
itating with plural wives in violation
of the law. Mrs. Kennedy said she
was married by Brigham Young, an
apostle of the church, to James Francis
Johngon, a polygamist, since the mani-
festo of 1800, and that she hag had two
children by that husband. The mar-
rlage was performed in Mexico, ae-
cording to the witness, at the home of

# high official of the church.

The witness was asked by Senator
Burrows if Joseph Smith, Jr,, the foun-
der of the Mormeon church, was a
polygamist, and after answering af-
firmatively, he sald that Mr. Smith
| “was married to Eliza Snow in 1842,
 and tp Maria Partridge In the forties.
His first wife was llving with him when
he married the second.”

Witness offered to give the dates
later, but Mr. Burrows said it was not
necassary, and he Inquired enly because
he had Leen informed that he was not
| a polygamist,

As Mr. Smith started to leave the
stand Senator Dubois again stopped
him and asked him the ages of Presi-
dent Woodrnff and of President Snow
at the time of thelr deaths.

“It appears that both were more
than seventy when the manifesto was
igsued,” said Senator Dubois. “You
have testified that lLoth obeyed the
law in regard to pelygamoud cohabita-
tion, and have not practiced It since
that time. T think it lkely.”

The prosecution then called Mrs,

Clara Mabel Kennedy, of Sevier coun-
ty, Utah, to the stand, who testified to
having been married into a plural
marriage since the manifesto of 1890.

any different life until after her mar-
riage, The family moved to Diaz,
Mex., when she was about four years
old, where she lived until 17 years of
age, when she was married to James
Francis Johnson, who already had ons
wife, Mrs, Kennedy said she met the
first wife, and they had “‘a slight in-
terview” about going into the family
es @ second wife. The first wife gave
hor ¢onsent to the arrangoment,
