Ha Expresses His Approval of Amer
ican Immigration to Canada. '

During the Winter months the head
of the family consults with the other
members as to the prospects for the
future, and doubtless one of the most
interesting topics discussed is tha;
of moving to some district where
it is possible to more easily
secure what is necessary for a
comfortable existence; where it is
an easy matter to become possessed
of sufficient farm land to assure a
competence for the future. This, not
oaly interests' the head of the family
but every individual member of it

expenditure of but little money, it is

besides the Rocky Mountain
"range Is not nearly so high nor half
"so far from the ocean as it is down
"in the States.

"In further considering the climate
'of the Canadian prairies, we should
'not lose sight of the fact of the in-

fluence of the rains; the total average
"rainfall for the season is but 13.35

'inches for the territories, and 17.31

'inches In Manitoba, and that the
'amounts falling between April 1st

"and October 1st are respectively 9.39

"inches and 12.87 inches, or about
"three-fourth- s of the entire rainfall.
"From the middle of June to the mid-"d- le

of July there are over two hour3
"more daylight In every twenty-fou- r
"hours than there is in Nebraska. The
"main reason why Western Canada
"wheat grows to such perfection is the
"effect of solar light, or longer period
"of sunshine it gets each day. This
"is what makes seeds or grain mora
"perfect, grown in this country than
"elsewhere. . This extraordinary rapid
"growth of vegetation under the

of this long continued sun-

shine exceeds anything known in low-"- er

latitudes.
"We do not wish it understood that

"wheat alone is the main product of
"this country; It leads In that, yet it

zing in Assiniboia and' Alberta than
"we ever saw on the western plains of
"the United States. One band of cat-"t- le

numbering 5,000 head were gra-
zing on the rich grass iai sheep with-"o- ut

number."
The Government of the Dominion of

Canada is still using the same energet-
ic efforts which have been used for the
past 6 or 6 -- years to settle up these
western prairies, and on application to
any Agent of the Canadian Govern-
ment the settler will be able to secure
a certificate entitling him to a low rate
which will give him the opportunity
of visiting any portion of Canada's
grain producing domain.

NEAT NESTS FOR PIGEONS.

Useful Suggestions and Diagram Sup
plied by United States Depart-

ment of Agriculture.

Nesting places for pigeons can be
made as follows: Inch boards 12 inches
wide, with parallel cross cleats (from
trips one inch square) nailed on nine

inches apart, one set upright 12 inches
apart (in the clear), with edges against
the partition and securely nailed ac

top and bottom. These boards extend
from floor to roof, and. when in posi-

tion boards 12 inches square of inch
Btuff are cut and placed on the cleats

to form the floors of the nest boxes
thus making little homes for the
pigeons nine inches high with a floor
12 inches square. The sliding floor of
each box furnishes an easy method of
removal for cleaning. Each pen con-

tains two sets of nest boxes, one
against each partition, containing 60

boxes, or 120 In all, supplying each pair
of birds with two nesting places, with
20 to spare. The bottom of the lowest
box is 15 inches from the floor. Nests
should not be placed directly on the
floor if possible tq avoid it. Some
pairs will persistently build on the
floor, in which case it may be best to
humor them and make no attempt to
compel them to nest elsewhere.

DO NOT GIVE UP TRYING.

Raising Turkeys Is Not Always a
Success, But When It Is the

Work Pays Well.

An enthusiastic Missouri turkey
raiser has this to say in the Kansas
Farmer:

We often hear this remark: "I can't
raise turkeys, they all die."

This may be true in certain cases.
There are some things to be consid-
ered, and the most difficult obstacle to
overcome is freeing them from lice.
My remedy for this is as follows: Take
lard (hog's fat) and a few drops of
carbolic acid and mix well, and when
turkeys are 24 hours' old put just a
little of this on each wing flight, aa
this Is where the lice live mostly on
turkeys; and put a little on top of each
head. Also use this on the mother hen,
but use sparingly on both .mother and
chicks.

Place them in a pen in the shade and
have the pen 12x12 feet and on nice,
clean grass; move every three days.

Feed young turkeys on hard-boile- d

eggs, Just a little' at each time, and five
to six times daily, and give fresh, clean
water at each meal. As they get older,
increase the feed, and grease three
times a week; when large enough, let
them go free with the mother, but con-

tinue greasing them until two months
old and feed three times dally.

If you have been one of those unfor-
tunate turkey raisers, do not give up
trying; try again. They require close
attention until they are a. few weeks
old, but after that they soon grow lntf
many dollars for you.

How Eggs Travel Around.
A New York broker, says the Pro-

duce News, recently received a car of
California eggs, 400 cases, which he
sold at 30 cents a dozen. Strictly speak-
ing, these were not California eggs.
They were bought in Kansas in the
spring, shipped to the coast and stored.
The New York prices were so attrac
tive that the eggs were shipped first
to Chicago and then to New York. The
freight on these eggs was quite a little
Item, amounting to $424. This hardly
cuts much figure when It is understood
that the 400 cases brought $3,600. Egge
are breaking all records this year. Get
ting $3,600 for a car of storage eggs Is

something remarkable. It would be In
teresting to know If these eggs reached
the consumer as "strictly fresh," and
what their quality proved to be.

Feeding the Breeding Piijs.
Pigs that are to be used for breed

ing should be kept separate from those
that are to be prepared for market
at least, after the first few years
of their lives. Care must be takyn to
give a ration, which will
give a good muscular development and
will at the same time give enough car
bon in various forms to keep up the
energy of the body. They should have
a ration that Is largely vegetable and
therefore bulky. Some grain should be
given, but not enough to render the
whole ration too concenterated. Kara-ers- '

When the Bees Are Moved.
We have had satisfactory results in

moving bees about a quarter of a mile,
The hive was closed with wire cloth,
before sunrise, at the same time giving
smoke and a good shaking; then moved
to new quarters, on the way striking
the hive occasionally with a stick so as
to frighten them thoroughly and cause
them to fill themselves with honey and
finally bumped them down on new
stand. Very few bees returned to the
old stand. This idea was taken from
an old number of the Australian Bee
Bulletin.

( Separate the Seeds Now.
If the fowls are running together,

this is the time to separate them if
eggs from pure breeds are desired foi
hatching. It will do no harm to aliow
birds of different breeds to be together
if separation is made early in the sea
son. Economy of food requires that all
unprofitable membors of the flock b
removed, so as to give the others mora
room, for which reason, after the
hatching season Is over, the males
Bhould be first gotten rid of. Farm
