SOME STEEL-TRUST PRICES.

American Goods Disposed Of in Can-
ada at Prices That Are
Un-American.

Onee more the Iron Age contains in-
formation that will increase the uneagl-
ness of the “stand-patters” on the tarift
It the republicens do not soon
adjourn thelr congress they will be com-
pelled to recognize the rapidly growing
sentiment in favor of a do-something &s
against a do-nothing policy on the tariff
question. ltems like the [ollowing from
the Iron Age, of March 3}, are gettiug very
numerous and are making the people
madder and madder:

“Toronto, Feb. 27, 1804 —American
iron and steel products are still being
offered on this side of the line al prices
which cauge dismay among Canadian
manufncturers of ke goods. A notabla
example Is the cut in steel bars, These
are quoted for the Canadian' trade at
Plitsburg glx dollars & ton below the
prlee current in the United States. Nor
is this the only inducement, Besldes the
roneession offered by the manufacturers
of the barg, there is the additional ad-
vantage of low frelghts on shipments
from Plttsburg, A Montreal manufac-
turing concern, wishing to place an or-
der for steel bars, has, et us suppose, a
bid from the campany In Hamilton, Ont.,
and one from a Plitgburg steel mill. The
Hamilton company sghould have a mii-
terial advantage in freight rates, for
the haul from their mill to Montreal {8
only about half that from Pitisbhurg to
Montreal, Yet the frefzht rate on the
Plttsburg Steel is only two cents higher
than that on Hamilton Steel delivered
at Montreal,

“Babbit metal from the United States
has bLeen sold In Canady at quite low
prices recently, 414 tofive cents, freight
and duty pald, being the usual range of
the quotations,

“On the 204 {nst. the Canadian Paclfie
Rallway company announeed that it had
an option from the Pennsylyvania Steel
company 1o take all the ralls required on
their syetem this year and next at §18
n ton, .o hoat mills, or $21 delivered o
Montreal.”

The Pennsylvania Steel company s
one of the five or glx members of the
gteel rail pool which has held the price
af &leel rafls In this country firmly at
898 a ton for three years, This trost is
protected by a duty of §7.84 a ton on for-
elgn ridle. Thig duty added (o Its Mon-
treal price shows that the trust lacks
just R4 cents & ton of getting the full
benefit of the tari? in this country, This
i cutting pretty close to the tariff line,
It {8 not unlikely that the trust is cutting
entirely up to the tariff line on sales ip
others parts of Canada or af the world,

Underestimating the deadliness of
the poison, and in thking a portlon ol
the candy, which she supposed would
merely make her slightly iil, she took

sufficient to cause death after an ill- |

What Investigntion Discloned.

The investigation disclosed a series
of circumstances leading to the same
conclusion Inevitably, chief among
which was the digeovery, by means of
a microseopieal examination, of the
postmark on the package containing
the ecandy, that the package had not
been mailed at Boone, althongh this
appearance was indicated.

Another link in the chain of evi-
dence was the fact that the front of
an envelope which had been addressed
to Miss Nelson by Mre Dye, in sending
a letter of protest against the former's
velatlons with the latter's husband,
had been pasted on the package of
candy to conceal the nddress for the
plain purpose of ecasting suspicion
upon Mrs, Dye,

More Developmentys Coming,

County Attorney Goodner says the
developments in a few days will cause
surprise,

The officials have been unable to find
In Boone a candy hox similar to the
one recelved by Misg Nelson, but they
have fonnd such @ one in Plerre, The
cancellation etamp on the box ig sim-
flar to the stamp used in the Plerre
post office, It ig asserted that Miss
Nelson, in letters written to Mrs. Dye,
had threatened to take poison.

DECOYED TO HIS DEATH.
