On July Hth New London, in
Ralls county, Mo., was shocked
by the death of Mrs, Jones Watson,
the wife of a prominent physician
of the town. The doctor and his
wife had gone out driving, the
horse became frightened and ran
away. The doctor was found inan
apparently unconscious condition
ona bridge across the river, and
the dead body of his wife was
found in the water below. After
the burial of the woman relatives
of the wife grew suspicious as to
the circumstances surrounding her
death and have started an investi-
gation. The fact that the dead
woman had $30,000 life insurance
in favor of her husband has given
color to the story. The investiga-
tion has proceeded far enough to
develop ‘‘another woman' in the
case, and the only local interest
attaching to the aflair is that a re-
cent issue of the Hannibal Journal
says that this woman left St, Louis
about August 1st, saying that she
was going to Hot Springs, Ark.,
but that instead she came to Iron-
ton, Mo, There is no description
of the woman and it has not yet
been ascertained whether she
really made a visit to Ironton.
The families concerned are highly
connected in North Mizsouri, and
the facts will probably be learned
in due time,
