BETTER THAN FLOGGING.

" Water Cure Proves More Effective in

Controlling Prisoners in Ore-
gon Penitentiary.

The cold-water cure has recently been
adopted at the Oregon state penitentiary
with apparently satisfactory results.
For all practical purposes flogging has
been abandoned. No rule has been es-
tablished prohibiting flogging, and if
A case should be presented in which all
other punishment failed the lash might
be resorted to, but this is & contingency
not deemed probable. The cold-water
cure has been found effective in some
very obstinate cases, says the Portland
Oregonian.

The cold-water remedy consists of
stripping the prisoner to the Bkin and
turning upon him a stream of cold
water from an ordinary garden hose,
The infilction of the punishment is not
as brutal as flogging, it leaves no scars
nor permanent injuries, and the pun-
ishment ends the moment the waler is
turned off. A prisoner who has heen
subjecled to the punishment once
wants no more of {t, though he may
be smiling within a few moments aft-
er the ordeal 18 over. Gov. Chamber-
laln and the prison authorities are
highly pleazed over the result of the
experiments, for they have been de-
@irous of abolishing the whip.

Only one prisoner had been flogzed
during this adminlstration.  That man
was a trusty and had run away, and
upon being eaptured was given the
penally always imposed In sneh cases
up to that time, Since then two pris-
oners have been punished with the
cold-water remedy. One of them was
a biz, burly negro. When he cawe to
the prison he was assigned to work in
the shops, but refusad to obey orders,
He assefted that he didn’t have to
work, and wouldu't work. He was
taken to the bathroom, stripped, and
§lood in a corner. The first spurt of
water from the hose brought out a
shriek that was evidence of the ef-
feclivenass of the remedy, After try-
Ing for hall a minute to dodge the
giream of cold water, the man gave un
and began to beg and make promizes.
The punishment ended, he went to
work, and has given no further trou-
ble.

The other prisoner subjected to the
water cure was a white man. For
several months he had been giving
trouble and seamed to find enjoyment
in disobeying rules, even when he
eained nothing by It. Small penal-
tles dld no good, and he was finally
warned that another offense would
bring severe consequences, A few
days later he deliberately viplated an
Important regulation and was sent
to the bathroom. He began to beg be-
fore the water struck him, and before
a paillul of water had been used he
was completely subdued, Before he
had dressed again he was laughing over
the punishment, but his subsequent
conduct has proved that ke doesn't in-
tend recelving a second dose of water
cure,

There are men in the Oregon peni-
tentlary who bear flogging scars that
they will carry to their graves. It is
but falr to say thal the scars were not
received during this administration.
Some of the men thus punished are
gtill unconguered, and are perhaps
more vicious and more desperate be-
cause of the method of Inflicting pain.
Many a prisoner has sworn that if he
ever gets an;opportunity he will take
the life of the officer who laid the lash
acrops his back. Flogging was de-
grading both to the prisoner and the
man who imposed the pwnlshment, The
prisoner was stripped and bound and
flogged until, in many instances, the
blood flowed down his back. Not so
with the water cure, The prisoners
are not bound nor cut and brulsed.
The cold-waler cure leaves the of-
fending prisoner with a cleaner body
and apparently a more peaceful mind,

Mensuring Sunshine.

Bunshine I g0 rare in England thai
the government takes great care tc
measure it. The official summing up for
1008 as regards sunshine shows that all
districts in the Britlgh Isles, with one
exception, fell short of the average. The
exception Was England northwest, in-
cluding Manchester, that curlously had
an excess of 67 sunny hours. In Scot-
land north, west and east the deficll
was 81 hours, 48 hours and 133 hours
‘Hngland northeast and east were shorl
by 107 hours and 139 hours, while in
{Bngland south and southwest the deflelf
was 68 houre and 116 hours. The Mid-
lande were behind by 88 hours. In Ire.
land norfth and south the shortage was
81 hours and 113 hours. Commonly the
fslands In the English channel have &
large share of sunshine, but last yea
they went shorl by 135 sunny hours—

These
buildings may be made large or small
to accommodate any number of hogs,
and the pens may be made without
flooring, thus lessening cost of build-
ing.—R. 8.

WORK FOR YOUNG HORSES

Many Mistakes Are Made in This Di-
rection by Farmers Who Ought
to Know Better.

It may be considered that a horse is
fairly termed young untll [t {s eight
years old, nnd after that it ought to
be expected to accomplish any reason=-
able amoynt of work asked of it with-
out injury. 1 often think we are in-
clined to ask too much of your young
horses; we work them too hard with tha
same effect that working children too
hard has: It stunts thelr growth and
prevents them from gecomplishing what
they sbould when they reach maturity.
Feedlng young horses is one of the se-
rious problems of farm work and one
which each horse pwner must, largely,
work out for himself.

We have found {t not only economical
but good policy to fed the young horse
& moderate gquantity of eorn, about one-
fifth of the ration, but we always feed
eracked corn and thus avoid any serious
bowel troubles. However, we learned
after some years of experimenting thut
to get the best results from feeding a
ration [n which cracked corn was used
we must feed more or less succulent
food, For this purpose we have used
root crops, a moderate amount of silage
or stemed clover hay, and had the best
regults from the root crops, During the
summer we always permit the young
horses to get enough grass to supply the
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condition,—American Tribune.

About Unfinished Sections.

