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REORGANIZATION OF
- THE RUSSIAN ARMY

Gen. Grippeoberg to Head Second
Army in Manchuria.

CZAR LAUDS THE JAPANESE

The Japanese Have Settled Down te
a Prospective Extenslon of the
Struggle With Great Determ-
tnntion nnd Confidence.

St. Petersburg, Sept. 26.—The divl
slon and reorganization of the Man-
thurian army, regarding which there
bave been rumors ever gince the battle
of Llao Yang was officlally announced
Sunday In an imperial rescript ap-
aainting Ma)-Gen. Grippenberg com-
tuander of the third army corps In the
provinee of Vilna, as commander of
the Third army corps now being mo-
bilizéd for immedlate dispatch to the
far east, leaving Gen. Kuropatkin in
command of the first army. The em-
peror is personally convinced that the
political as well as the military pres-
tige of the empire Is at stake, anld
that every other consideration must
give way before the exigencies of war.
The resources of the empire in men
and money must be drained, If neces-
sary, In order to turn the scala and
vindicate the power of Russia.

The reorganization amounts to form-
nl notice to the world, 88 the emperor
frankly expiains in his rescript, that
he intends to vastly Increase the num-
ber of troops at the theater of war in
order to force the struggle to a suc-
cessful issue in the shortest pessible
time, It Iz Intended to silence defi-
nitely all talk of foreign Intervention
by the announcement that Russia
means to fight out the issue with Ja-
pan on the field of battle. Probably
400,000 additional men will be placed
ln the fAeid,

Flve corps—the Third, Fourth, Fifth,
Seventh anil Eighth are already des-
tined for the front, and the talk Is
that five more corps will be sent for-
ward. Eventually the ereation of this
gecond army involves the selection of
a commander-inchlef. Not only s
there no [ntimation in the rescript
that Gens Kuropatkin will have com-
mand of both armfies, but he is dis-
tinetly placed upon.the same footing
as Gen. ﬂrinn:‘-niwrg\. In the best-in-
formed clreles there s little idea that
Viceroy Alexieff, the present nom-
ina! commander-in-chief, will exarcise
the aetial funetions of commander of
the 00,000 of 700,000 men that Rusala
has resolved to put In the field,

OF SOBRIETY A'Y TOKIO.

FEELING

Serlousness Yow Marks Popualar At-
titmile Toward the War.

Tokin, Sept. 26.—An Increazing
feeling of sobriety and serlgusness
marks the popular attitude toward the
war. [t is doubtful that the masses
apprecinted in the beginning the serl-
ousness of the task of expelling Rus-
gla from Manchuria. They had an
easy confidence in the ability of the
army and navy to reduce the fortress
of Port Arthur, destroy the ‘Russian

VESUVIUS GROWING VIOLENT

ftone Thown Out That Weighed Two
Tons—Several Earthguake
Shocks Felt.

Naples, Sept. 26.—The eruption of
Mount Vesuvius continues to increase
In foree, and-is now more violent than
at any time since 1872, Red hot stones
are hurled to a height of 1600 feet,
falling down the flanks of the moun-
tain with a deafening sound. The .1i-
rector of the observatory says that be-
tween five o'clock Sunday morning and
alx o'elock In the afternoon hls instru-
ments registered 1,844 violent explo-
gions, and that one stone thrown out
welghed two tons. Lava flowing from
Lhe erater has melted the metal of the
Funieular railway, destroying the up-
per station and burning the wooden
huts in which guides live. All vege-
tation within a radius of one mile of
the crater has disappeared.

Beveral earthquake shocks were falt
Sunday. Some of the people in the
purrounding viilages have left their
homes and are camped in the open air.

Fined in Police Court in Massa:
chusetts For Contempt of Court.

MAY CAUSE COMPLICATIONS

The Law Expressly States That Ar-
rest of Any Foregn Minister or
His Servant s Vold—Wanhk-
Ington Aathorities Notified.

Pittsfield, Mass, Sept. 27.—Hugh
Gurney, third secretary of the British
smbassy, was on Monday fined in the
police court at Lee on two charges.

For contempt of court he was fined
$25, A similar fine wns luposed in a
rase charging him wiih speeding his
automobile in Stockbridge, Sunday. Mr.
Gurney, when arraigned, positively re-
fused to, plead, claiming that as “he
wis the third secretary to his britannic
majesty he could not, under Interna-
tional law, be arrested or held for any
erime."™
" Special Justice Phelps said he did
not recognize international law in his
vourt, and informed the defandant that
he must enter a plea. Mr. Gurney per-
sisted in his refudal. Then a fine was
imposed for contempt of coirt,

Mr. Gurney did not have In his pos-
sesslon suffcient money to pay the
fine, and he was committed in the
charge of the officer who made the ar-
rest. The officer accompanied Mr. Gur-
ney to Lenox, whera the money was
secured.

MAY CAUSE COMPLICATIONS.
Law States Arrest of a Foreign Mia-
ister or His Servant is Lllegal.

Washington, Sept. 27.—Notice of the
action of a special justice at Les,
Mass., In fining Hugh Gurney, third
gecretary of the British embassy, was

recelved at the state department in a -

telegram from Mr. Ralkes, first secre-
tary of the embassy, who is at Lenox.
The department immediat=ly transmit-
ted this telegram in substance to the
governor of Massachuseils, with sug-
gestlons that he do whatever might be
neceszary to secure the diplomatic im-
munity of Mr. Gurney. It 1s believed
at the department that the matter may
be far more serious than the local of-
ficials at Leée seem to regard it. In
the first plhee, by constitutional and
statutory law, the perdons ottached to
an embassy are expressly reileved from
any legal responsibility, and the ex-
emption even extends (o domestic serv-
anta,

Section 4083, revised statutes, de-
plares that any writ prosscuted in any
court of the United States or of a
state, or by any judge or Justice in-
tended to cause the arrest and Impris-
onment of any public minister or his
servant shall .be void. The succeeding
section 4063, revised stalules, provides
that every person by any such protest
is obtained or prosecuted, whether as
party or attorney, and every officer
coneerned in its execution “shall be
deemed a violator of the law of na-
tions and a disturber of the public re-
poge, and ghall be imprisoned for not
more than three years, and [ined at the
diseretion of the court.”

It will remain for the governor of
Massachusetts to take initial action in
this case, which will requlre prompt
redress, The last important precedent
oceurred in 1882, at the plenic resort
of Bayrldge, near Baltimore, when Dr.
(Georg, an atiache of the Swiss legatlion
in Washington, was arresteid by a dep-
uty sheriff on the charge of being a
plckpocket, and was searched and oth-
erwige treated Ih a humillating manner
by the local authorities. The state de-
parfment secured his release at an
early moment through the governor of
Maryland, who also caused (he dismiss-
al of the offending deputy and ex.
tended an apology for the Ineident
Though the Swiss minister might have
pressed further punishment, he ac-
pepted what had been done as suffi-
cient, but the matter was (deemed of
such Importance that he contid not glve
this notice to our government untll the
Swiss federal council had formally
congiderad the cdse and oxpressed it-
gell satisfied.
