A number of electors In each congres-
slonal district In this state equial to twen-
ty per cent, of the total number of votes
enst 1n each congressionsl distriot at the
lnst preceding general election for gov-
arpor, shall hove the power to proposs
any amendment to the constitution of
the state of Missourl and require that
such amendment be referred to the next
seneral  election, provided, the election
does not ocvur within six months after
the fililng of the petition with the sec-
retiury of stiate, und such constitutionul
amendment shall be In effect from and
after the date of the officinl declaration
of the refilt of the vote, if approved by
a munjority of those votlng thereon.

All the component parts or sheots of
any vetition, used to recelve the signa-
tureyr of electors, to invoke cither the
Initlative or referendum ns heretofore de-
sordbed, shall have plainly printed there-
on the full text of the mensure to be re-
ferred. or proposed, and edch algner there-
to shall glve his post office nddresa, and
if in a c¢lty or town, the streel and num-
bar of residence shall be Included.

One of the signers, a quallfied voter, oo
each paper shall muke outh before an
officer competent to adminlster oaths,
that the statements thereln moagle ore
true, and that ench slgnuture
peper nppended 18 the genulne signakrte
of the person whose name purports to ba
thereto subseribed. Any person who shull
miake a fulse affldavit to any petition
or any component part thereof aa above
pm\'irled shall bo gullty of perjury.

The veto power of the, governor shall
not be exerclied as to the laws approved
or Mnaoted br the electors. This
amendment shall not be construed so #s
to deprive the gencral assembly of the
right to pass, or any member thereof, of thy

right to propose any law or other mens=
ure or the leglslature of the t to re-~
poil any law. The énacting clause of
every law ahall be, “"Be It enacted by the

All provisfons of the constitution of this

EVERYBODY IS INTERESTED

Good Roads l:v_u_n_mt Is Now Prace
tically Approved by All Pro-
gressive Citizens,

What {5 known as the good road:
movement has reached the stage where
practically everybody approves of it
The most difficult work in this propa-
ganda has besn to ¢onvince those who
would be beyefited most by good roads,
that it was to'thelr advantage to have
them. That much sccomplished, those
directly coneerned gave their approval,
provided somebody else paid the biil
There {8 nothing apparently for which
the average American farmer has been
far more reluctant to pay than to bury
a lot of stone in a public highway ahd
then dress it with more care than the
ordinary person would dress himself,
and all for thousands beside himsslf te
drive over. Now the farmer hss
reached the stage where he not only ap-
proves of the scheme, but is willlng to
pay his share. This means that the fight
has been won. Good roads are coming
and coming rapidly,

The agitation for this boom I8 nc
longer confined to wheelmen and auto
mobile ownérs, The man who wants if
most i{s the man who has farm producs
to sell and wishes.to get |t to a rallroad
station at the lowest possible cost
Among those who are agitating the mat-
ter of improved highways are governors
federal and state leglslators, ridlroad of-
ficlals, manufacturers, suburban resi.
dents, wheelmen, drivers and riders
The federal government has established
a public roads Inquirles burgau In the
department of agricul{ure, where a vast
amount of information regarding th:
methods of road making, the solls ol
varions states and the conditions at.
tending upon the construction of high-
ways has been gathered and placed ai
publle disposal,

While there seems to be unanimous
approval of the government, few pers
sons realize exactly whait good roads
are, or gragp the full meaning of thelr
benefits, A good road really means g
much traveled highway In the country
covered with stone, bound solldly, and
laid so deep that frosts will not affect
it or storms cause it to break up. An-
other morg conclee definition, and one
that will.appeal to everyone, Is that s
good road should be one thnt has &
water-tight roof on {t and a dry cellar
under it. To build such a road In the
north requires a stone foundation from
18 Inches to three feet deep. In the
south, where there Is 1lttle or no frost
gravel, clay or sand may be nsed, the
chief object there belng to get a road
that will shed water. To build an ldeal
road not only requires skill, but an ap-
plleation of scientific methods—Frank-
lin Mathews, in Outing,

LAND FOR SUGAR BEETS.

The Impression That Any Kind of
Soil Will Do for This Crop Is
§ Full of Error.

The qguestion is often asked: “Do
gugar beets exhaust the soll?" Tha
Proper answer to thls question is, thai
any crop will exhaust the soil {1
planted continuously and nothing ig
done to renew it, says Charles ¥
Sdylor. Sugar beets wrll not exhaust
the soll -more than other crops if the
right methods are pursued. It should
be the alm of every farmer growine
sugar beets to make a profit out of
them the same as with any other crop;
therefore, he should be careful in the
selectlom of land for growing them.,
If a piece of land Is not adapted to
gesieral cropping, avold It for sugar
beats.  Put upon it something better
adapted to It, and operate, if posaible,
In such a way as to make it produe-
tive, If it {8 wet and sour, draln it
If light, put it in grass or bulld it up
with' legumes in. rotation with lght
crops and Iiberal applications of barn-
yard manure. At least do not try to
reclaim It with sugar beets, They are
not a good reclaimer. Beets are
expensive crop at the best, and shouid
be put upon lands offering the best
opportunities for good ylelds, It takes
slx to seven tons of beets per acre tn
pay the actnal cost of productiom, and
It 18 the teoanage of DLeets over and
aboves this amount that ylelds the
profit. So i® san readily be seen that
poor land should be plamted to some-
thing whose production Is not so ex-
penslve, On poor land sugar beets
are lable to produce a loss, elther In
a low sugar content and purlty, or
small tonnage of beets per acre—
