' Hr4 the 'Fruit Grower.
A thorough investigation by the fan-ttlt- y

of the horticultural department ol
Missouri university of the peach and
other fruit trees on the state farm hai
demonstrated that the first report!
sent out from Columbia to the effect
that the peach crop was greatly injured
were very conservative. According to
the latest estimates, scarcely one pet
rent, of the normal peach crop will be
marketed in Mlsouri this year. Eves
the hardiest varieties, that usually art
not affected by cold weather, have been
killed by the late record-breakin- g cold
weather. Unofficial reports of the tem-

perature in all parts of the state indi-

cate that the conditions noticed at Co-

lumbia are general. Where the tem-

perature was higher than 15 degree
below zero the crop will probably aver-
age 25 per cent. However, it was cold-

er than that in many parts of the state.
Apples and small fruits, as raspber-
ries, plums and blackberies, are not in-

jured to any extent

Monopolistic Concerns Sit by Dis-

crimination Set Up a
Big Howl. ,

One of many oppressive features of the
ed Dingley tariff so called in

spite of the fact that it is not the tariff
that Nelson Dingley intended to stand
unchanged for more than a few months

is the duty on hides. It is grievously
aurdensome to one of our great indus-
tries, and is helpful only to the malodor-
ous beef combine, sayi the Washington
Post. We will not assert that it was im-

posed at the Instance of that combine,
in recognition of campaign contribu-
tions, for we have no positive proof of
such a transaction, but there is a good
deal-o- f circumstantial evidence in sup-
port of that widel prevalent belief.

The New England Shoe and Leather
association appears to have no doubt
that such was its origin. At its annual
meeting in Boston, on the 18th instant,
that association freed its mind on this
question, shotting to congress, with
leather lungs, an it were, for prompt and
greatly needed relief. The preamble
adopted tells the story of the birth of the
affliction. Then comes the resolution.
"Inasmuch," it says, "as the duty bene-
fits only the beef trust a monopoly
and foreign users of American-tanne- d

leather, while it imposes grievous and
unbearable burdens upon our own leath-
er and shoe industrj, the greatest and
most important industry in Massachus-
etts and in Few England, we demand of
congres, on behalf of our tanners, cur-

riers, shoe manufacturers, shoe mend-
ers, harness and saddlery makers, trunk,
bag, hose, and belt manufacturers, job-
bers, wholesalers and retailers the capi-
tal which they use the workmen whom
they employ, and also on behalf of the
consumers of leather iu any and every
form, the immediate repeal of the 15 per
cent, duly on hides."

That is sufficiently explicit, and is by
no means lacking in emphasis. Indeed,
it is a fine example of terse, clear and
comprehensive expression. Nor is the
grievance confined to New England. St
Louis is rapidly becoming the successful
rival of Boston in the shoe industry, and
shoe factories are doing a large business
in various cities of the old northwesrt.
We have a suspicion that none of those
concerns is particularly desirous of a
continuance of the tax they are com-
pelled to pay for the benefit of the beef
trust. There is, however, no possible
chance of relief at the hands of the fifty-eigh- th

congress. It has neither time or
inclination to do anything toward re-

pairing any of the glaring defects of tar-
iff schedules that are robbing other In-

dustries and plundering the masses In

the interest of audacious, overbearing
monopolistic combines. The leaders in
congress seem determined to exhaust
the patience of a country,
and, unfortunately, there is no opposi-
tion party.

We must
muddle away at it for ourselves, says
i he St. Louis Republic.

With one eye on the constitution and
the other on this Castro, the worst ras
cal of a long Venezuelan line, Uncle
Sam admits that somebody must casti
gate Castro. If we are going to get
excited whenever England or Germany
tries to enforce obligations in Vene-

zuela, certainly we must invent a way
to enforce them on our own responsi-
bility.

How would it do to organize a
tribunal to pass on all

claims; the United States and the
South American republics agreeing to
carry its decisions into execution? If
that will not satisfy European courj
tries, maybe our government must

the function of "international po-
lice power."

But the American can
hardly realize that pocketing Hawaii,
benevolently assimilating the Philip-
pines and making the rounds as con-
stable for South America have so
quickly become the foreign policy of a
nation which for a hundred years
boasted that it never meddled outside
af its contiguous territory.

defeated for final pasage by 41 ayea
to 74 noes.

At the morning session Shaw, of Dade,
was permitted to change his vote from
nay to aye on the passage of the bill re-
pealing the breeders' law, on the plea
that he didn't know what he was voting
for, but at the afternoon this action waa
rescinded as having been out of order..

Harrington, of Adair, introduced a res-
olution providing that hereafter no mem-
ber absent himself without securing
leave of absence. He said in support of
his resolution that the expense of the as-
sembly hud already reached fHO.Oou and
but live bills hud been passed and sen!
to the governor.

The house passed the maximum freight
rate bill, making a material reduction in
freight rates; also a bill amending the
dnmage law, so that relatives can recover
Jlu,ni for a death instead of $5,0UU us at
present.

Jefferson City, Mo., Feb. 24. The senate
sent the David school book bill to en-
grossment after a fruitless attempt to
amend it by Senator Frank Farris. The
Walmsley game law, which had already
passed the house, was passed by the sen-
ate.

The sensation of the day and, indeed,
of the session, was the announcement
that the original Godfrey bill for the re-
peal of the breeders' law, and on which
the committee substitute which was
passed had been supposed to have been
based had been stolen from the liles of
the house. A committee was appointed
to investigate the matter, and if possible,
ascertain who was behind the act. Apro-pu-s

of the matter, Atty.-Oe- Hadley
rendered an opinion that the bill as
passed was unconstitutional, inasmuch as
it covered two subjects, anil he prepared
the drafts of two hills to cover the sub-
jects, which will be pushed through.
