as ornamental, is suggested by the
chemise top, for which a corresponded
sends us the following Instructions:

Two balls of cotton No. 40 and a fine
steel hook are required for this. The
model consists of small wheels, which
are joined together in the working, and
afterwards further filled up with groups
of long treble. The back and front of
the yoke are composed of 9 double rows

of wheels. The sleeves of one row of
17 and 1 of 15 wheels.

To Make the Wheels. Make a chain
of 12 stitches, join, 5 chain to form a
treble, 2 long treble, keeping the last
stitch on needle, then draw through
all, 5 chain 3 long treble (keeping
last stitch on hook as before), repeat
from 10 times 12 groups of 3 long
treble with 5 chain between join with
a slip stitch, slip stitch to top of 5 chain,

7 chain, 1 double in loop of 5 chain,
repeat from into each loop, join and
fasten off.

To Join the Wheels. Leave 4 clear
loops of 7 chain. At either side of
previous wheel make 3 chain catch
fourth of 7 chain. Three chain, 1 dou-

ble in loop of 5 chain. Repeat from
once. Make 2 bands of 13 double rows
of wheels, and join as directed. These
form the front and back of yoke, and
width of sleeves at either side. Join
the two bands together by putting 8

double rows of wheels at either end
of one band, and join on the last 2 wheels
to the 2 wheels at either end of the sec-

ond band.
The lower part of the sleeve is now

added. Nine more wheels for the inner
circle, and 7 more for the outer circle
of sleeve. The gusset is formed by add-

ing the odd wheels as if about to make a
square corner, exactly the same as the
corner of neck part of yoke. This when
folded gives the point.

To Draw the Wheels into Shape.
Catch on at second loop on second wheel
at neck part. 5 chain 1 double in next
loop. 6 chain. 3 long treble, keeping
last stitch on needle, then draw through
all. 3 long treble in next loop repeat
from all round. At corners make 3

groups of 3 long treble, the middle
group being on the sleeve wheel. Catch
1st of 5 chain, then make a row of cross
treble thus: 3 chain, miss 2, 1 treble,
5 chain, 1 treble on last made treble,

2 chain, miss 2, 1 long treble, work
off one loop, miss 2. 1 treble in next, then
work off all loops. Repeat from at
end catch top of E chain. At corners put
half a cross treble without the 2 chain.

Edge. 1st row. 5 chain to form a
treble. 3 long treble in 1st cross treble.
3 chain, 4 long treble in same place,

3 chain. 1 double in next cross treble, 3
chain, 4 long treble. 3 chain, 4 long treble
in next cross treble, repeat from . At
end catch top of 1st long treble. 2nd
row. Slip stitch to loop of 3 chain, 1

double. 7 chain picot back to 6th from
needle. 1 chain, 1 double in loop, repeat
from 3 times more; 5 chain, 1 double,
in next loop; repeat from 1st .

The same is put round outer edge of
sleeves. The first two rows are put
round lower part of yoke and inner part
of sleeve. The corners are the same as
at neck part of yoke, and at gusset point
put 2 groups of 3 long treble in loop of
chain, with 5 chain between. This part
is finished by adding 2 rows of doubles.
Draw in at corners and put 3 trebles in
1 stitch at gusset point of sleeve.

To Fill in the Wheels. Draw through
the cotton at a loop of 7 chain, make
5 chain. 2 long treble in same place, 3
loi. ' treble in each of next 3 loops of 7

chain. Draw 1 stitch through all, and
fasten off. Fasten off all ends. Ribbon
may be run in lines of cross treble.

Trunk-Tra- y Sachets.
Trunk-tra- y covers are among the

very nicest trifles to make for yourself
and for your friends. They are made
of China silk or sllkoline, double, with
a layer of cotton batten between
thickly powdered with scchet. The
edges are bound with wash ribbon to
match in color and . if wished the
whole surface is quilted or tufted. One
for each tray is the best way to ar-
range.

Facts Which Are Becoming
Forced Home Upon the

People.

