To
see him go past a saluting base at the
rocking-chair canter the German cav-
alry afiects is to see a good type of a
military-looking man; he could pass
in a crowd for a well-to-do major
without ambitlons, In upite of his
growing stoniness he takes a good
deal of exerclse, In particular he
shoots, and he lssues to the chase
with not much less elrcumstance than
the duke In Browning's “Flight of the
Duchess,”

Manufactured Cotton.

There was a time when cotton grew;
now it is made. The French have ac-
quired the novel art of cotton making,
and to do so use the cellulose of a fir
tree. Can a fig tree bear thistles? Per-
haps not, but a fir tree can grow cot-
ton. The fibers of the tree are pulver-
ized by special machinery and treated
with steam and bisulphate of soda for 16
houry under a heavy pressure, The mess
is then washed and bleached, passed
hetween rollers to dry it, and reheated
with chloride of zine and acid to which
has been added alittle castor oil to glve
a consistent paste, This cellulose mat-
ter is then passed through a draw plate,
which produces a thread having an
exceedingly elose resemblance to cotton.

Lifting an Opera House,

Thirty men have accomplished in
Pittsburg the feat of moving a welght
of 4,892,000 pounds a distance of 22
feet., They have lifted the Grand opera
houge of the city off 1t foundation,
moved It forward 22 feet, and planted it
on & new base. It required less than
36 hours to accompligh the job, and one
vould not see the structure moving, In
this colossal bullding were the largest
theater in Pittsburg, the largest bil-
llard and pool room in the United States,
a bowling alley, a barber's siiop, and va-
rlous other establishments, vet the
whole massive fabric has been trans~
planted without aceldent, withont jar,
and without the slightest injury to any
part of iL
