BIGGEST YEAR OF EXPORTS

Over $11,000,000 Greater Than for
Any Similar Period in the
Country’s History,

The export record of the Unitea
States in the 12 months ending with Oc-
tober, 1004, just presented by the de-
partment of commerce and labor
through its bureau ol statistics, iz espe=-
clally noteworthy in view of the fact
that despite the unusually small exports
of breadstuffs the total value of exports
of all kinds is larger thao In any pre-
cedlng year ending with the date above
named, states the Washington Star

The exports of breadstuffs in the ten
months ending with October are less
than half in value those of the corre-
sponding perlod of 1903 or 1002, and only
one-third as much as in the corresponis=
Ing perlod of 1901 or 1888. Yet, despite
the fact that the value of breads!ufls ex-
ported falls $86,000,000 below the record
for the corresponding périod of last
vear and $158,000,000 below the record
for the corresponding period of 1901, the
total value of all merchandise exported
in the 12 months ending October, 1004,
iz $60,000,000 greater than in the cor-
regponding period of last veay, and ex-
ceeds by nearly §10,000.000 the largest
total ever known in a 12 months' period
ending with October.

This remarkable fact, that desplte a
logs of from $86,000,000 to $158.000,000
In exports of one group of articies, the
grand total of exports exceeds that of
any preceding year, I8 accounted for
chiefly by a corresponding growth in the
axportation of manufactures as a group
and raw cotton,

Among the articles grouped by the bu-
reau of statistics under the general term
of manufactures, iron and steel mane-
factures show for the nine months for
which a record I8 already at hand $20,-
000,000 increase over the corresponding
period of the preceding year; copper an
Inerease of §23,000,000 and mineral oll
an increase of about 310,000,000, while in
most otbher manufactured articles the
figures for 1904 show lttle chnige as
compared with those of the immediately
preceding year.

This has now been open
one year, and, according to A, Goodrieh
Freer, author of “Inner Jerusalem " it
has a large attendanee of Germans, Jows,
Arabs and monks of wvarious f{aiths,
The American school has never had
more than fve students. The German
suburb 1s the largest and in trade the
most prominent in the city. Mr. Freer
says that “it s 1o &ll practical purposes
a picturesque German wvillage, having
Its own church, publie hall, band, drill
hall, schools, farm, garden, and, of

course, bierhalle.

“Three immense orphanages, o largs
general hogpltal and a children's hos-
pital maintained by the Germans are the
only Protestant institutions of the kind
upon any scale of magnitude {n Jerusa-
lem.,"
