Hillsboro, Mo., where he made ap
plication Monday for writ of
habeas corpus to secure the re-

lease from jail of - Mrs. , Mary E.
Spaugh, mother of 'Bill' and
Arthur Spaugh, alleged murderers
of Sheriff John Polk of Ironton,
Mo. Mrs. Spaugh is charged
jointly with her sons' of murdering
Sheriff Polk and is now being held
in the Ironton jail without bond.
Mr. Williams, who has been em-
ployed to represent her in his pri-
vate capacity, says he will en-
deavor to secure her release on
bond pending a preliminary hear-
ing, which will bo demanded fol-
lowing action on the habeas cor-
pus writ. The application of the
writ was made to Circuit Judge J.
J. Williams, nowi sitting at Hills-
boro, and who also presides over
Iron county, in which Ironton is
situated. Judge Williams is ex-

pected to, either grant or deny the
writ Tuesday afternoon. In the
event the writ is 'granted, Mrs.
Spaugh will bo brought to Hills-
boro, and the authorities of Iron
county will be called upon to show
cause why she should not be ad
mitted to bail. Mr. Williams has
also been employed to defend 'Bill'
and Arthur Spaugh, who, it will
be remembered were run to earth
by a posse several days after they
are said to have killed Sheriff Polk,
and who were only taken after a
desperate battle in which Arthur
was wounded. Should Judge Wil
liams grant the writ for Mrs.
Spaugh's release and she is given
a preliminary hearing , at Hills-
boro, an application will be made
by Attorney Williams; for a writ
of habeas corpus to secure the at-

tendance of the two alleged des-
peradoes at their mother's trial,
that they may be able to testify in
her behalf. Prosecuting Attorney
C. P. Damron, of Iron county, and
Mayor Wm. R. Edgar, of Ironton,
who is assisting in the prosecution,
contested the issuance of tho writ
applied for by Attorney Williams
Monday.
