tions doing business in that state subs
seribed to a fund aggregating $225,000,

“That of this amount the Eguitable

Life Assurance soclety contributed $25,.
i,

“That the arrangements for a num-

ber of wubseriptions, Including the

25,000 donated by the Equitable, were

made by George B. Cortelyou, then
chnirman of the Republican national
committee,

“That all of the contributions were

made upon the representations of varl
ous persons, including Mr, Cortelyon,
Cornelius N. Bliss, ex-Goy. Odell, Sen-
ator Platt and Senator Depew, that ad-
ditional money was needed to Insure
the election of Theodore Roosevelt as
president.

“Th~t the momey was subscribed

solely upon the representation that the
Republican national tieket was in dan
ger of defeat.

“That of the amount collected less

TARIFF OBJECT LESSON.

Introduction of a Bill That Is More

Than Pretense on Part of
Advocates,

As an object lesson to the voters,

Representatlve John Sharp Williams,
the Democratic leader In congress, has
introduced a bill to amend the tariff
iaw that would reduce the duties on
all articles wherever in the aggregate
they amount to more than 100 per
cent. of that figure. He was asked
hig motive In doing so, and If he had
any real idea that the bill conld pass.

“The president of the United States,

as I understand it,” he said, “puts his
advocacy of protectionism upon the
ground that it is right and proper that
there should be & duty on importe

articles sufficient to make up the &
ference between the s¢ [
labor and & right JAmerican w,
standard. As thig 1s the last Affs.,
I thought I woukl see by the Iutro-
duction of & bifl In this congress
whether or not' it wae a pretense or a
real conviction upon the part of those
who use it #s an argument.

“It strikes me that the labor cost of

no article will or can ever exceed its
entire codt. I don't belleve that any-
one will deny that proposition. I
have therefore introduced a bLill to
reduce the tarlff duty wherever It is
over 100 per cent. to 100 per cent.,
thus leaving a taxation condition un-
der which undoubtedly not only the
whole difference between American
labor and forelgn labor has been made
up by a tax upon the consumer, but
where the entire labor cost has been
taxed to the consumer.”

Mr. Willlams seems to think that

& republican who is sincere in his ad-
voeacy of the tarlff upon the idea that
It really does benefit labor, and that
the justification for its existence Is the
henefit to labor, must be satisfied
with a tax which Includes the entire
labor cost of articles imported un-
taxed.
