SHIFTS COAL DEAL

METCALF DODGES RESPONBIBIL-

ITY FOR $20,500,000 OUTLAYa

LEGAL QUESTION IS INVOLVED

Yankee Shippers Challenge the Gov-
ernment’s Right to Use Alien
Vessels.

Washington, D. C—As nearly as
possible Secretary Metonlf, of the
navy department 18 golng to place the
responsibility for spending the $2,5600,-
000 for coal for the Paelfic crulse of
the battleship fleet upon the shoulders
of President Roosevelt. He sald
that owing to the important legal and
political gquestions Involved he will not
act until afler consultation with the
president.

The political question iq whether
congress will s.. quietly by and see
what one of the naval journals char-
acterizes as a "display of cheap poll-
ties and ill-advised vainglory,"

The legal question ig, whether the
proposed employment of foreign regls-
tered ships in the transporiation of
eonl from one Ameriean port to an-
other, in apparent violatlon of the
constwise navigation laws Is really
gotting the laws of eongress In con-
tempt.

Must Use Foreign Ships.

The admintstration has been ad-
vised by Attorney General Bonaparte
that the diseretion vested In the presi-
dent for using forelgn bofloms, if he
thinks the rates made by American
ships are too high, absolves him from
the obligation in the coastwise law.
But if fordlgn ships are used it will
not be a question of rates, but of suffl-
clent tonnage and promptness,

If the fleet is to go to the Pacifie for-
elgn shipa must be employed to carry
coal. The cruise must be postponed,
otherwise, untll such tlme as the lim-
fted Amerlcan shipping facllities can
move the coal.

The ecourts will not Intervéne in any
cuge where discretion Il vested in an
administrative officer, unless it fis
charged that he is influenced by cor-
ruption or other fraudunlent motives,
None of the protesting American ship
owners go as far re that,

Admiral Cowles, chief of the burean
of equipment, sald today that from a

Calls It an Outrage.

W. L. Marvin, a representative of |

iean Inborers, because it deprives them
of the benefits of the protective poliey
which this governmant applies to
every other Amerlean industry.

He contends that the cmployment
American shipping make the cost af
operating an Ame-iean ship so high
that it requires $344,000 i year more to
aperate an  American steam colller
than s British ship of the same ea-
paclty,

He contends that the employment
of forelgn shipz would be-as flagrant
a violatlon of law as that commltted
hy the Standerid 011 Co.

ENDS 35,000 MILE CRUISE

The Arrival of the Four Big Fighting
Machines Marks the End of
the Trip They Started
* on a Year Ago.

San Francisca—The first division ol
the Pacifie fleet, the foreguard of the
Amerlcan navy, which s to assemble
in Pacific coast watera by order of
President  Roosevelt, has steamed
through = the Golden Gate. The
four armored crolsers passed the
heads In file formation, led by
the flagship West Virginla, fiylng at
her masthead the two-starred flag of
the commander of the fleet, Rear Ad-
miral James H, Dayton. Five hun-
dred yards to the rear came the Colo-
rado, followed at a llke distance by
the Maryland and the Pennsylvania,
The arrival of the four big sister ships
marked the end of a 36,000-mile cruise,
which began at Newport, H. L, last
September.

Admiral Fulfills Promise.

The shuadion was sighted outelde
the heads at daybreak, steaming at
half speed ont of A coast fog. By
bringing his ships to anchor off the
city front'a few minutes before 8
o'clock, Admiral Dayton fulfilled his
promise by wirelegs the night bhefore
to “arrive some time in tha carly fore-
noon."

OF ALLEGED TRUST
FINDS MANY OBSTACLES.

Counsel Kdlon Asks Mﬂ Ofﬂ-
cials to Produce Books which
Cannot Be Found.

New York—Two books showing the
stock transactions by which the Stand-
ard Oil Co. of New Jersey took over
control of mineteen subeldiary con-
cerns which bad been allied with the
old Ohlo trust have disappeared from
the vaults of 26 Broadway. They are
the ledger and stock book kept by
Transfer Clerk DBensinger between
1802 and 1599, These are the books
which Government Counsel Kellogg
asked the Standard offielals to pro-
duce before Examiner Ferris at New
York, Clerk Bensinger testified that
he left these books In the wvault in
1800, when the work of liguidation
was over, Later Counsel Milburn for
the company reported that the books
had disappeared and no official of the
company could give any Information
concerning thém or any idea as 10
where they might be. Mr, Kellogg an
nounced that he would have the hooks
if they were In existence, and if not
he would know what had bappened
to them and why. In explaining how
the transfer was made, Mr, Bensinger
sald that holders of trust certifcates
would present these at his office and
have them canceled, recelving Instead
& corresponding number of shares 1o
the New Jersey company.

Monopolized Forelgn Trade.

Light was thrown on the trust's
deslings with the so-called Independ-
ent ofl companies when it was shown
how by @ system of agreements the
independents were obliged to buy their
erude ofl from the Standard, It belng
stipulated that no refined ofl should
be exported to Europe except throngh
the trust. Should any c¢ompany vio-
late this egreement, their supply of
crude oll would be cut off and they
would have to close their re-
fineries. These facts were brought
gput by the testimony of Sec-
retary Benson. of the Tidewater
Pipe Line Cp. and vice president of
the Tidewater Ofl Co., which controls
lhe Tidewater Pipe Line, The Stand-
ard owns nearly one.third of the stock
of these concerns. Mr. Bensinger told
how in 1883 the Standard tried to get
control of the Tidewater, and the
books of his company containing the
*ecords ol those transactions were torn
open in court, They disclosed the
minutes of a meeting of the Standard
DIl faction In the Tidewater compa-
nles at ‘Titusville, Pa., at which an
sffort was made to galn control of the
then competitor of the Roclefeller sys-
lem.
