Need for Sane Regulation.

Thinks Law So Far Mas Accomplish-
ed Little Enough Too Radical at

One Point, Too Lax at Another.

(From the St. Louis

Adolphus Busch yesterday in-

dorsed the statement of his son,
August A Busch, vice pr,yrideut of
the Anheuser-Busc- h brewpry,in re-

gard to the withdrawal of support
of the brewery from saloons or
clubs which avoid the law, or
which are of doubtful character.
Mr. Busch believes that the surest
preventive of the spread of pro-

hibition sentiment is in the proper
regulation of saloons and strict
compliance with law. Mr. Busch
said: "You ask me what I have
to say about my son's interviews
in newspapers. He is the
first vice president of our assoca-tio- n,

and I, as president, confirm
every word. The problem is not a
a new one, and we have entertain-
ed this idea for some time. Its
announcement was delayed some-

what by my long absence from the
office. But it was chiefly a ques-

tion of opportune time. Was the
publo ready? Until very recently
it was not. It has been assumed
that brewers are indfflerent to
the reputation of their customers,
and are opposed to intelligent reg-
ulation. This is a mistake in ev-

ery sense. We are keenly interest-
ed in both. I have lived, my life
in this community, and have en-

deavored to be fairly serviceable
to its interests. Sentimentally
speaking, it is not a matter of in-

difference to me how my fellow-me- n

regard the business which is
the pride of my life. Materially
speaking, nothing could be clearer
than that a brewer profits by the
character of his customers. I wel-
come an intelligent interest in the
problem, and we are determined
to in every proper and
practicable manner with the auth-
orities and the public. It mu3t
be evident to every one from the
statistics that the law has so far
accomplished little enough. It is
too radical at one point; too lax at
another. In one place it illustrates
the fallacy of prohibition; in an-
other the need of sane regulation.

FOR PCRITY IN BUSINESS.
"Now that public opinion is pre-
pared to attend, our concern is de-

termined not to let the opportunity
pass. Our general course is laid.
For the reputation of our own in-

terests and in justice to the repu-
table trade,' we declare ourselves
against every resort that is shown
to.'be a menace to peace and decen-
cy. The difficulties in our way are
self-evide- We make no claim to
applause; we do not look for sud-

den evolution. But wo propose to
take the eagle down where it would
be a discredit to leave it up. That
is more than has been asked of or
offered by any other branch of
commerce. We admit that our ob-

ligation is greater, and we propose
to meet that obligation. Much is
said of pure beer. That is not to
the point. Virtually all beer is pure
enough. Perhaps no product has
been so little affected by the pure
food law as beer. Our concern
has passed the stage when it has
to proclaim the purity or the qual-
ity of its beer. We are stripped
for a new fight. We propose to
stand for the purity of our busi-
ness and for the character of our
trade. We hope and trust that in
this fight we may be joined by
praotically all brewers of conse-
quence. If there be those who
will not, we now challenge them
in this new field of competition."

Extreme Policies to be Fought
by All Large Breweries

in Country.

(From the St. Louis Republic.)

The Anheuser-Busc- h Brewing
Association has inaugurated a
campagin against prohibition.
With the of practi-
cally all the large breweries in the
United States, the company will
endeavor in every commonwealth
to prevent the application of ex-

treme policies. .

"We still desire always," said
August A. Busch, vice president of
the association, "to conduct our
business along legitimate and re-

spectable lines. If evidence is sub-

mitted to us that any saloon vio-

lates the law, or is run in a dis-

orderly manner, we shall refuse to
sell beer, malt-nutri- ne or any other
product of our establishment to it.
That, I believe, is a fair proposi-
tion.

"The pay roll of our brewery
alone aggregates no less than $250,-00- 0

a month. Besides the brewery,
glass, ice and other pi ants in St.
Louis, we have six breweries in as
many different cities and states,
supplying depots and icing plants
at numerous points, hundreds of
auxiliary businesses, eoal mines,
terminal railroads and freight fa-

cilities. It would be impossible to
indicate, ofihand, the heavy invest-
ments of our company or the ex-

tent and, variety of our auxiliary
interests.

ONLY EXTREMES FOUGHT.

"Our success, along proper lines,
is of importance to St. Louis and
Missouri and other cities and
States in which we operate, as well
as to us. The employes of our
breweries and auxiliary industries
are materially ooncerned in our
prosperity, and and so are those
who grow and furnish all the in-

gredients for making beer. The
war for prohibition is being car-

ried to absurd extremes to ex-

tremes which, if generally en-

forced, would have evil, rather
than beneficial, consequences.
Prohibition is even worse than ex-

cessive indulgence, as experience
and statistics prove.

"What we wish is to stop the
tendency to an extreme, to ab-

solute prohibition. If a person is
restrained absolutely from getting
a drink he will find a way to get it,
and to get more than he would if
he is not prohibited.

' "There is no sound reason for
prohibiting tho manufacture or
sale of beer. The product which
is now turned out is light and can-

not hurt anybody. A few drinks
can be taken by anybody without
the least effect. Certainly, more
moderation will bo found without
extreme laws or policies than with
prohibition.

- WANT LAWS ENFORCED.

"Our desire is to emphasize the
necessity of counteracting extreme
tendencies. Prohibition would be
injurious to the country.'as well as
to our business. It is unnecessary
and injudicious. It leads to ex-

cess, abuses and crimes.
"As I have said, we are prepared

to render our strongest assistance
toward enforcing the laws. We
shall not.under any circumstances,
connive at infractions of statutes
and ordinances. It always has
been our aim to conduct our busi-
ness along legitimate lines, and I
am confident that we have the re-

spect of the people.
"We do not wish to support sa-

loons wrongly conducted. We
stand ready to refuse to sell beer
or any produot of our establish-
ments to : any saloon disobeying
the law or run without due regard
to propriety. We shall fulfil this
assurance upon receipt of inform-
ation showing disregard for the
law." V
