Forest Reserve Doomed.

Washington—With an adverse re-
port, the house commitiee on jndiciary
Friday condemned the plan to have
the United States government ony
blocks of mountaing from New BEng.
land to Florida for a gigantic forest
reserve. Judge John J, Jenkins, the
chairman of the committee, is the au.
thor of the report, which recommends
no action on the project because the
federal government has no constitu-
tional right to establish such a ae-
Berve, ad the project beéen consum-
mated, It would have cost more than
$1,000,000,000.

SBuch a forest reserve has been nds
vocated by the governors of ‘the
slates interested, by nearly 1,000 com.
merelal bodles and by a majority of
the members of congress from the
states that would have been affected.

Aldrich Bill Is Tabled.

Washington—The Aldrich bill met
it doom in the house committee on
banking and currency Fridny when
it wag Iald on the table. Considera-
tion was given by the committee to
the Fowler currency bill, but nuv ae-
part was agreed upon.

Fishery Treaty Ratified.

Washington—The senate in execu
tlve geasfon Friday afternoon ratified
the treaty with Great Britain on fish:
eries In United States and Canadian
witers. It also ratified the trenties
of arbitration with Portugal and Nor
way; two Hague treaties, one affect
Ing the recovery of contract debts, the
other concessioning the rights and du-
ties of neutral powers, in navai war,
and the extradition treaty with San
Marino,

Senate Hits Injunctions,

Washington—The senate Friday aft-
ernoon  passed the Overman antlin
junctlon bill, which prevenis the is-
gsuanee of temporary injunctions by
any Linited States distriet judge re
striining the operntion of & state law
In which Its constitutionallty Is in-
vulved, unlesy the application has
been first heard and fuvorably acted
upon by three federnl judges, two of
whom must be elrealt Judges, and
then only after a majority vote,

The measure aims to prevent the
recurrence of any such f:-gnl entangle-
menta ag brought avout a crisls he-
tween North Carolina and the South-
orn rullrond and thoge in other states
il year ago.

Peace Bill Reported,

Washington—The Bartholdt peace
Lill wag favorably reported Thursday
by the house committee on labor. It
g0 amends the net to establish  the
foundution for the promotion of indus-
trial peacc that there Is created an
Industrial pence conmimittee to consist
ol geven trustees apd nine ather per-
rong to he selocted by trustees, three
10 bee representativs of labor, three of
capltal, “each chosen for distinguished
service In the Industrial world in pro-
moting  righteons industrial  pedes,”
and three members to represent the
general puble,

The trustees are required “to in-
vest and relnvest the prineipal of this
foundation and all moneys contributed
and to pay the Income 1o the commit-
tee of 16."

Lincoln Farm Hearing.

Washington—A hesring was given
Thursduy by the house Itbrary com-
mittee on the bill Introduced by Mr.
Madden (1113, authorizing the expendl-
ture of $100,000 towerd the bullding
on the farm in Kentueky, where Abra-
ham Lincoln was born, of “a natlonal
patriotic shrine, which shall consist
of @ memorial hall covering not more
than $250,000, of which $150,000 shall
be supplied by the Lincoln Farm as-
socintion of New York"

Submarine Limit Knogcked Out,

Washington—The long existing con-
troversy as to whether the TUnited
Stites pavy should have submarine
torpido hoats of the Holland type, as
recommended by the committee on
naval affnffive was settled in the house
of representatives Thursday when,
after a lengthy and lively debate, the
proviso Timitlee the secpefary of the
uiyy to purchase only boats of the
Holland type was stricken out. The
offect of this action was to give the
secretary a free hand In the selection
of submarine boats.
