Personal Liberty and Civil Lib-

erty.

John B. Finch is saiu to havo
originated tho following sentence:
"My neighbor's right to swing his
arms ends where my noso begins."
This is a graphic way of stating a
groat truth. In these piping times
of prohibition conquests we are
being deluged with fresh outcries
from the liquor advocates in favor
of what they are pleased to term
"personal liberty." In their crude
school of thought, the word liber-
ty means the unrestrained privi-

lege of destroying one's self and
one's neighbor. Carried to its ul-

timate analysis the teachings of
these personal liberty doctrinaires
would annihilate all law and pre-

cipitate a reign of wild and hope-

less anarchy.
The liberty of the whole people

to be protected from the devasta-
tions of the plague is more than
the license of any one man, or of
any aggregation of men, to import
the plague. Every man who be
comes an American citizen by
that very act surrenders a part of

his personal liberty. He concedes
the smaller rights in order to avail
himself of the benefits of the
greater privileges.

I knew not many months ago of
a pathetic case. A widow who
had a little girl contracted small
pox. She did not want to leave
hor home, but the health authori
ties, in the interest of the public
good took her against her will to

a detontion camp, where she re
mained until she had accomplish-
ed convalescence. This seems a
very rude procedure, but this
good woman had perforce to sur
render her personal perogativos to
avoid spreading the contagion
from which she suffered.

This same principle of subordi
nating either real or imaginary
personal rights in the interest of
the public good is as old as civili
zation. No one would think of
allowing a rabid dog to have free
course, no matter how valuable
the dog, and no matter what the
plea of his owner. Upon occa
eion many thousands of dollars
worth of infected goods have been
destroyed. In' other cases, ships
with prominent and important
passongers have been detained at
quarantine and the people have
thus been imprisoned in order that
the public health might be pn'
tectod.

This brings us down to a dls
cussion of the personal liberty
idea as seen and advocated by the
liquor men. What a liquor seller
means when he advocates the
principle of personal liberty is
that he is to have the liberty to
sell his decoctions at will; that he
is not to be rosrained in plying
his trade. The direct ruin wrought
by drink is sad enough, but the
iniquities and infamies projected
in the name of liberty by the men
who own and run these dens of
death are a greater menace to our
institutions than is the drink eyil
itself. All of this is done in the
name of personal liberty. Ear.

Australia.

The ministers of Western Aus
tralia and tho Cabinet of South
Australia have both promised to
introduce bills for tho better reg
ulation of the drink traffic, at the
coming sessions of their State Par
liaments. Queensland will also
Boon have fresh legislation on the
same subject. Tne Western Aus
tralian Government has proposed
to introduco local option to allow
of the reduction of licenses. This
is an enormus step in advance.
The Temperance party, the Con
gregational Union and the Meth
odist Church are not satisfied with
reduction ; they want the new bill
to give power for the localities to
vote "no license," South Aus
tralia expects to have its system
of local option improved by mak
ing it automatic, as it is in New
Zealand and New South Wales
that Is, that the vote shall be au
tomatically taken at all general
elections. At present, in South
Australia, petitions from peopl
living in the locality have to be
got up, asking the governor to de
clare and command a local option
poll. This is a laborious and inter
mittent practice, and also expen
sive to the country, as all the ex
pense of an election has to be met
specially for local option.