After the honey flow hag stopped the
unfintehed sections that only have a
litt}e honey in them will soon be
cleaped up by the bees without destroy-
ing the comb, If covered up near the
hives, leaving room for only one hee
to go in or out. When given a larger
entrance they destroy the combs, which
are worth saving for starters next sea-
gon. When there area many sgections
not capped over, or half filled or more,
they may be sold at a reduced price, or
converted into liquid honey by malt-
img slowly. After cooling remove the
cake of wax. A warm, dry, sunny place
where the temperature stays around the
nineties I8 an ideal place for storing
honey. Cold and dampness cause honey
to become watery and sour.—Ohlo
Farmer.

Scrubs Eat Their Heads Off.

That scrub animals will waste large
amounts of feedstuffs, was shown In
a feeding test conducted at the Ten-
nesses statlon. A bunch of animals of
good breed and antecedents were fed
for Heef and galned two and a half
pounds per day, while so-called
“serubs" under the same conditions
galned only one and a half pounds, a
difference of one pound per day. The
effect of breeding, blood and conforma-
tion is instanced in another feeding test
where certain beef steers gained only
45 pounds In 60 days, while others un-
der simllar conditions gaimed 125
pounds In the same period. This goes
to show that it does not pay to feed a
poor animal. Weed out the “serubs.”
—Midland Farmer.

Horges Thrive Best on Oats.

That oats make a better feed for the
horse than corn, especially in spring,
is generally conceded. The corn has
an overbalance of heat forming mate-
rial, which gives him a great surplus ol
fuel to be changed into energy. But
there must be muscle on which to ex-
ercise the energy or it cannot be used.
Corn produces too little muscle, With
oats the balance fa more nearly equal
and the energy and the muscle on
which to exerclse the energy are in
about the proper proportions. For thle
reason the farmer {8 able tp get more
work out of ten pounds of oats than
out of ten pounds of corn-—Farmers
Revlew.

Barbed Wire Fence Must Go.

The barbed wire fence is a thing
that should go out of every community,
1f there {8 any excusge for Its use at all,
it 18 found on the western ranges,
where vast areas of lands have to be
fenced that do not belong to the man
that 1g paying for the fencing. In well
settled communities It ia objectionable,
Some of our states have laws that for
bid It being stretched along the pub-
lle highways. Many a good animal has
been rulned Dby being caught on a
barbed wire fence, In this day of
good smooth wire fences, there is Mt
tle reason for uslng the barbarous
kind.—Farmers’ Review. .

RARE INDIAN RELICS.

INTERESTING COLLECTION 07
AN ARKANSAS MAN,

Has Minerals anypGeological Speel-
mens That Tell History of World

from the Beginning — Valu-
able Pottery and Arrows.

Among the largest private collections
within its range anywhere In the couns
iry is sald to be that of Frank Howland,
of Little Rock, Ark. Itis mainly {n the
line of Indian relics, mineral and geolog-
leal specimens, Some of the rarest min-
trals are to be found In this collection,
on which Mr. Howland has been engaged
for 30 years,

To enumerate the varleties would be to
make a list columns long, but among tha
most noticeable are the large specimens
of amethyst In various shades of purple,
1gate n stripes and bands In rose color,
green, yellow and brown, crystals in va-
rious sizes and as clear as diamonds.

Chief among the crystals Is a perfect
eross of Hot Springs diamonds, which is
mounted on black velvet in & gold frame
and is one of Mr, Howland's maqst cher-
Izhed poesessions.

There are opals from Mexleo, pearls
trom Arkangas, brilliantly colored stones
from the islands of the sea, while the col-
lection of minerals and ores {s made up
of specimens from all parts of the world
that range in size from diamonds no
larger than a needle’s eye to massive
pleces weighing 120 pounds.

There are in the collection specimens
of clay with the dlamonds imbedded,
guartz with yellow gold showing {n pock-
ats, curlous formations of & combination
of metals and stones and a few crystals,
Inside which an imprisoned drop of wa-
ter can be seen following the motion of
the stone.

There are thousands of specimens of
the rare and interesting kind, each with
Its own peculiar beauty and interest.

The indlan relics comprise wearing ap-
parel, beaded work and leather goods,
and a large collection of pottery, every
plece of which Is valuable because gen-
nine, most of It being obtained by Mr.
Howland himself or under his super-
vislon.

The latest addition to this collection 18
a bow! which he recently unearthed
from a mound and which was found in
the skeleton hand of an Indian who ages
ago had been burled under the sand
mound., The skeleton was In 2 sitting
posture when discovered. A string of
wampum beads was also found in this
grave,

Among the most valuable pieces in the
sottery collection i3 a head bowl, which
design Is quite rare. There are also sev-
eral pleces in the animal design and one
large bowl.

Arrowhends by the hundred may he
seen In this Interesting place, with dlf-
ferent styles of stone weapons.

Mr. Howland hasalsoin his possession
some valuable pleces of earved ivory
from Japan and China, a large torlolse
shell, the sword of & swordfish, the eaw
of a sawfish, coals, sea urchins, starfish,
gea fans and beautifully tinted shells,
The eollection of prehistoric speci-
mens is large and interesting and tells
In broken chapters the story of vegeta-
tion In the carbonifarows age.

and his collection of petrified wood is one
of the finest anywhere, as it should be,
Mr. Howland being the discoverer of this
novel eurlosity.

Mr. Howland Is an authority on such
specimens as make his large collection
and has furnished some valuable papers
for leading publications in this line.

In addition to this unusually hand-
some and valuable collection he has col-
lectlons of stamps, colns, ete,, while Mrs,
Howland has a unique collection of dogs,
single and in families, which occupy
places on a case of shelves in the parlor,