Apparently there is to be no early
tariff revision by congress. The
"stand-patters-" are having their own
way. They have evidently compelled
the president to acquiesce in their
views, .nd it is now announced that
an extra session of congress, if called
to assemble next October, will consider
only theenactment of a railroad freight
rate bill

The necessity for a rearrangement
of the tariff schedules is none the less
imperative, says the Washington Post.
Object lessons continue to be placed
before the American people. Here, for
instance, is the consul at Port Limon,
Costa Rica, informing us that a Bos-

ton corporation which controls -- the
banana plantations and output in Cos-

ta Rica is buying an American product
abroad, because it can save money
thereby. "It has happened," writes the
consul, "that American rails have been
bought at a lower figure on the Eng-
lish market than in the United States."
There is no question as to the accuracy
of this statement. Evidence to the
same effect has been presented in al
most innumerable instances. It means
that the manufacturers of steel rails,
protected by a high tariff wall, are
compelling our own people to pay
higher prices than foreign purchasers.
It is a remarkable state of affairs when
an American corporation goes abroad
to buy an American product because
that article is offered abroad at a low-

er price than it can be purchased at
home.

How long will the American people
stand this imposition? The men who
enjoy the benefits of extreme protec
tion may think that they can indeti- -

nitely continue to add to their fortunes
by this method, but they will meet
with a sad awakening. The time will
come when the tariff burden, grown
too heavy to be endured, will be sud
denly thrown aside. The "stand-pu- t

ters" and even the advocates of mod
erate revision will find themselves in

minority. The people, who have a
habit in this country of occasionally
going to extremes, will cause the tariff
pendulum to swing far in the direc-
tion of free trade. It would be wise
for the extreme protectionists to read
and heed the handwriting on the wall.

The tariti is not, as some 'people
seem to think, a safe and sacred thing.
The people will take the matter in
hand if the republican majority fails
to appreciate the situation. They will
send representatives to congress who
will handle the tariff with ungloved
hands. This is almost certain to be
the case if the next congress is char-
acterized by inaction. The republican
leaders ought to revise the tariff while
they possess the power to control pub
lic affairs.

BEHIND THE TARIFF WALL

It Is Only from That Shelter That
Republican Trusts Can

Operate.

In a recent lecture ou "Business
Morality" before the School cf Com
merce, Accounts and Finance of the
New York university, George Haven
Putnam had this to say about trusts:

"Capitalists, working through the
medium of shareholding associations,
not infrequently bring their organiza
tions to profitable development by
operations carried on with absolute
disregard of the rights, the interests,
the possibilities of livelihood of Ihoir
competitors. Their actions are crim-
inal, and they escape the penalties of
crime only through the clever guidance
of lawyers selected because they know
how to evade the law. These concern
control state legislatures, sometimes
by direct bribery, sometimes by allow
ing legislators a share in their nefari
ous profits. Not content with this,
they bring undue influence to bear
upon the national government and un-

dertake to shape its policy so as to
work for their own enrichment, in
place of strengthening the interests of
the community as a whole.

'It is true, of course, that by far
,the larger number of trusts waich have
undertaken to stamp out competition
and fix final prices could not have
maintained themselves if they did not
work behind the tariff wall. The re-

moval of the tariff would compel them
to meet the prices of the world mar
ket. Other combinations, however,
have grown up outside the tariff. Such
are those controlling the production
and sale of petroleum and beef, two
articles essential for the whole com
munity."

Hachina Which Will Prove Boon to
the Farmer When Building

Fences.

A special post driver Is very useful
Where one has a large numlier of posts

to drive. The fig-

ure shows a ma-

chine of this kind
which may be
made by the or-

dinary farm car-

penter, says Farm
and Home. It is
designed to be
placed upon the
running gears ot
any common farm
wagon. The frame
consists of two
sills, a, 6x0 inches
by 12 feet long,
which are framed
together by cross-piece- s

at b and c,

so that they li
two feet apart. At
the back end of

these are framed the upright guides, d,

which are 4x4 inches by 12 feet loug.
These are framed together at the top
by the cross piece, e, 20 inches apart.
The guides are held upright by
braces, f.

A pulley is attached to the cross bar
at the top of uprights, through which
passes the rope that is then passed over
a hand crank windless, h, on the sills
The maul is a solid block of tough oak
? feet wide by 1 feet thick and 2

k k

feet long. It has a groove on each
side 2 inches deep and 4 inches
wide, which works over the guides. At
the top is spiked an iron ring, into which
works the trip, i, which hooks into the
ring and releases when the arm, j,
comes in contact with the bar, k. The
follower, s, supports the trip and is at-

tached firmly to the end of haulingrope.
Th'e whole machine must be securely

fastened to the bolsters of the wagon by
placing piece, x, at the sides of the sill.
The forward end must be secured to tho
axle by a chain around the sills. The
operation of this apparatus is quite
easy for two men. Drive over the place
where the post is to be set until the maul
is directly over the spot. Place the
sharpened post in position, raise the
maul with the windlas, and repeat until
'.he post is firmly driven.

HANDY BUSHEL BOXES.

Crates Should Be Prepared for Use in
the Orchard and Garden Next

Summer and Fall.

bushel - slated
boxes, like those
shown in the cut.

THE ROOM IN THE ROOF.

Some Suggestions for Turning Bare
Attic Space Into a Delightful

Little Lounging Place.

Does anyone realize how charming the
despised attic can be? What a delight-
ful place to linger in, to sit in, to sleep in.
The isolation of it lends charm, and the
very slope of the roof seems tender in its
close embrace. Drape the slope with
lace, silk and ribbons, and behold the
prettiest slepeing place in the world.

Does anyone speak of wounded
knuckles or bruised head? It is not nec-

essary that hair should be dressed under
the slope, or that that particular corner
should be chosen for standing upright in.
Lie in the cosy corner under the slope,
and cover it as much as possible with a
soft, light drapery.

Suppose that on the farther side of the
room the door is in the middle, facing the
window, then on one side of the door
there can be a wardrobe and on the other
a writing table. The illustration shows
an original idea for the back of a bureau,
and it would be just suitable for a girl's
or boy's attic. The reredos (so to speak)
is of fluted silk, arranged on brass rods
fastened to the back of the secretaire, the
sides being made to move like the fittings
of an Italian bedstead. This back to the
bureau, as well as being decorative is use-

ful, because it enables many treasures to
be kept together, preventing the mean
ingless spread of photographs, minia-
tures, etc., all over the room.

This attic should be ivory white and
rose color, to allow for the garden on the
roof, which is nearly always possible on
the leads outside an attic window. This
.should, in the summer, be planted with
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Ivy geraniums of a brilliant rose( color,
backed with geranium. The walls of the
room must be of pale cream color, the
rose being introduced under the lace of
the quilt and of the toilet covers, in the
silk at the back of the bureau, and in the
carpet. If the at tic is large enough to ad
mit of a sofa, have one of the ottoman
iind. which will open and hold skirts laid
at full length. There will be no more
charming bedchamber than the room in
the roof.

WITH THE BEAUTY DOCTOR

Some Hints as to Keeping and Getting
well and a Word About Aids to

a Good Appearance.

Every child should be taught that
thirst quenching does not depend so
much on the quanaity of fluid that is
swallowed as on the length of time
during which the liquid is kept in
contact with the tissues of the mouth
and throat. A small quantity of water
used as a mouth and throat rinse will
relieve more than a pint swallowed
hastily.

No domestic remedy can equal hot
water in cases of congestion of the
lungs, rheumatism or sore throat if
tried promptly and thoroughly. An
acute attack of croup will be usually
relieved in ten minutes if a towel
or strip of flannel folded lengthwise
and dipped into hot water, then slight-
ly wrung out, be placed around the
neck of the sufferer and covered so as
to retain the heat. The same placed
over the seat of pain will in most
cases quickly give relief In neuralgia
and toothache and laid over the stom-

ach acts like magic in attacks of colic.
Headache almost always yielda to the
simultaneous application of hot water
to the back of the neck and to the
feet.
